The Prospecis of the Bagar Crop,

[We are permiited to make the fillowing ex
iracts from a private letler from New Orleans,
da'ed Mareh .1)

The winter bere has beon exiremely mild (or
open, a8 you say, or sofi, as might beaald)
everywhere, it appears from all acoounts, With
us it bas been very wet, We have seen very
little jee, put have been deluged with ralos
which first lmpeded our canegrinding, and
pow prevenis our eanc-planting. Oar planters
nave had & bard time wilth thelr sugar making
this winter, but the yield has been more thao
commonly saijsfuctory. Idld not expeol acrop
of more than $0.000 hogsheads—many though'
these fligures exaggerated—but from all ao

counts the yleld will exoeed 100,000
hogsheadn, Nover was the oane known
1o ylaeld RO muoh, Toe oulbure

this yoar will be very much sugmented, and
preparations are being made Lo plant a large
crop., All the planters that made sagar last
year are Increasing their onlture, and places
that had been abandoned sioce Lhe war are
now being worked. Should the weather prove
fuvorable, I look for a’crop of 260,000 to 500,000
hogeheads; aud at prices that are likely torale
next winter—=in view of the revolution in
Cuba—they will be worlh double the number
to us. Thus we  begin o see a
reallzationfof the prophecy tbhat Loulsiana
with free labor, would in & few,years be rieher
than she ever was under Lhe slave system.
Wall nlew years looger,until the small farm
system shall prevail, and you will see the pro-
ductions of the Btate reachh sums that no one
ever dremmed of. 1 Insist that our Iands are
worth In gold fourfold to those who buy them
now for paper. One fact which Is not generally
known is that we made last year the largest
crop in value that was ever ralsed In this
Btate, although It does not appear Lo be so on
paper, becanse it was principally composed of
edibles thal were consumed on the spot,

1 bope, as I belleve, that a new era will dawn
on our country from the foarth of March; lgno-
rance, duplioity, and stubbornness will be su-
perseded by merit, wisdom, and stralghtfor-

We heard; yesterday of one of those narrow
éscapes [rom death which border on the mira
culous, {Ax our erodulll.{..lnd seem Lo set al
deflance the ordinary ws of nature. Oa
Toesday of last week John Tom&lln o
colored well-digger, was employed by Mr, T. O,
Parrish, who res a fow milles north of
Danvlle, to olean out his well. Tompklns
went down into the wall, some thirty fees, for
this purpose, but as soon as he h toncbed
botiom the wall, whioh was of stone, caved lo
ﬁon bim, and covered bhim uoderueath wbe

ling mass, There was a plie of rocka above
the mansome twenly feet high,and Mr, Par-
rish, thinking he was certainly orushed to
death, sent medistely for some of the
ueubbou 10 bheip remove the mass of rooks
And get the body; but when they collected ronnd
the well they heard falnt groans coming from
the buried man, who was endeavoring Lo make
biroself heard, and thus made known that he
wax 811ll allve,

They went 1o work and removed the stone
out of the well, and found Tompkins confined
by the surrounding rocks, pretty muoh in the
position which he oeccupled as the wall fell,
standing Dearly uprighs, one arm belog ex-
tended upward Lo grasp the well rope, and his
body belog closely heaged aboat on all sides.
