Eamurd was barely tweoty, Arthur aboud
thirty, when they were cuptured at Bankside,
Their youth, and perhaps their folly, pleaded
for them with the Queen, who
slgned a warrant tor noy political offender’s
death. Bhelelt the two Drothers the consola-
tion of each other's sociely in the Besucnamp
tower; Edmund sleeping In the upper, and
Arthor In the lower room. Each has left
truciogs on the wall; the sadder, as [ think,
those of the younger and more innocent boy.

backed by a Jarge sand turbulent parly. Sue
was a Catholie, like her nivce the Queen of
scots, Herbusbapd was a Catltolie: nod her
sone, Heory and Charles, had been sceretly
brought op o thelr motber's hith, Thoes the
Catholle peutry reaped the larzg benefit of
havieg & race of Lugllsh princes ol their sldes,
Lord Darnley, the etder boy, was from his
eradle the hope and boast of un srmy of faoatics
strong enovgh to canse the Queen much tronvle,
gince it was reckoned by very ahrewd heada to

While these princes were yot boye, they were

of ber brotner Muorray, the beést man i ner
court, gave her band to the youth who, of all
her suitoss, was the most objectionable ju
Eughish eyes.

When vews of their private marriage, which
took place in Rizziv's chswber, reached Lon-
don, the Queen could not believe Ity  Then
came the public rite, the revolt of Murray,
and the thousand tronbles which followed in
\beir tralp, More than once the thought of
sending an army noross the border came into
Elizabeth’s mind; but the Q 1een controlled her
temper, snd left the Scowish drama toend in
s own durk way.

Murgaret's continement in the Tower, thouzh
close, was far ftom being barsh. The best
rooms in the Lieutennul's house were given up
to her use and thst of her attendants, and
were furnlshed anew with arras, tables, stools,
and plate, A trepan was put in her room,
which was supplicd with ewers and drinking-
cups becomiup ber estate; Two Jadies, g maid,
e gentleman, and 0 yeoliiug were récéived in

ber traln and Jodgtd at the public cost iu the
Lieutennnt’s house,

In this state the daunghter of Ouecn Margarel
lay in the Tower. News ¢ume (0 her from her
gon. Bhe heard of the privale marriuge o
Rizzio's room; of thut sceven the kirk where
Knox inveighed agulvst the rule of women and
boys; of the fi'eht of Murrey; ol the quarrels of
Darnley and Mury; of the murder ol Rizzlo; of

the omiuons reconetliation of Murray aad the
Queen; and of the perilous situalion of that son
for whom ehe was endurivg har sharp restraint,
Few rays of comfort ever reached her cell,
Lennox veglected, Darmley 1ovgotr her., Of
couvee, she found her sitaastion bhad, Her
rooms  were small, her means were scant,
When  her cries resched  the throwe,
Ellzabeth sent ber Lord Yreasurer, the Marquis
ol Winchester, 1o "look into her ca e and make
things strajght, if the royul Indy would show
him 1he way 10 do it,  Margaret would not help
the Marquis. Intruth, her case was not one 10
be metby atlew honesed words and o lew Lrifling
cares. Her migsery was that =he had married a
faithless hueband, that she hud borne p faitiless
kon, that she wits made the pledge of un unpopu-
lar cause.

Then came the blow which was to end their
girtte, Darnley wie murdered at the Kirk of
Field, the victim of bis beauatiral aud perddious
wife, Un this pews reaching Loodon, tne
Queen cent down to her Heutensnt, aod set her
captive free.  All the evil she had feared was
come o pass; and though she could never love
her cousin, she wow!d not add the misery

After Queen Mary had been driven out of her
kingdomw, nnd Murray had been shot, Lennox
was appoiunted Regent, Like Maorray, bhe fell
by an assassin’s hand. Margaret, who stayed
in Lopdon, egank iuto poverty and abseurity;
oaly broken by [resh troubles in the marrisgo
ol her second son, Charles, to Blizabeth CUnven-
dish, She died at last o0 poor, thiut ber funeral
Lud o be conducted at the Qnean's expense;
when she was borne In a stale peocession to the
gredt abbey where she lies amoug the Kings and
privees of her race,

When the prineess dled, her elder son's only

riage of Henry himsell, When, therefore, tho
King beard of s gontract having been made by
Lord Thowas with the young princess, he gave
imstunt order to bhave the oifender quickly
seized and rately lodged.
