The
fact that esvl: of these questions does prasent
a real diffioulty is mo reason for not proosad-
ing with the measure, but it is highly desira-
ble to diicover, if possible, the nature and |
limita of the diffivalties in gnestion, in order
to see what i4 the best way of dealing with
them. With respect to the definition of the
clags who arv to be oalled npon when reguired
to prove their lunvoeuce by showing that they
have some honest means of makiug a liviag,
there oan be littls donbt that the Lagislature
will be asked to resort to the test of previoas
convioctions for felony.

It will probably be propossd that after a
uooml{r third conviotion for felony, psarhaps
within'a specified period, certain consequences
shall follow in respect to the lizbility of the
Eﬂpﬂlo be compelled to prove hia innooenca,

defense of this it will be said that no other
test can be taken, and this, no doaby, ia tras,
But it must at the same time be admitted that
the test is lamentably defective, sud that the
defeot i not the less serious because, practi-
cally speaking, it may be incapable of being
remadied without very extensive alterations in
the whole framework of the erim‘nal law, It
hag frequently been pointed out that the ori-
minal law of this country is unfavorably dis-
tinguished from almost every other system of
criminal law by the fant that it has nothing
like & rational claspifiontion of orimes. The
“felony” and ‘‘misdemeancr,” which
are intended to supply such a classification,
are wretohedly defective.

The fact that & man has been convieted of
felony may indicate that he has committed au
offense of the most trifling kind. The fact
that he has been convicted of miademeanor
may prove that he is a professional c¢riminal.
Suppose, for instance, it was proved in rela-
tion to ome man that he had systematicaMy
passed bad coin or obtained goods by false
pretenses, and of anolher tuat on one ocoa-
sion he had stolen a few pounds of mutton,
which would be the greater oriminal and the
more suspivions person? Yet to obtain goods
by false preteuses is a misdemeanor, and so
are most of the offenses whioh can be com-

mitted sgainst the ecoinage, while the moat.
tty theft is a felony. This proves that it |
== Roumdingly unfortunate that sach a test as |
1evious pouvictions for felony must ba taken
Eemu 1o other oan ba devised. Not only, \
howsever, is this unfortnnate, but there iz a
further misfortune in the diffivulty of distin-
rnhhlng between orime. It is one thing to
ook at statistioal tables giving retamns of the
number of persong repeatedly convicted for
felonies, and anotker thing to sit in courts of
justice and see the oriminals and hear the
witnesses who give an acoonnt of their crimes.
There is something very ominous, no doubt,
+in the expression *‘‘previona eonviction,” but
in many instances a previous comviction for
felony indicates very little. The polive and
the governors of prisons ﬂlede themselves

oounts with great sconracy, and previons con-
victions are continually returned in cases
where the facts took place many yeara before,
and were exceedingly trdliog.

adjourn the matter nutil he had, if he thonght
fir, veriled his statements by indepsudent |
evidence; and the finel sentencs ought to be |
the result of these inqairfes., The test of a
certaln pumber of previons conviotions for
any one of the numerons orimeg whioh are in- |
cluded in the word “‘felony' has absolataly |
no other merit or relavancy than that of being
easily applied.

Lastly, any measnre for the supprassion of
the profession of orime will ba very imparfact
which does not provide soma means by which |
those who are supported by it may beotherwise
provided for. Buppose, npon ssvertaining the
faol that a man is a profesalonal oriminal, youn |
send him to a goal for six months; what i he |
to do when he comes out? You increase the
diffienlty of hia finding honest employment by

nviching him for not having fonnd it.
Some well managed system of public works
for criminals and quasi-criminals, from whioch
they might be drafted as dpportunities oo-
ourrad, and as they established a oharaoter
for industry and honesty, appears to ua in-
digpensable as a sapplement to any provision
for punishing people who caonot show that
they are earning an honest living. If thiaves
