Mr, Mackay's benefit at the Arch, on Saturday
night, was & brilliant success, whether ocon
sldered from an artistio or a pecuniafy point of
view. An enthuslastic audience that filled every
ook and corner of the auditorium was & proper
compliment to one of the most decidedly pupn.
lar of our actors. Mr. Mackay, for his part,
provided such nn entertainment as enhanced
ks reputation as an artist and afforded much
gratifloation to his admirers, The Merry Wivas
of Windsor, one of Bhakespeare's most liyely
and amusing comedies, was selected for the
Purpose of allowing the beneficiary to appeat
ad “Sir Jolin Falstaff,” by way of experiment,
Tradition says that this comedy was written in
Rho shortspace of twenly days, at the command
of Queen Elizabeth, who was deslrons of seolng
' Falstafll in love, Shukespeare was only able
to give her Majesty a partinl gratifeation, as it
wis lmpossible for bim to make ‘‘fat Jack" in
love with anybody bat his own dearsslf. Ile
overcame the dificulties of the silustion, how
ever, with much ipgenunity, and as s sort of
compromise with his consclence for even ate
tempting to represent “Falstafi” as a servitor
to Cupld, ho cavsed him to make love al the
eame time to two married women, wlho have
him wel! punished for his presumption., The
Merry Wives of Windsor is nlmost the only play
of Shakespear: which Is entirely his own lnven-
tion: It 15 a geuuine comedy, and it s particn
larly rich in comedy characters. Unlike any
of his other works of the same class, Itisa
pleture of Epglish life in the sixteenth
century, and tbe characters are one and sl
racy sketches from pature, such 49 no hund but
Shakespeare’s could draw. Thuos we have in the
goodly company “Sir John PFalstafl” and his
ragged followers “'Nym," “Plstol," and “Bare
dolphi" *“‘Page,” the even-tempered, good-
uatured, and unsuspiclous man, “Ford" the
Jenlous man, and their merry wives; “‘Justice
Bhallow"” and his weak chested counsin “'Abra.
ham Slender, Exq.;” “Mine Host of the Garter;”
“Dr, Caus,” the French physicisn, and *‘Sir
Hugh Evans,' the Welsh parson, a comlcal pair
of antagonista; “Mistress Quaickley,” and Inst,
but not least, ‘Sweet Anne Page,” whose name
‘‘Master Blender” echoes as a refraln through
the ecenes of the comedy. These characlers
fit the Arch_ street company beiter than those
of ecilher of the comedies that have been
attempted at that theatre this winter; and the
performance on Baturday evening wus unusually
good, allthough on exceptionsl ocoasions llke
this it Is scarcely to be expected that the actors
will be up to the highest murk, and benetit
nights are commonly exempted [tom the ordi
nary rules of criticlam,

The Merry Wives of Windsor, and he sourcely
sbines with the same light thut he does in the
more congenial ecenes of Henry the Fourth, He
is the ssme amusing “‘mountain of sin,” how-
ever, and this comedy was probably the most
J udicious selection fur an acler venturing to
represent the part for the drst time, Mr.
Mackay's personation of “Sir Jobn,” like all his
efforts, gave evidence of careful and intelligent
study, His eomewhat slight physique would
scem to be an objection not essily overcome,
but it was,overcome very successfully by an inge-
nlous “make-np,” and Mr, Mackay’s rendering of
the part was so excellent that a deficiency of a
few inchies in girth or stature could easily be
excused, Hackett and John Gilbert are the
only two nctors now upon the American stags
who bave achieved reputations as representar
tives of “*Falstaf,” and Mr, Muckay will com-
pare favorably with either of them. Whereln
he falls short is due more to his physical defl-
clences than to any artistic disqualification,
Hackett has made the part a special study, and
he plays it according to rule avd line. John
Gllbert, who is the better artist of the two,
gives a freer, lesa constramed, and more satis.
factory personation. Gilbert's *'Falstafl” has u
wheeginess in his volee, a stagger in his gait,
and a shortness of breath which are the very
essence of fatness, and which Mr, Muciay
somewbhat misses, In place of this we have the
sort of dry bat sprightly humor which is ob-
gervable in Mr. Mackay's personution of the two
Bhakespeariun characters that Le has lately
attempted at the Arch. To define the value of
the performance, we may estlmute iL as a Little
better than *'Sir Toby Beleh,” and not quite so
good as “*Dogberry,” bat takiug It for what it
was worth, it was such a representation of
“Palsintl” as few actors pow before the public
could equal, nod Mr. Mackay is entitied to sin-
cere congratulations on his success,

Most of the remaluing parts lo The Merry
W ives of Windsor were very well sustaioed, and
the performance was one of the most enjoyable
of the seasun, This is particularly worthy of
note, as Lhe sgecess of Lthe play depended en-
tirely upon the exertions of the actors, who were
pot aided by any of the hosudsome sceoic
accescories which served to muke Twelfth Night
and Much Ado Abow! Nolhing attractive.

Mr. Everly acted the purt of “Ford,” the
ealous buspand, sdmirably, It afforded him
some exoellent opportunities to exercise lis
talents, and the performance may be set down
a8 one of the most spirited he has given at this
senson, Mr. Craig's “S8lender” was if anything
better than his “Sir Audrew Aguecheck” lo
Twerfih Night, and Mr, Wallisa —than whom
there are few moré stodious and palnstaking
aotors —guve a cuapital delineation of “Justlce
Shallow.” [tis doubtful whether any theatre
in the country has two mors efficient "'old men”
than  this gentlemsn and  Mr,  Mackay,
und wa wonld be very much
plessed to see Mr. Wallls in some parls
of & W'gber grade than he wsuoally plays, io
order thal he may show the public what he is
eapable of.
