He Advises a Bnud of Sindonts to Stand

by the Coustitation.
| Fromthe Charlotiesville Chrondele, Mareh 20,
] FPresident Jobusen passed here Thursday, on
hi= way to his home in Tenpessee. He wus met
! ut Keswick by Mr. Samuel MoKenuey of Tan
| negsee, o student of the Unversity, nnd induced
| by him to make his appearance ou the poreh of
the Central Hotel; thus giviog us a sight of a
live ex-President, and the pleasure of hearing
| him make o speech. There was o very large
crowd of citizens and students assembled to
| meet him aud testify their respect for the man,
and their approval of his course as President of
the United States,

After his introduction the ex President urged
the students to stund by the Constitution as the
ouly urk of political uﬂclf, and to cling to it as
the shipwrecked mariner in the night of storms
and tempests clings fo the last plank. He sald
that in retorping to private life, he carried with
him the proud consciousness of having done
hie duty: that he had struggled to maintuin the
Coustitution of our fathers; that he felt thut he
had been true to his couviry, bis conscieuce,
and his God, and that he was going home to
take his place amone the raoks of his tellow-
citizens, and help rthem bear the burdens that
he has been upable to remove from thelr
shoulders, ard that in thes retnrning to private
life, he could say from his heart, varyiug the
quotstion slightly:—

" More true Joy Marcellus exlled feels
Than Craar with a corrupt Qoogress at his hesly,"

He advised the young men to read and study
Addison's "'Outo" that although it was a dry
play (in which epinion we do not agree), that
there was a stemn virtue and patriotism per-
vading the whole of it, which makes 1L one which
every student and patriot should read and study,
He insisted thut gomething wuost be done to corb
the favatical power of worthless majorities:
tbhal minoritles must be protected in thelr
rights or the Government must go to ruin,
He gotd that he boped this could be dons, that
hie was going home to do all he could, and thut
if he could do no more, followlug the advice of
Cato to his son, ke could retire to his rursl
home, snd there umong his own groves would
pray for his country. He closed by again
thanking the crowd for their kind demonstra-~
