Palestine Exploration—Roman Tanks.
In & recent letter to the London 7'imes on

the subject of the explorations in Palestine
Lieutenant Warren desoribes an nndargroumi
cistern which he has discovered beneath the
H.arsm inclosare at Jerusalem, measuring
fifty-seven feet by sixty-three feet, covered by
a groin-vaulted roof, supported ‘)y columns,
the vault having transverge ribs of cut stone,
with the spandrils betweon filled in with
coursed rubble, and he adds that “he cannot
believe that suoch a structure as this was bailt
merely for a tavk.’’

Mr. Henry Conybeare writes to the Times
that the design of this tank exsectly corres-
