Canfield was faken with srms in
his hands, and was liuble to be shot,
but he was taken to Constantlnople asnd
imprisoned, In the expedition he passed
under the name of Lawar, About throes
months ago Mr,.

ure too much alike—too often seldsh, grasping,
unscrupulous—aud hepce we find that many
men whose Intelligence and social position
should give them uw commanding place in the
counells of the nation, cut themselves entirely
adrirt from all polidcesl asgocistions, On the
streef, 10 the bar room, the counting honse, the
rallway cars, the doings or misdoings of Grant,
Jobneon, Beward, etc, wre just now always
peing canvassed, but this s only one phase of
New York soclety,

The result of a1l this politieal wire-pulling Is
often most lasmentable. One Instance of
came under my observatiop, There is living in
East Twentysninth street a cerlain Dr, John
Griscom, who has written more ou prisons and
hyeiene than perbaps any other person in the
world. In the Biates he 18 recoznized as one of
the first authorities upon sclentillc sabjects.
For years be has been President or Vice-
dent of different scientific societies. In face,
hejs & man devoted heart nnud soul to the
caunse of sclence, I have at this moment
before me ome of bis works—'‘An Eieay on
Prison Hygiene”—prepared by request of the
Executive Committee, which does nouor to the
head snd heart of the author, It displays not
ouly his scholarly atiainmeuts and thoughtfual-
nees, but establiches his philanthropy as well.
Yol this eminent man was deprived of his posi-
tion on some of the boards (I forget which)
simply by reason of political intrigues against
bim. Apalogons cazes in Canada are rare, and
let wg bhope that they] may ever remain so,
Dr. Griscom’ loss wa: comparatively very
Hitle, but that of vhe public very great.
