about whom we find some pew and curioud des
tails. The cource ol these storles was Henry
Purry, one ol the Queen's chaplains, alterwards
Bishep of Worcesier, Manninghnm notea what
Parry told bim ol the Quecn’s snyingsand doings,
some of which are full of chagncter and eolor,
Parry was put oown to prenc it Coart on Good
Friday., Toe Queen #aid she would not go to
hear him, O being agkod why, she answered,
laughingly, *Thou wilt spenk sgainst me, 1 sm
sure,” But when the day came she went lo
hear him. A eall of Serjeants-at-law was made,
five from the Inper, and six from tbhe olher three
Inns—eleven in all, The Queen was pressed to
make the number twelve; butb she refused, say
ing merrily that she “‘fenred if there were
twelve there w ould be one felse brother among
them.” Thls crealion of serjeants gave rise
some other jokes. On the report that there
wonld be a cnll of new sergennts reaching the
law courte, one of the old stagers cried =" Call
of serjeantel DBetter have a call of cllents,

One of the Inuer Temple men was called
Barker, and on his nwme beiug read oat
Berjeant Harris cried, **It 1s well 10 have one
barker amoug so many biters,”

Parry told Manumgham that the Queen had
one day given “‘a check” to Willimm Barlow,
one ol her favorite chaplams, the divine who
alterwards held the crozier of Rochester and
of Lincoln., Barlow had been very warm against
Lord BEswsex, nnd when that starless favorite
rose in rebellion ageinst his Queen, he had
actunlly preached u sermon aguinst the rebeal
at Paul’s Cross, Barlow had done a good Lhing,
and deserved Lthe Queen’s thauks, But alter the
Earl’ «xecution, the OQueen remembered that
the rebel bad been bher own close kinsman, that
he hud been boru Lo her loye, and that he had
ghared the kudoess which she never failed to
shower on men of the Bolern blood, All that
ghe had done wus rigat aud just, Bat the heart
may swell with pa'n when the head i3 clear;
and though the law bad been satfered by her
to take its coorse, the Queen was still & woman:
and the sight of apy muu who had been forward
in that domestio drsma threw Lher uto wretched
moods, For this reason -he forbade Barlow to
apoenr lu ber presevee; and wheo Barlow ven-
tured to disobey, und to protest his loyualty, she
put him aeide with an impatieut gesture, " *“Oh,
sir,"” she esaid, **we have heard you are an honest
IDAN: you are an honest man.” She would not
blame her chaplain, neither could she bear him
in ber sight, Bailow got no promotion in the
Church until Elizabeth died

We have s glimpse of the Queen in one of her
social moments, when she paid a visit to Sir
Robert Cecil's new house in the Siraod, after-
wards known a3 Salisbhury House., she was
received in royal state, and lavishly eater.
tained, As she passed into the hall, three
Indiee, in the characters of a Maid, a Wife, and
a Widow, recited s plece in commendation of
her own estate. Oat of complimant to Eliza-
beth, the mald was allowed to have the best of
it. After these ladies came n Turz (our inter
sourse wita Turkey was becoming close and
lucrative), who raid he buad heard of her
BMajesty, and desired to gee her face, The Queen
fell in with these humors, and discoursed with
the pretended Tork in several langaages; on
which the turbaned mountebank affected moch
astonishment, of course. He offered her a
rich mautle; and this part of the mummery
must have pleazed the Quecn, Cecll’s hall was
full of flue armor, which, the diarist says, the
Queen sdmired most ol all, Iu leaving she
sprained ber foot,

“The Qaeen,” says Manningham, *‘would
sometimes gpenk heely of our king, but could
pot endure sny other to use such Inogonge."”
Very likely: he was her Kinsman., The Diary
ends before Jumes arrived fn Loudon; so that
we a1 to learn whal toe Templeo diariet thought
of “our king,” when hic came to know him,

