Some interesting experiments have lately
been made in Paris with the view of deter-
mining and comparing the eflects of absinthe
and of pure alcohol. We do not wish to give
unnecesary offense to a large, and perhaps, in
some respeots estimable clags of persons; but
the most fitting subject for these experiments
was thought to be—a pig! A manin & state
of intoxication has often been compared to a
pig; and it is ssid that & pig nuder the infla-
ence either of absinthe or ol pure alcokol—a
guinea-pig, but a pig all the same—exhibits
precisely the same sy mptoms as an intoxicated
man, A question bad arisen as 1o whether the
pernicious etfects known to be exerciged by
the lignor called absinthe were due to the
espenve of wormwood, from which it derives
its flavor and its name, or to the spirit which
enters 80 largely into its composition. Ab-
ginthe drinkers maintained that their beloved
gtimulant was pot injarious if taken in mode-
ration, aud that, taken in excuss, it did neither
