This work is the most complete, satisfac-
tory, and valuable almanac ever pnblished in
the United States. The various departments
have been prepared with great oare from the
mobt relinble sounrces, and it presents an
amonut of important and interesting informa-
tion that conld not possibly be obtained else-
where by the great majority of readers. The
astronomical department has full oalendar
Ppages, embraciog the sun’s rising and setting,
moon's phases, levgth and inorease of days,
and beginning and end of twilight for eight
different parallels; the different eras corres-
pouding with 1809; the Jewish and Mohamme-
dan calenders, eto., There is also a full tide
table, and & table of latitnde and longitude,
and difference of time for the most important
places in the world.

The department devoted to the United
States gives a full list of the officers of the
General Government; the different segsions of
Congress; the governors of (he Siates and
Territories from their organization; the min-

The Unaunthorized Reprints of Engilish
Works.

The following is Messrs. J. B. Lippinoott &
Co.'s explanation of the diffionlty between
them and Messrs. Harper & Brothers, of New
York, with regard to the publication of Mr,
Dilke's “"Greater Britain”’ and other works: —

On Janunary 1. 1508, we wrote a lotter to the
London Athenawn, stating that it was our cus-
tom, when publishing English books, o make,
If possible, n s=peeinl arrangement with tue
suthor, or otherwlse to luy aside a portion of
the profits resnlting from the ‘mllllv‘nllnn for his
uee: and charging Mesare., Harper & Brothers
with violatiug whut Is known as the “'courtesics
of the trade,” by reprinting Mr, Dilke's *‘Greater
Britain,” which we Lad previously published
upder & copyright arrangement with Messrs.
Mucmillan & Co., London, Mr. Dilke's English
publishers, and with baving some time belore
reprinted Mr. Authony ‘i‘ru?h-pcfn “North Ame-
ricn,” which we by srranecment had been autho-
rized Lo publish—an wirasogement the extstence
of which was previously well known to the
Messra, llnr{:!vr: al the same time disclaiming
any responsibility for injury to foreign authors
that might arige I'rom & s58tem thus established,

About two mouths having elapsed smee this
statement, a reply to it has appeared in
Harper's ‘mey of Mareh 27. That reply we
propose to examine presemli: but, before doing
g0, it is proper to dispose of n counter-charge
thereto appended, viz,: =That *an December!
we received a box containing the electrotypes
of “Cast Up by the Sew,” aud, “knowing that
they were iutended for the Messrs. Hurper's
edition of the work, withheld them, aud in
Junuary published the book (ourselyes)at a
low price,” JIf wehad known that the electro-
types were intended for Messrs, Harper's edl-
tion of the work, and had withheld them on
thut accounnt, it would have becn, perhaps, o
fittivg retaliation for the wrong we were just
then smarting under of the reprint by the
Messrs, Harper of Dilke’s “Greater Britaing™ but
the statement s not quite exact. The precise
facts ure ns follows:—

Some time before, we had rlulletly submitted
to the Messrs, Harper publishivg and unders
selling our edition of Troliope's “*North Ames
rica;” but when they reprinted “*Greater Britain,”
another book on which we had engaged to pay
a copyright, we felt their action to be a wron
which, there beivg po legal redress, demande
some reprisal on our part, Accordingly, we
fxed npon **Cast Up hﬂ' the Sea' asa soliable
book to republish—it having been aanounced
by the Messrs, Harper, and we being under the
impression that they had purchased the early
gheets, aud that no other person had any pecu-
piary iuterest in the gnle of the book in the
United States—and had the work set, stereo-
typed, and printed in our own oftice. On the 8thof
Janunary we published it, at whut Messrs, Hur-

er & Brothers are pleaved to cull & low price.

ur edition was uearly ready, the wood-cots
baving been epngraved 1n Philadelphia, when,
on the 1st of Janunary (not Jo December, as
siated in Harper's Weekly), there was delivered
at our store & box from London, having no
other marks than our address, the express com-
pany's labels, and the Cuoston: House stencils.
We had no previous sdvice of it. 1t was olprnfrd,
aud found to contain ten olectrotypes of [llos.
trations, without letterings, for **Cast Up by the
Sea,” Thinking it probable that some break
bad oceurred in the srrangement between
Messre, Harper snd Messrs, Macmiilan &
Co., we walted a reasonabile time, expecling to
bear from London about these eleclrolypes.
On the 131h, baviug recelved no communication
on the subject, we wrote Messrs, Mucmillan &
Co., seking for an explanation, to which they
replied, on January 30, that the box had been
addregsed (o us inslend of Messrs, Hurper &
Brothers, for whom it was intended, Wo at
once potified the Messrs, Harper that we wounld
forward the box to them on the receipt of the
expentes pald by us, We respectfully submit
that this was our only proper course under the
clreumstapces, .

