COURT or QUARTER SEssroNs—Jadgo Brow-
sler,—This morniog the April terin of the Court
was opened by bis Honor Juildge Hrowster, who,
having appolnted James M. Muriin foreman of
tbhe Grand Jury, delivered to them the follow-
ing Jusiructions, whieh wiil be found fuil or
stariling facts a8 to the slate of erime ln our
midst, and replete with wholesomesugyestions
as Lo Lthe remedy thatshould ke applled to Lthe
evili—

Gentlemen of the Grand Jaty:—From the
ealendar before e, and the report of the nom-
ber of bBall cases, It apoearsa that you will ve
onlled npon to dispose of over feoar nuadred lu-
dictments In & few weeks, In view of tniu
fuol, 1 peed hardly Lo enjoin nypon you to be
aeu‘va in the disonsrge of your responsivle

niies.

Yon will probably find that sil the lndlet-
menis which may be presented to you oan be
oconveniently divided Into Lwo cinsses—ons in
which the cemmunity are Interested, saod
anolher In which the pablle Levo no counoern,
but which a&re pressed for privale purposes,

It 18 to be jeared that we deai too lenlently
with those who make ¢rime thelr profession,
and that we nt Limes endeavor 10 slone for thls
eiror bi rushing into the opp site exireme of
indiseriminate prosecntio n of the inonocent
alonf with the guilty. 1 would recommend
rou o Bfe lo it Lhal no oriminsl goes unpan-
shed by our remisspess, and that no inno-
oent son soflers the delay of an hour in
BECHT his discharge.

It s Lime that the bad alionld be made o feel

the power of the law., It has heen snnoaaced

in the Police Qouris of London that in certain
pinces 1o that oity the (Jueen’s wril will not
1un, The same remark may almost be applied

1o us, There are certaln men ln Palladeiphla

who cannot be brought to justioe, They can

beat down, almost murder, our policemen,
gecnré ball, and abscond unti. opportunivy
permils thelr return, Olhers take [ife almost
with lmpunity. The homicldes coirmitied in
this eity in the iear 1808, as compared with

those of 1567, are in the proportion of 133 to 01,

Thieves at Work st Twelfth nund Chess
nut—They Enter thhe Ofiee of the Hene-
ticinl Savings Fund Soclety in Broad
Day, and Walk O with 8500,000 in
Ready Money and Bondws,

Philadelphisa Is fast losing her anelent and
honored reputation. From the time whaen the
firsl stake for her first hounse was driven till
within a few years, it has ever been her glory
and ber boast that no other clty in the Unlon
surpassed her in gulet, order. and Immunlty
from erlme, Now, however, her jnst pride ls
destroyed. Bhe ls the rival of “Democratia
New York,” “Inlqaitous Obleago,” or *“oloody
Memphis!"

The last item of enermity in her appalling
st of ¢rime 18 the darlng robbery commitied
yesterday al the corner of Twelfth and Chesout
street. Its boldness and suceess are perhiaps
anparalleled,

A small safe stationed within the large one,
baviog four Jocks, and whioh contained papsrs
of the grealest value, was iifted out into Lhe
floor, and the lock pleked, aud every paper
taken from It

The carpet of Lhe room was torn up ln difTer.
ent places, aud torn envelopes thal contlslned
valunble bonds, ele, were strewn around in all
directions, The robbers had evidently boen at
work for several hours, for It was found that a
large plece of timber, evidently prepared for
the furpou, had been fasiened In an uprigut
position on the floor, near the safe door, by
means of iron hinges screwed Lo the floor, and
bebind this was & prop, seourely planted
sgninst dhis upright posts ‘Thisconsrivance was
nsed Lo afford a sort of support 1o the driil used
todrill & hole into Lhe safe door, by whilch the
burglars (who evidently knew the!r business
thoroughly, and were professional hands) were
enabled to plok the look.

Al elght o'clock experienced workmen, ae-
quainted with the manufaciure of safes, were
procured and enirusted with the busluess of
examinipg the lock in the presence of the de.

His Expedition Agninst the Cheyennon
— e Neeures the Relense of Female Cane
Ltives—Indinan;Uhiein Hold as Hostnge-,

In Tue TEiEGrAPR of Satarday 6 summary
wias glven of news Irom Genern) Quster, Slnce
them we have received the text ol his official
despatch to the commuanding general, On the
15th of March Geuersl Custer’s command ar-
rived within sight of s Cheyeune villnge, ou
the North Fork of the Washita river, Toxas.
Lemruing that two female eaptives wers in the
Iudinn eamp, Custer secored the persons of
four of the chiefs, and held them as hostagos
until the captives were released, Thie was to
have been dove withio twelve hours, but Litile
Robe, the Cheyeune ebleltalu, fmled to com-
ply with'the demand, Says General Quster:—

I therefore determined not to ve put off any
longer, snd told him we had then walted thres
duy s for them to give us the white woman, sud
had oblalued no estislactory response; tom |
should wall one duy longer, but if by sunsos the
lodowing day the whitée woman was pot de-
fivered op, 1 would bang to n tree, which wos
there designated, three of the weu held captive

