beam# were much scorched, they did not yicld,
and as the corps of fromen always stitioned ot
the poalnee and o detachment of Zounves from
the grand gunrd-honse were st onee sumimoned
to the seone of danger, the fire was extinguishod
after four hours' borning, withont  Turther
dumnge than the total destruetion of the wooden
apparstus allnded to, The Pope, warmly wrapped
up at that early hour, looked out of the winlluw
of his suit of apartments now and thep fo see
how matters went on; snd Cordinal  Antoneli,
whao, ar prefect of the paloce, was immedintely
on active duty, reassured his Holiness repeat-
cdly.
