The effect of these iiroceed'mgs on the part of
the judge was to lead to constant alter ations
between him and the bar, which proceeded to
Mich an extent that at olio time lie had deter-
mined to commit SirK. isiigden, who. wirh much
the same temper and coinage, had a wonderful
knowledge of cases, which each esteemed very
lightly. Jle called into his room some of the
leading counsel 1 believe all the (Jueen's coun-

Bill SAMUEL HOM1L1.V.
When I knew Sir Samuel liomilly )iis business

"was bo great, and he was so much engaged in
polities, that, in spite of his great industry, he
was seldom master of his case when he opened
it. Having tho complete lead of the court, he
was almost always for tho plaintiff or the peti-
tioner, and had therefore to begin. I have often
seen his briefs with a short abstract of the facts
and dates on the back of the first sheet, which
hnd been made by some one who had read the
brief for him (usually, I believe, his nephew),
and from tliis, and what lie had picked up at
consultation, lie was at 'customed to statu hi
case; his opening, therefore, was often loo.,,
sometimes purposely o, in order to allow greater

"scope for the reply. Tii.w VV'.ii'se, very conve-

nient for a counsel, but not very fair towards his
opponents, was encouraged by the habits of
Lord Eldou, who always heard a case from the
beginning to the end, though his opinion was
probably made up as soon a he had collected
the facts, nnd who used to justify the practice
by Buying, half in jest and half iu earnest, that
when the defendant had failed in satisfying him
that the plain tiff was wrong, the plaintiff's
counsel often succeeded in doing so in his reply.

As an advocate I think Sir 'Samuel ltomilly
approached in his own lino as urair perfection as
it is possible for man to attain, lie was familiar
with the law and the practice of the court hini-nel- f,

aud was aware that they were equally well
known to the judges whom he addressed; he did
not, therefore, waste time iu arguing points
which were untenable; he trahsactod the ordinary
run of busiueHs like a niaiv of business, w ithout
aiming at anything more, par ncjuliin nt'fnt
vupra. But when any great occasion arose, espe-
cially when he came to reply at the eloe of a
long and important case, in which the feelings
were at all engaged, nothing could bo liner.

Whether, if iSir Samuel Koiullly had
lived to attain the Chancellorship he would have
been as .great its a judge as lie was at the bar
must he considered as doubtful, having regard to
the very rare instance in which the same meu
have been equally eminent in both characters.
He seemed to possess all the requisites, but he
might have been found deficient in the temper
and patience which, thoogh the least showy, are
not the least important qualities of a judge.
A CURIOUS 8TOBY WHAT CAME OF A FAMILY

LAWSUIT.
Iu 1830 an event happened which has decidod

the course of my subsequent in,., y,,. u,bert
Leigh, who had retired from Parliament iu l&Jt),
and had amassed by prudence and frugality a
very large property, in addition to his patrimo-
nial estate, though he had always been fond of Mr.
and Mrs. Cooke, had kept up no intercourse with
the rest of the family, aud, indeed, hud appa-
rently an aversion to them.

In 18:28 or
18211 he quarrelled with the rector of Wigan,
had claimed tithes of the Hindley Hall estate,
which Mr ltobcrt insisted was covered by
u Kuriu Modu.i. The rector filed a bill in Chan-
cery, nud set down his cause at tho llolls. Sir
Kobert endeavored to retain jKiekcrstcth, and
was very angry when lie lound that he w as re-

tained on the other side. Still greater wa Sir
Robert s vexation when no w as told that 1 wa
the next in business in the court, ami that hi!

must engage inc. lie submitted, however,
though 1 believe w Uu a very bad grace, said I

Wft a mere boy, and, iu short, considered hi
case lift Mid'iflccd. W lieu his attorney, Mr. (las-kel- l,

who was a perfect stranger to inc., came to
the consultation, 1 observed that 1 believed. 1 had.
nine interest, or might have tome intercut in tho

estate; when he informed ine that the entail had
been found faulty, mid that Sir Kobert had
barred the remainder, after the limitations
to his owu .issue aud his brother,
and their issue male. This did iu ( much disturb
me. On looking into the evidence 1 found that
there wua a fatal blot in our case. In order to,

Ve went into court on tho memorable morning
of the hearing of the can e - niemor.iMu to mo
from lis consequences with not much confi-

dence; and up to (hi time I had never ?r.: Sir
Kobert in the course of the proceedings, though
I learned iiftcrwaids Hint Ik) had attended the
Koll Court for several day before, in ord ;r to
judge bow fur he wa likely to bo ruined by the
inability of the counsel. 1 fancy that he was a
little rcusHircd.

In the eoursi! of the. argument for the plaintiff
poor Sutton Stuirpc, w ho w as willi Hiekerstct'i,
made, an attack on Sir Robert's grandfather, who
had been a great, attorney at Wigan, to whose ar-
tifices he attributed a putt of tho clreuinstane:.'
which appeared favorable to tho defendant. I
had therefore 1lie double task of vindicating
my ancestor and ni.tiiilujiilng the Modus, nnd
succeeded so- - well that, alter the case w:is
over, Judgment being reserved, Sir Kobert
came up and introduced himself to me, loaded
ine w'nh compliment thu most extravagant
nnd aliMinl; said I had vindicated the name; of
tin; family, ami done everything that could bo
done, for the and now. ho did not care
what was the result ol it, ho was perfectly

A few days afterward hi joy wa
complete by a judgment being pronounced in
bis luvor. Though the matter could not have
been one of .CO a year in value, lie was as deeply
interested iu it as if il had Involved a many
thousands. In (he following year his brother
Hoger died, principally in consequence of tho
violent injuries which he had sustained at tho
Wigan election. Iu the autumn of that year I
paid Sir Roberta visit for a few day at Hindley,
when he received me wiili the greatest affection,
mid I was welcome to tho halt of my ancestors,
and set ine nt the top of the table,' with the im-
portant words- :-

"Airjrrederc, et veils Jinn mine, adsucsco vnrurl."
Soon afterwards he publicly announce me us

his heir, and showed me his will, which ho had
executed before going to the election at Wigan
in June, ISill, when I believe lie fully expected
to be murdered, and where-th- event all but jus-
tified his apprehension. , ....

Jt has always seemed to me that my introduc-
tion to Sir ltobcrt Leigh is one of the most

example which I have ever seen of
the important ellects produced by circumstance
apparently trivial, and which we are accustomed
to cull fortuitous. If the cause had come on for
hearing some months earlier, or been set down
in another court, I should probably have had
nothing to df with it. It Ilickersteth had not
been already retained for the plaintiff, no doubt
1 should have been his counsel, and should have
been obliged, probably, to make the observa-
tions which gave so l'nueh offense to Sir Robert
when made by Sharpe. At all events, 1 must
have contended against his interest, and probably
might have defeated him by observing tho blot
to which 1 have alluded, and which' he would
naturally have considered as ii jnerc trick. In
any event.' the chance is that 1 should have lost
or have Jailed to gain some A'l.OIK) or X14,()00 a
year.
