—About 11 o'clock Inst night o fire was dis-
covered in the old depot of the Germantown and
Norristown Railroad Company, on the southwest
carner of Ninth and Green strects, and in a short
time it was totally destroyed, together with
twenty-five or thirty freight cars, loaded with
store goods for Norristown, Manayunk, ete. A
lot of cotton, wool, and in delivered Inte In
the afternoon wns also destroyed.

THE ARTILLERY SCHOOL.
The Apean) Erpinagiegoae Sy

Fontress Moxkror, April 7. —Gencral Shoer-

man, Commander-in-Chief of the Army, accomn-
wanled by Colonel Audenrled, A. D. C., arrived
jere this morning from Washington, for the
purpose of being prescntat the elosing oxercisos
of the sunusl examination of the artillery sehool,
and presenting the diplomas to those of the
afficers whio have just graduated.

The school wis organized and formally openaed
on the 1st of April, 1868, In accordance with
genersl orders No, 9, from the War Department,
and wins composed of the following companlies
of artillery, viz.:—Battery G, 1st rl.;llitml Blates

ring the summer months the sehool was
oce p!os with practical . artillery, mounting

heayy orduance, manufacturing shells, and the
thoteand-and-one detalls with which they should
all Bo familinr. Durlog the winter mouths the
studica were confined to theoretical artillery,
embracing engineering, ordnance, and gunnery,
milifary and civll law, ete. The recitation of
thesk branches wore very severe, and the awnrds
of ehch man's standing were made ont In o
simflar manner to those at West Point. The
anngal examination having just bheon com-
pleted, General 8herman signified his intention
of visiting the school, and arrived here this
A. M, Hewas met on the wharf by the Gene-
ral eommanding and staff, and & nomber of
the oflicers of the school, who accompanied
him Into the fort, At 9 o'clock A, M. n sslute of
soventeen gund wias fired In honor of his arrival,
and 8t 10 A, M. the troops were reviewed by
Gendral Sherman,  He made a close I.npln-t't'lun
of the men, examined thelr guarters, and hecame
thoroughly scqualnted with everything about
the fort.

The General expressed himself highly pleased
with everything he saw, and shortly afterwards
repalred to hendquarters, where he recelved the
officers of the school and thelr friends. At 5
o'cloek in the evening the band of the artillery
school, which, by the way, deserves more than n
]lnk.ﬂim{tlullr'l'..-trl'linlw.lltfln-ln.-«.-h & in frout of the
higll where the diplomas were being ‘|arl‘ﬂr_-ml'lL
and began playing some beantiful operatic
musie. The hall, which 8 large and nicely
fitted up, =oon filled up with the officers and
their friends.  General Barry then arose and
made u short but pertinent address to the officers
of the gchool. He spoke of the past year ns
being one of hard study to them, but hoped they
had profited by thelr sojourn here, and In after
yours would look baek with pride and pleasure
upon the time spent at this post.  He ul]ludml to
the fact that in o few days the oflicers would
lenve to rejoin their respective reglments, and
hoped that they would still continue to =tudy
and advance In the pnoble science of artillery.
He expressed his regrots at parting with them,
and hoped that succese and promotion might
attend them.

General Sherman then stepped forward to the
table, on which were placed the diplomas, and
snid that before going through the mechanieal
n*wmti:m of presenting each man with his
diploma, he had a few words to say to them,
though he did not eome here with the Intention
of making o speech. He came here tosee the
artillery school. It had been organized when he
wns out West, He thought he had read the
orders under which it wus organized, but he had

iven it little thought ot the thne.  He thonght
t wag a good idea, and when he came Enst he
examined into it a little closer., He thought the
young men of the present day should be thank-
ful for the opportunity thus offersd by our Gov-
ernment for the lmprovement of the officers of
thi= branch of the service.

He regroettod that such o #chool wns not in
existence when he was vonng, aond wished that
he knew ns mupch abont artiliery now as did
some of those now before him.  He then bricily
reverted to the developients in this branch of
the service: how, in years agone, it had been the
hefght of his ambition to commnnd a six-gFun
biattery, and to be a brevet-major of artillery was
the highest of earthly honors. He urged the
officers not to drop their studies when they lefi
school, but to keep at it, and both by study and
observation to Keep paee with the times in
which we live.

He could well remember when s twenty-four
pounder was a pery large gan. Now they had
ten and fifteen-inch guns, throwing shot and
shell of ponderous weight, and it required a
rreat deal of time and study to keep up with the
mprovements in this enlightened age. He
charged them all to sustain the reputation for
which the old regular army was g0 famous, and
thut upon their individoal exertions this all de-
pended.  After a fow further remarks pertinent
to the oceadlon, he procecded to eall the roll of
the gradunting clags and present cach with his
diploma, as follows:—

The Geéneral then expressed himself highly
pleased with the proficiency to which the ofli-
cers had attained, and stated that they had
accomplished even more than he had antici-
pated.

The officers of the school will all leave in
day or two for thelr new field of duty, and
others will come to tuke their places, When
the new officers arrive, they will be thoronghly
examined on all the different branches, in order
to nrrive at a proper estimate of thelr progress
during the coming season.

General Sherman, it is understood, will visit
the Navy Yard at Portsmouth, Va., to-morrow,
and return o Washington by way of Richimond.

The Grent Spivitnalistie Case- Barnum Gives in
His Experience—=What He Says of Humbugs
The “Woolly Horse*® Redivivas,

There was a great deal of fun in the Tombs
Police Court, New York, yvesterday, when the
prosecintion brought out its elosing testimony in
the great Mumler ease, Alraham  Bogurdus, n
photographer, was oh the stand, and testificd
that he was familinr with photography, when
counsel for defense proeured a Bible, and read
chapter twenty-elght of First Bamuel,

He then asked witness whether he believed
that the spirits there describod possessed volees
und forms. Counsel for proscention objected
that this was « crimioal and not n theological
examination, and that witneas wis thore 1o testify
ng n photographer, and not as a theologleal
stadent. More "“l']l' tests were then read by
the defense, but the Court overraled them all,
The great P, T, Barnum was next examined, nud
his estimony kept the Court and audience in
constant good humor, At times It looked more
a8 I a play was bolng eoncted, rather than pro-
coedings in a police court,  His testimony s ex-
cecdingly interesting, and we give it, therefore,
in full.  Here it ls;—

a spifit on it; I ecould detect no mudonmt urt,
aithough 1 watched him closely; the spirit on

my photograph was that of the departed Abra-
bham Lincoln; T didn't foel any spiritual presence.

Cross-examined —I have nover boen in the
humbug buelnees; 1 tmyw always given the people
the worth of theirmoney; the Woolly Horse was
a ramarkable curlosity; 1t was exactly what I
represented it to beg iCwas bot & horse woolled
overy I am glad to enlighten the public on this

int; there was no deception about it whatever;

did not inteud to humbug the puhlic in that
matter; the horse was exhibited just a8 it was
born; the mermaid wak reprosented to mé to be
what I represented itto be' to the public, and 1
have never boen disabused of the ul'e.‘; the mer-
maid was presented to the public as I beliaved it
to be; I never owned it; I hired it; T have never
taken money for things that I had misrepres
sented; 1 may have draped one or two of my
.vuriu.-llins slightly: the nurse ot General Wash-
ington wos bona fide; T had a bill of sale for her;
I have endeavored gonerally not to have a Very
profound betief In what [ didd not actually know
