The scanty
drapery of the ballet girls, when not carried to
the extreme that suggests not dancing, or the

In the
same manner, there is no indelicacy in tho dls
play of tho pretty bare legs of little maidens of
from four or Ave years old, or in the hare feet
and ankles of tho bonny Scotch lassies, inno
cent alike of shoes and stockings and of evil
intent, though there would be indecency in the
display of a naked leg and foot in the streets
of London or Edinburgh by full-grow- n dam
sols, who made tho display for a meretricious
purpose. lltero are statues and statuettes
to bo seen all over Europe in which nudity is
as complete as it is beautiful; but when such
statues or statuettes are imitated by purveyors
of obscenity, and crowned with a modern bon-
net, wrapped in a modern shawl, and encased
in modern stockings, and nothing else, their
vile intention becomes apparent, and they fall
properly under the cognizance of tho police
The display ir not indeceut per e, as when
an actress of high attainments and genius, iu
default of nn actor of truthfulness and talent
enough to undertake tho part, appears as
"Komoo, any more than it is indelicate or
improper for a man to hide tho form by appear
ing iu petticoats to play tue part 01 one 01 tue
witches iu Macbvth. Tho iuteutiou is every'
thing, just as it is iu killing. If you intend to
kill, you arc a murderer, aud deserve the mur
derer's fate. If you kill in e, and in
a just aud patriotic cause like a soldier you
aro not blamumc, but virtuous. lu liKe manner,
the scanty drapery of the ballet for the purposes
of art, aud art alone, is no offense against good
taste or good manners; but if the ballet girl not
for tho sake of art, but for tho sake of attracting
lewd attention overdoes the scantiness and be-

trays the immodesty of her mind by her motions
or gestures, she commits an offense, and ought
to be hissed from the stage which she disgraces.

If at any place of public entertainment the
undress of women is of a character to deter meu
from introducing their pure-mind- mothers,
wives, sisters, or daughters to witness tho per-
formance, such place of entertainment is
doomed to bankruptcy. It may drag on a pre-
carious existence for awhile, by keeping within
a hair's-breadt- h of tho penalties of the law that
Erohibits the immodest exposure of the person;

aud the world's opinion are against
it, and it must go the way of all anachronisms
and offenses against the public conscience. But
let us not, in tho outcry against short petticoats,
commit treason against an art that ministers,
like other arts, to the gratification of the sense
of beauty. All art is like music it cannot be in-

decent or improper in itself, and is only made
so by the extraneous association of words and
thoughts that come out of tho mind of the ob-

server, aud not out of tho things observed.
"To the pure all things arc pure." "In dancing,"
cays Sir Richard Steele, "all the charms
of an agreeable person are in their highest exer-
cise; every limb and feature appears with its re-

flective grace. As all art is an imitation of na-
ture, so this is an imitation of nature in its
Llghest excellence. The business of dancing Is
to display beauty; and for that reason all distor-
tion and "mimicries, us such, are what raise aver-bio- u

instead of pleasure. The daucers
on our eluge are very faulty iu this kind; and
what they mean by writhing themselves luto
such postures as it would be a pain for any of
the spectators to stand In, and yet hope to pleaio
those spectators, is unintelligible." And ft is iu
this rehpect that reform is, in our day, still more
needful than it was in tho days when Addison
uud Steele were the arbiters of taste aud tho hih
priests of criticism.
