and imprisoned. Seven newspapershavebeonalto-
gethor suppressed. Three have beon smporarily
foterdicted. M. Dulescluze, o Parls editor, his
been, morcover, divested of his eivil and politi-
onl rights—denied the privilege of voting, of
holding oftice, of publishing anything over his
signature—pluced, In fine, on o level with con-
victed felons, Fiues dwod lmprisonments and
disfranchisement are not the only penalties
whichi editors bave to dread. Sumuary sup-
pression of the sale of obnoxious journals in
tho streets and at railway stations precedes the
formality of trinl, and if by any rare Inck the
trinl end In acquitial, there is no redress for the
wrong alrendy done. The Government there-
fore can ruln any newspaper, even without cause,
Though the paper be never so enutlous to keep
within she law, 1t may be practically suspended
during trial for some lmaginary offense, and its
business ruined before the jury ean declire it
innoceul.

But the animosity of an offended Government
does not sate itsell on the editors und proprie-
tors.  The business agentannd type-setters share
in the punishments for obpoxious srtlcles which
they never saw. This is a blow not at free
thought but at free industry. The Frenchman
cannot follow an bonest treade except with the
approval of the Emperor. He must work only
for Napoleon's friends, We wonder that the
offenses of ropublican journals are not visited
on the mill-owners who manufacture thelr paper
and the founders who minke their type. The
serutingy is as rigid nnder the new law as it was
under the old. The censorship, which Is blind
to the grossest assaults upon morality sud  de-
cency, has a keen eye for the slightest llL‘-||;.17‘luru
from political orthodoxy. It is no offense to
lampoon the Almighty, but his Majesty the Em-
peror must be treated with becoming respeet.

We are told in recent letters from France that
Nupoloonism ns & popular worship is fast dying
out. The reverence for the great founder of the
dynasty haw been rudely shakon: the splendor
which surrounded that grand historic name fudes
gradually awny; the proposal to celebrate the
contonury of his birth by a pension (o his few
surviving soldiers—even this, though 1t might
well be :feu:m'd an homage to the military clory
of the French nation—is disfavored by the Em-
]n-rnr'n own servants,  Whatever strength Napo-
eon I1T may bhave derived from his uncle's fume
has now falled him. He could not preserve the
glory; he eould not kecp alive the reverence; he
cannot trust to the memories of Austerlitz, He
stands now by his own strength. He holds his
wople only by a heavy curb, It 15 u dangerous
Iml . and It cannot last for ever.,
