This would glve an excess over all' the otficial
estimntes varying trom #20,000,000 to $37,000,000,
Customs will undoubtedly give a surplus ol
gevernl millions over estimates, as will also lands
and miscollaneous sources combined, By adding
to these amounts o excess the sums saved by
cutting down useless expensos, we may have
from $£40,000,000 v €50,000,000 more than we
expected, ppon starting on the year, to apply to
the extinetion of the debs, or o any other wise
purpuse preferred.

The insensibllity to shame that marks the
conduct of certain  Republican editors who,
being refused oflice by General Grant, have gone
over Lo his detractors, is o significant slgn of the
political degeneracy of the times.

cal mecting, or gits on a jury, or sces n lnw-
muking assembly, except as a curiosicy abrond,
even iu o mupieipality, nor has he ever helped
1o make, of Ipturpret, or administer laws; or
Borne arns, except by special Heense of govern-
ment granted (o such ns are friends of govern-
micnt. lu noother part of his book, Mr. Dana
says that one who rellects on the charncter of
