The lavter refers to im as n chilef who never had his
equal, aud states that when Colonel Morgan, of
Prinoeton, in 1770, by direction of Congress, viaitel
the Wostorn Indians the Delawares conferred on him
the name of Tammany, “in honor and remembranc:e
of thelr anclent chiel, as the greatest mark of respeot
which they could show to thut gentleman, who they
auid had the gampe address, aifubility, and mecknoss
aa thelr honorad chiel.” As ecarly as our Hevoluo-
tonary war socletios callod nfter Tammany were In
existence. s adimirers dubboed him a salnt, and,

under the name of SL Tammany, procialmed him

the patron salot of America,

name was inserted lw some of the calendars,

and his festival celelirated on the 18t of May in every
yoar, On that (ay & numerous soclety of his votaries