Mapningham was a buarrister, and the talk
which bhe noted down turned very much on
fawyers and thelr dologs,  Hencd we have
stories nbout Bir Thomas More, Sir Edward
Coke, Lord Bacon, and many more. We have
the story of More In the picture gallery with
the friend who owed him mouney, commending
u death's head with the motto Memenio morieris,
which he said wns only Memen'o Mori wris —
remember to pay More his moaey. Also the
tnle of hie going to his wife's pew at choroh nud
opening the door for her ke & servant, saying,
“Madame, his Jord:bip hns gone” (mesning his
place as Chancellor); sod then adding, merrily
—*"Come, wife, vow we may go together and
talk.” Sir Edward Coke appears in a betler
light in ths Diarg than ususl; some of
his eayivgs are  sharp, and almost
brght.  Ouly one good thing Is recorded
of Coke n our books, naod that Iis
gometimes thought to have becn Invenled
or him by Bacon, who could easlly spare such
trifles trem lils boundless storée—the saylng to o
grent man, “My lord, If you drop in, theu you
must dine with me; bat if yon send me word,
then I shall dine with you." Nothiong of this
high qunhity is recorded of Coke by Mauning:
ham. Butth's is rather keen—tor Coke: The
attorney eald he could make a lamentable
argnment: but it wonld be sald of him a3 of
Cassandra, when he had spoken much he would
not be believed.” In a case of a disputed right
to a paich of land, one of the parties proposed
to divideit, *Then it is not hig," smd Coke;
‘“the child 15 none of his that would have it
divided.”

A few sayings by Bacon are heie preserved.
“When Mr, Dodridge, in lis argumecnt of Mr,
Darsie’s patents, and g0 of the prerogative in
genernl, began b's epeech from God’s govern-
ment, ‘It is done like n good archer,” quoth Fr,
Bacop, ‘he shoots a fair compass,’ " Here we
find another tnstance ol the contention between
Bacon and Coke, fu thelr earlier days:—*"Bacoy
sadd thut the genernl rules of the law were hke
comets aud wanderiog stars, Mr. Attorney
{Coke) suid rather they were like tue sun; they
have light in themselvesz, and %wc light to
others, whereas the stars are but ecorpora
opaca” A third r.‘ntrjy mway be given, sineo any
troe report of what Bacoa #aid is worth pre-
gerving :=*'Mr. Bacon, ia givineg evideuce in the
Lowd Morley's case for the forest of Hatfeld,
snid 1t kad always lown o high pitch; i. e, hmb
been alwaye in the hauds of great men,”

Among the young rellows then keeping terms
in the Temple wus one of nimbe tougne and
eubtle brain, who wass destined to a lurid fame
and singular fate, This young mau was Thomas
Overbury, a wit, & poet, & s=ta'esman of the
highest class, Muauninebam knew him well,
aud bad the sense to feel that his words were
worlh setting down. These sayings of Overbary
make a real addition 1o h's blography, for they
place the young law student, as It were, on the
stage in the very character whicn men fancy
that he developed atter his sudden rize to
power. There is & gcorn, a tension, and a darin
in his speeches, which explain bhow it hnppeueﬁ
that King James was s0 muoch afraid of him.
Snige, oue of the Iswyers, bad a lovg and
crooked pose. Overbury sald, “Suig’s nose
looked down to sce how muny ot his teeth were
lost, and could never get up again.” Overbury
1ailed at Lord Zouch as a proud, incompetent
fellow. “*When be came to sit on Llie beuch at
Ludlow,” eald Overbury, ''there were, ns it was
wont, two cushions laid, one for the Chief Jus-
tice Leukuour, another for the Presadent; but
he took the ope, and casting It down sald, one
was enough for that place.” Every word from
Overbury's lips is fired with scoru. “Overbury
epiake much against the Lord Bockhurst as a
very corrupt apd unhonest person.,” Again,
“He spake bitterly sgaiost the Bishop of Lon-
don.” Bancroft was the bithop, Overbury
geems 10 hiave been & Puritan in religion, o fact
which has pot hitherto been known; and this
fant will explain why be ealled Bancroft ‘fa
very knave.” This record of his opinions on
chuorch affaire is extremely curious:—*'He would
not have the bishops to have any temooralities
or temporal urlsdiction, but live upon tithes,
and nuthing but preach. When I was mention-
jng how daogerons and difficult a thiug it would