In the artiele in their Weekly of March 27, the
Messrs, Harper further assert thut our edition
of Bulwer's novels is ssued “‘notwithstanding
the mutoally satisfactory arrangement between

| Lord Lyttou” aud themselves: but It s so obs

vious thit no “‘courtesy of the trade” attaches
to & series ol books reprinted by two houses —
Megsrs, Phillips, Sampson & Co. published an
edition ns well ns the Messrs, Harper—the first
of which was issued o I828, that it is only ne-
cessaly 10 remnt K, here, that when the plates of
our “Upitorm Library MkKdition ot ulwer's
Bovels" (in 42 vols,) were offered to us at a fair
price by the stereolyper, kuowing that a comple’e
and waform edition wes a desideratuom in the
American market, we bought and published
them.

Having disposed of the counter chargas mada
by the Messrs, Hurper, we beg leave once more
to cull the attention of the publie te the two
cuses originally mentioned by us in the Atje
nawm, of direer vivlution by the Messrs. Harper
of *1he courteries of Lhe trade.”

1st, They do not deny that our editlon of
SGreater Britain” wasunnounced o May, 1568

2d, They do not deuny that immediatoly
on thelr own sunonpeement Lhey were notitied
by letter tint we had made an  arrange-
ment ‘or It with the Epglish pub lshers; and

Jd. They do not deuy that Lthey neveriueless
persigtied in reprioting it, Thelr adwilssion of
these points we hold te be sufficient to susialn
ovr complaiut hu rogadd to Greater Britain,”

But there was apother charge brought by us
In our letter of January 1, viz @ that the Messrs,
Harper had previousty, In ke violstion of our
rights under the usage of the trade, republished
an editiou of Trollope's “North America” after
they bad been mude aware, through s personal
Intersiew, that we had cntered fnto an exclusive
arravgement with the satbor for 1ts publication
in thie country. To this statement the Me:srs,
Harper make no reply whatever, sud we are
Juetiied o mferrine that chelr coursa io the
mwatter s luexcurnble.

Furithermore, we would #ay tlhat, by spaelal
arrangement wito the suthor, we recently pube
lHehed “*Her Majesty's Tower,” by Mr. W,
Hepworth Dixon, A tew dais after the appear-
sute of our edition, the Messra, Hurper lssued
an edition of the same work in an inferior
s1yle, ul 0 nominal price, compell ug us to re-
doee ours to the same price, thus prevevting
sny remuneration o elther author or publishers
thnt otherwise might hsve been derived from
the sale of the work,

Here we might close: but a review ol these
fucis naturally suggests the reflection tpat tha
interests of the book trade in this couniry, no

less than the protection of authors in their just |

rights, require furiber legislation at the hinds

o1 Copgress, ILis Ligh time for the passage of

a well-considered Interuationnl copyright law,

such as will wipe away from our country the

yepronch of what aie kvown as “‘plrated”

THE CAPITAL PUNISHMENT QUESTION

The followlng i85 w copy of the potition on
this subject presented to the State Legislatore
yesterduy by Damon X, Kllgore, Esq., of tlis
vity:—

1o the Honorable the Senate and House of Re-
presentatives qf the Commomweath of Pennayl-
vania.~Gentlemen:—<The undersipned, a citi-
zen of Penusylyauia, residing in Phaladelphia,
respectiully represents—That the alurming ins
crease of capitul crime in this Commonwenlth
E-nlla upon ihe law-making power to revise the
H L

In this conniry, law ls the great educator, and
while harsh laws beget crimes, “laws dietated
by mildness humanize the manners of a nation
and the spirit of government.” Bays Bentham:
“If the legislator be desirous to juspire human-
ity amongst its citizens, let him set the example;
let him show the utmost respect for the life of
man, Banguinary laws have a tendency to
render man oruel, either by fear, by imilation,
or by revenge,”

Montesquien, the founder of the modern
sclénce of the philosophy of law, declares that
vevery act of punishment not demunded by
abgolute neceselly 13 tyranny.”