! by me (the fourth having been sold a8 a runner

10 Liule Robe), and that the jollowivg day I
would Jollow and atteck the village. With
this meseage 1he chiet departed, The pextday
wis one of no litlle auxiery to all and to none
more than the three captive Cheyennes, who
i certninly intended to hang if their people
failed to acccde to our demanide. The ropes
wererendy sud the lmb selecied, whin about
o'clock P, M. u small party of Indian warciors
were seen approaching cuwp. They hulied on
a knoll about one mile distant, while one of
thelr rumber came forward with the welcome
intelligence thatthe women were with them
and weuld be given up; but this was coupled
with the proposition that 1 ebhould exchange
the thiee men or two of them for the womoen,
This was refused, and the retarn of the women
demanded at once apd unconditiomnlly. A
reluctant consent Lo thls  proposition was
giver, The Indian, however, feared to come
mstde our lines. Licotenaut-Colonel Moove
and Majore Jounes and Jenking, of the 19th
Kuneas, were therciore detalled to go out and
recelve him. Officers and men s-sembled near
the outpost to welcome two of their own people
to fréedom from a vondsge more horrible than
death., More than one volce fultered with emo-
tion, and many eyes dimmed with tears as all
crowded sround ihe released captives and
tendered heartfelt congratulations upon their
relense.  Both the lLitier belong to blighly re-
ipectable familics, Bo'n are youug, Miss
White belng about oighieen, and Miss Mor-
gan about twenty-four, The story of their
captivity and trestment by their caplors s
u recital of such barbarons cruelties and
enormous indiguities thut it is sarprising that
civiliged beings could endureit and still sur-
vive, After conversing with the released cap-
tives I was confirmed in my opinion regarding
the propriety ol attacking the villages, The
Indisus hud expressed a determipation to kill
them bad the attuck been male, Many inte-
reating facte were clicited from Miss Morgan
and Miss White, Tt scews that prier .to the
hattle of the Washita, where we captured so
many of their women and childien, the Indians
subjected their two captives to the most ®roel
treatment, frequently beating them in the mout
savage manner, Bince that batile they have
néever been given a blow,

In passing through their deserted camps, we
on eeveral occasions diccovered the remuiusg of
carcasses of horses and mules, cutin such a
manner a8 ts indicate that they had been eaten
by the Todiaps, Thie bellet was strengthened
by the fuct that no butfalo, or recent sigus of
bufialo, were observed anywhere along the
route pursucd by the Indisns, our operatlons
durivg tke winter haviug forced them bayond
the buffulo ravge, Buch we now know to be
the fact. Both the relessed cuptlves stale the
cutire tribe isin & state of actual starvation,
and for weeke huve been sub-isting entirely on
ihe flesh of their mules and powmes, which have
dled from starvation,

Thut often the allowance for esch person
for one week was not sufliclent for one meal,
the supply provided ror their winter wants
having been exbausted long ago, and having
eaten nearly all their dogs, Thelr ponies are
more thsu ordinarlly poor, as, fearing a sur-
priee or attack by us, they buve kept them
tied close to Lheir lodges, instend of grazing
them ne usual. Theee are eome of the resuls
of our winter campsaign, After obtgining the
relense of the two white women, I moved my
command up the stream twelve miles, to the
vicinity of the deserted Indian willage, the
lodge poles turnishiug us fuel for our night
encampment,

My command in this way burned np the poles
of upwards of two bhundreed lodges, Besides
this the lodiaos lost much of their eamp farni-
ture, and muny bullalo robes und ponies. We
capiured a considerable wnmber of ponles,
bows, arrows, shells, and firenrms, Little
Robe, uud other chiefs with whom I have con-
versed, express themeelyes heartily sick of war,
nrd declare thelr intention of making their wa
to the point which has been declgnated, ang
there submit themselves to the declsion
of tle Government guthoritles.  Aside
from procoriog the release of  the
two women held captive by the Chey-
Qunes, belpg the oply captives new hell by hos-
tile 111bes in thie department, & result of itselt
more than compensaticg this command for all
it bas been called upon to endure, we have pene.
trated every haunt frequented by the five tribes
which were lately hosule. We now kuow Lheir
sccustomed routes and hiding places, We huye
18ught the Indisns that they are safe from us in
no place and st no season; and aleo what some
of onr own people may doubt—that the white
man can endure the Inclemencics of winter bet-
ter than the Indian.

Most of the country over which we bave
marched has been litile or incorrectly known,
Thig uncertainly no lonzer exisis, There are
many officers 1o this command who, without
guiges, cun conduct an expedition from Red
river to the Platte, and encamp on & fresh water
stream every night, The polnt at which we
found the Cheyeune village was in Texas, on
the Sweetwater, sbout ten miles west of the
Nifte line,

Before closing my reperl I desire to eall the
attention of the Major-UGeneral commanding to
{he unvarying good conduct of thla command
sinee it andertook this march,

We started with all the rations and foraee
that conld be obtained, neither suflicleut for the
time we have already beeun ont,

First, it beesme necessary to reduce the
amonLnt to hell rations; alterwards w #till
greater reduction was necessary, and Lo night
most of my men made their suppers from the
flesh of mules that had died on the maroh from
gtarvation. When called upon to move in light
marching order, they abapdoned tents wnd
blaskets without & murmur, although much of
the march had been mude durlng the previ-
lence o! the severeat winler westher 1 bave
ever witnessed in this latitude,

The borses and mules of this command have
subsisted day sfter dey vpon nothing but green
cotton wood bark, Amid ull these privalions
the officers and men maintained o most cheerful
spirit aud I koow not which to sdmire most,
tgur gallaniry In battle or the potent but un-
wavering perseverance and energy with which
{hey have withetood the mauy dissgreeable
phases of this campsalgn,