The great event of Manningham®s time was
the Queen’s death; and of this tragie scens we .
have 4 nearer and clearer view than any other
chronicler has given us, Manningham rode
down to Richmond, where the Court was kept, |
to hear bis frieud Parry preach, and to learn |
how the Qaeen was going on, She was known
to be dyiug, nid many persons believed that
gbe was dead. Boch things were often kol]]:t
secret, from motives of policy, Edward the
Bixth had been dead three days belore the fact
was made known. Nay, there were courtiers
in Holyrood who swore that Elizabeth had been
dead some years, anl that Cecil had got
an old lady represent her. Manningham
rode down to see, and alter sermon he went
to dine with his friend Parry in the Privy
Chamber. Watson, Bisthop of Chichester, and
the Desns of Windsor and Cautlerbury, were
of his company, and from these divines the
Templar heard the storyof the Queen’s last
hours on earth, ‘*“For this fortnight,” he
motes, ‘‘Her Majesty relused Lo eat nu)thluF.
to receive any physie, or admit any restin
the bed.” We staud, as 1t were, iu presence
of the leonlne Queen: “Sbe hath been in
» manyer speechless Jor two days; very peusive
and silent; sitting with her eye fixed on ous
ohject for hours together; yet she always had
her perfect senses and memory,” How like an
old foness! Whitgift, the aged Lord Primate,

at the Globe, It was 4 dark time for Ben—the
darkest time, perhaps, in bis life. The followlug
epi'aph on a bellows-maker is sald to be by
Jovson, and if it s, might be included in futare
editions of his works:— .
Here lyes Jo. Potterell, a maker of bellowes,
Malster of his traae, and king of good fellowes;
Yel for all this, att the houre of his death,
He that made bellowes could 1ot make breath.
The twe references to Shakespeare are of course
known to the pablie from Mr, Collier’s extraets,
The first relers to the play of Twelfth Night,
which seems to have beeu performed at the feast
of the Middle Temple in February, 1601. “' At
our feast,” gays the diarist, “we had a p!aer
called Twelfih Nigh', or What You Wi'l, much
ke the Comedy of Evrore, or Meneohimdi
in Plautus, but wost like and pear to that in
Itallau called *logannl,’ A good practice in i
to make the steward belleve his lady widow
was ln love with him, by counterfelting & letter
as from his lmi{; in general terms, telling him
what she liked best in hiw, apd presceriving his
gesture in smiling, his apparel, ele., and then
when he came to practice making him believe
tney took bim to be mad.” The second refer
ence to Shakespeare 18 the story of the poet
cutting out the player with a lady. It was a
fashion of that time for people who admired
& play 1o send and bld the actor come aud sup
with them, Bhakespeare, it is reported, over-
hearing Burbage make an appointment to go
und sup with & lady, caught uP the puass.woed,
which was “"Richard the Third,” and weut to
meet madame some time before Burbage was
likely to appear. He pleased the Iady, and
was warmly welcomed, By and by came Bur-
bage, and rent in word that Richard the Third
was at the door, *Tell him,” sald Shakespeare,
“that William the Conqueror was before Richard
the Third,”

Marston bag been already mentioned, A
small addition 1 made to the blography of this
poet by Muuningbam, ‘‘John Marston,” hs
writes, *the last Christmas he dapced with
Alderman Moore's wife's dasughter, o Spaniard
born, fell Into a strong commendation of her
wit and beauty.