In Pennsylvania, during the last two years,
notwithstandiog the extraordinary prompluess
with whieh death-warraots haye been slgned,
aud the acllvity of the executioner, more
murders have been comm itted, according to the
populution, thun ever belore lu the same
length of Hwe,

In Philadeiphis connty—where iunocent pers
gons are somelimes huong—there are eight per-
sons under sentence of death, four of whom
have been convicted within the last niune
months, In this county murderers were never
before s0 numercus and bold as vow. The
death-warrants of two persons counvicted of
murder ot the first degree, awaiting execution a
few days heuce, have been followed by the
murder of an inoffensive citizen in one ot the
moet populous portions of Philadelphis, mur-
dered for his money in his own room, aud in
the light of day, The certaiuty of the speed
exceution of Gerald Eaton and George g
Twitchell, Jr,, did not prevent the murder of
Joreph W, Bmith,

Neér is this state of things applicable to Penn-
sylvama alone, The records of Massachusetts,
New York, aud Ohio, compared with those of
Muiue, Michigan, and Wisconsia, furnish abun-
dant proot that the dealh Eenalty tends to
increase rather than to diminish the crimes for
whch it Is wfheted. In Epzland, a few years
ago, there were two hundred and vwenty capital
crimes which do not now exist, and in England
and Wales, siuce 1810, more than fifteen hun-
dred persons bave been execuled lor crlmes
which haye ceased to be capital,

1n the opinion ol your petitioner, thera is not
a fveb on record in any civilized pation of the
globe, which, rightly interpreted, is not a stand-
ing protest sgainst the nennl:{l of death. So-
clety, made up ot individoals, bas no right to
take human life upon any pretext whuatever,
and as long as it contimues to take the life of
the murdercr under the solemn sanction of law,
Individuals will continue to tuke the lives of the
invocent without such sanction. No murderer
is restrained by tear of punishmentalone; for
this be means to escupe; but he is restrained, if
restrained at al), by the sacredness hie attaches
to human life, and this, by our present lnw, the
Government lLelps to destroy. Panlshment,
worthy ot the name, includes these three ob=
jects, viz,:=1, The prevention of erime, or pro-
tection of roclety; 2. Reparation for the offense;
and, 8, Reformation of the eriminal,

Disguiee it as we may, all pumshment which
lacks either of these ingredients sinks into
revenge, and becomes iteelf an ald to crime,
This applies to familics ns well as to States, to
the government of the ehild as well as the full-
grown man, Itisthe Divine method of nature
and cannot be ignored with impunity. Be-
lieving that capilal punishment, here as elsos
where, has resulted In the death of the innocent
and the acquittal of the gallty: that it tends to
dertioy the sacredness which should ever
at'nch to human lite; that iu diseased miads
it creutes n morbld desire for imitation
or revenge; that it does mnot prevent
c1ime and therefore fails to protectsovlety; that
it neitber mekes reparation for the crime oor
bas a tendency 1o relorm the crimiual; that it
is o 1eiie of barbarism and at war with the spirit
of Christispity apd the progress of maukind,
the undersigned respectiully and earnestly
ptays your honorable bodies to abullsh i, and
1o substitute therefor lmprisonment, giving the
criminsl the opportunity to labor during his
lite to 1epabr the wrong he hus dowe, by contri-
butipg to the support und eaueavion of those
Hving, most injured by bis corime, and at the
same tme giviog him kind treatment,
proper  justraction, snd opportunity to
relovmw. In order to preveat the consequences
which might result from powet in the hands ot
it wesk or wicked Executive; to prevent his
briug swayed by money or party politics in
favor of the prisoner, or by public clamor or
persanal popularity agaiost him, the Judges of
the Supreme Court might be associaled with
the Goveruor, and with him be empowered to
do equal spd exact justice Lo society, and to
tho ¢ who set at defiance her most sgored laws,
