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THE NEW INDIAN POLICY,
Tum new Indian policy inaugurated by Presi-
dent (rant has not as you gol into full working
order, and hence we are unable to predict cither
tallare or sucecess, If the efforts of the Govern-
ment to characterize all its dealings with the
aboriginal tribes by honesty and a show of jus-
tice shonld smeceed, the best resnlts will cer-
tainly follow, and the constant grievances under
which the Indians have labored since the transg-
fer of the Bureau from the War Department to
that of the Interior will cease, the natural and

necessary result belng o cessation of the vexa- |

tious frontier war. But, even if President
Grant's attempt to secure a decent trentment of
the Indisus on the part of the reprosontatives of
the Govornment, by the appolntment of mem-
bers of the Soclety of Friends na agents and the
doetailing of unemployed army officers for similar
duty, should prove a downright failure, our
future relations with the trlbes cannot possibly
be made any worse than thoy have beon for
yoars past. The persons selected by the Gov-
ernmont to represent it have been notorionsly
"rorrupt and dishonest, nnd threugh their nefa-
rions practices the Indian Bureau has come to
deaerve the name of ''n foul nest of thicves."”
If such a state of affairs Is to be contimied,
and it is absolutely impossible to effect o chuange
for the better, it will be well to distribute the
spoils by giving a new sot of plunderers an op-
portunity to earn a dishonest livellhood at the
joint expense of both the lodians and the Goy-
ernment.

The country justly regards the Senate of the
United States as malnly responsible [(or the
nbuses which have crept into our management
of Indian affaire., The false theory of regarding
each of the petty bands of savages nsa sovereign
nation, capable of entering into treaty relations
with the Government, bas been fostered and
upheld by many Benators simply for the reason
that it enableg them, through the agency of per-

sonal ffiends, to participate in the distribution |

of apoils to which they would not have access
under a different system. The traunsfer of the
[ndian Burean from the War to the Interior De-

partment hns enabled the Indlan riog 1o
carry on its plundering schemes almost |

without the risk of detection, and cortainly
without the fear of punishment. For this reason,

although the House of Representatives has re- |

peatedly voted in favor of transferring the Burenu
to the War Department, the urgent necessity of
which has been asserted by President Grant,
Generals Bherman and Bheridan, and all the
other prominent army officers who have beon
brought into contact with the nborigines or
have been entrusted with the condnet of the
hostilitica against them, the SBenate hos stead-
fnsuly refused to give i assent to the measure,
fully realizing the fact that such transfer will
tend in & great mensure to put an end o the
peculations and gpeculations of Senatorial favo-
ritesa. .

In this connection, a letter written by Senator
Harlan, who was at one time at the head of the
Intorior Department, and addressed to the editor
of an Towa newspaper in which his Benutorial
shortcomings in relation to the Indian business
were touched npon In terms far from flattoring,
becomes of interest. Scenator Hoarlan rakes up
the subject of the Delaware agency, and cxplains
the motive of the Benate in refusing to contirm
the Quaker whose name was sent in o that body
by President Grant for the posltion. Says the
virtuons and indigoant lowa Sevator, in his
eplstie: —

#The President nomionsted &n excelient person, a
member of the Soclety of Friends, as agent for the
Delaware tribe of Indians. Under the proviglons of
a treaty ratified, I belleve, In the year 16866, the Delg-
wared have broken up their tribal organization, have
settled among, commingled with, and become mem-
bera of the (!ﬁerukea nation., This faef was, af eouiie,
unknown by the President, and was kinen by fhe
Senate, He acted in good I’mn in making the noml-
nation; the Senste in equally good falth in rofusing
10 ‘sdvise' the appointment of an UnNeCessary
ofMeer,”

Now, we have heretofore been laboring nnder
a very different impression upon this poiat,
Senator Harlan is perfectly correct in asserting
that the Delawares have ceased to oxist os o dls-
tinct tribe of Indlans; and by the supposition
alone that the President was lgnorant of this
fact can we account for his action in sending in
the name of an honest Quaker for the positlon
of agent to that extinct tribe. As the Senate
ratified the treaty by which the Delawares were
merged nto other tribes, Mr, Harlan's nssertlon
that ‘‘tho fact was known b}" the Senate” anght
to be correct, if such were not the case. But
Senator Harlan neglects to mention the tritling
clreumatance that although the Benate, “in zood
faith" refused ‘‘to advlse the appointment of an
unnccessary officer,” by Indignantly rejectinge
the Quaker ngent in question, it wus fully cogni-
zant of the fact that there was on the list of
the Indlan Burean officials  the name
of a warm persopal friend of Beuator
Pomeroy, who was still drawlng his pay from

the nationul treasury, and had been doing <o |

ever since the 10th of April, 1805, when (he
tribal existence of the Delawares came Lo an
end, In accordance with the terms of the Lreaty

upon which the Benator lays so mnch stress] |

The mere mention of these lncontestable faols
is sufficlent to take the force eutirely out of
Senator Harlan's protest, and to show that the
antagonism of the Benate to President Grant's
Quaker-Indian polley has no foundation other
than a foctious opposition to an absolutely
necosanry reform,

trust that, with the sapport of the lower hoase
of Congress, he will succeed, in spite of the
Senate and the ring of plunderers whom It hins
striven so earnestly to uphold.

duty; but Philadelphia is entitlad to the orodit
of making the first systematic provision for the
medieal education of women. On the 13th of
October, 1850, the Femnle Modical College of

Ponnsylvanin (n title which has since been
very properly changed to the Woman's
Maodical College of Pennsylvania)

epoenod as “the firat in the world regularly or-
ganizod for the instrnction of women in the
varions departments of fearnlng tanghbt In the
best medical schools.” Since that period it has
encountered a large share of the hostility, Indif-
| ference, and Internal discord which usunlly at-
| tend new enterprises; but it has, nevertheless,
} accomplished much good, and, mastering all
difficulties, it is now established on & permanent
and prosperous basis. The eatalogue of students
at the lnst seseion contained forty-four nnmes;
I the degree of Doctor of Medloine was confered
| upon fourteen graduntes at the March com-
méncement; and the corporators gratefully an-
nounce, in their last roport, that they have re-
contly recelved a legacy from o deceased follow
corporator of slxty thousand dollars, which will
place the institution upon a fourlshing financial
basie,
For o time the neefulness of the college in this
city wae seriously Impaired by the waat of clini-
| cal facilitles, and the absence of opportunitics
to learn and test, practieally, the theoretical
knowledge gleaned from the text-books and the
oral instruction of professors,  Other cities, and
even conservative New York, in response to the
appeals of that energoetic and talented ploneer,
Dr. Ellzabeth Blackwell, temporarily showed
greater liberality in extending to female students
of medicine the facilities connected with the
eity hospltals, dispensaries, asylums, and infir-
maries than wos evinced here. But Philadelphin,
although  slow o move, has ot last
cast  aslde  her former prejudices, There
i= no longer any necessity for the female
stmdent,  theoretically indoctrinated  here,
10 go elsewhere for practical instruction. The
| Woman's Hospital attached to the Woman's
Medical College, alone, recalves and treats from
| three to four thousand patients per annum, and
during the lust year the elinies of two great pub-
lie hospitals—the Philadelphia Hospital (Blook-
ley) and Wills® Ophthalmic Hospital—have been
opened to the college elnss connected with the

| Woman's Medieal College of this clty, so that
the corporators are fally sustained in thelr atate-
ment that “the opportunitics afforded In Phila-
delphin to lady studeuts of medicine are unsur-
phssed elsewhere.”

We have no faith in the statement of a con-
temporary that in time “women must engross
the medical profession.” We regard such n
result as nelther probable nor desirable, The

| true interests of mankind will be best served by
an abundance of well-qualified physiclans of both
| sexes, Women, doubtless, suffer much nnneces-
sary pain, and even in thousands of cases lose
thelr lives, through hesitancy to etate frankly
and thoroughly thelr afflictions to a male doetor;
and it 18 not difficult to concelve that men might
full vietims to a similar reticence if they could
not readily consult physicians of thelr own sex.
| It is folly to talk of women erowding men from
the medical profession, but it is wrong to pre-
ventwomen from entering it.  The marked sue-
cess which hos attended the labors of some of the
women practitioners of the day, the ense with
which they have acquired a large practice, and
the =kill they have displayed In relieving suffer-
ing humanity, abundantly prove that the heal-
ing art opens a large and legithmate sphere of
action for intelligent women. Bad doctors of
either sox are n woful curse; rood ones, whether
mule or female, are a blessing,

THE PROSPECTS OF THE DEMOCRATIC

We publish on an inside page an article from
the New York Worild which discusses at length

In New York, however, the streot-cleaning
contracts are mades the foundation of nnmerous
complicated financial oparations, and the matier
of doing the work 1s ignored entirely. Aecording
to the original contract, the clty agreed to pay
the sum of $600,000 por annum for eleaning the
streets, Judge Whitlng purchased this contract
for #200,000, and, of course, expected to make a
profit by the operation. As he could not clean
the strects for $400,000 and save himself, he
adopted the more judiclous plan of allowing
them to remain in all the glory of their original
dirt, until the press and public began Lo annoy
him with their clamor, and then he resold the

contrnck  to  the original holders, At
this rate, a curious calenlation 1is sug-
gested s o how long the origioal

sum can be made to last, and if, when it is ex-
hausted, matters will be commenced over aguin
by the clty voting another sum of $600,000 to be
utllized In the same manner, On the principle
of the greatest good Lo the greatest number, the
New York plan certainly hus its advantages, but

ENGLAND NOT UNGRATEFUL.
Mg. Reverpy Jonxsox's performances at the
dinner table have been so conspiouously brought
to the public attention, and they are popularly
supposed to have had such a declded effect on
his diplomacy, that the record of his banguots
has nssumed a national importance. He was
wolcomed to England by a grand feed, which
forced him to unbosom himself, and offer him-
self, hewrt and hand 10 the Alabama bullders
and seceasion sympathizers, While the rejection
of Mr. Johnson's treaty had the effect of changing
the laudatory tone of some of his English ad-
mirers, yet his undonbtedly sineere offoris to
have the disagreeable Alabama business fixed up
ull snug and comfortable, so that it would trouble
England no more, conld not fail to win for him
the sympathy and regards of Englishmen
in the same proportion as he incurred the dis-
pleasure of his own countrymen. It has been
decided, therefore, that, under all the c¢ircums-
stances, it would be eminently Improper to
allow Mr, Johnson to leave England without a
substantinl testimonial of regard; nnd the cable
therefore furnishes us with the important intel-
ligonce that the corporate authorities of South-
ampton have united In tendering him a banguet
previous to his departure for Amerien, This
will be a ftting termination of the diplomatic
career of the great Ameriean dinner<sater: and
Itis to be hoped that the turbulent waters of
the Atlantic will not in any way interfere with
his digestion, but that he will be landed on oni
thores in good condition to participate in the
grand banquet that, according to report, is in
preparation for him in Washington to celebrate
his retirement into private life.

NarioNan BovereraxTy 15 Seais. — The
cable informs us that the Cortes has agreed to
the thirty-second article of the new constitution,
which declares that all sovereiguty is in the
nation, from which all power emanates.  If this
great principle is only an assertion, it will be of
little practical value; but if it is muintained snd
adherwd to, it will be one of the most Important
results of the revolution. The great dangor is
that, with o definite settlement of affairs either
under & monarchy or a republic, the great
mass of the people will consider the work of
liberation ended, and cease to tnke that practical
interesl in natiounl affairs which will enable
them to retaln the power in their own hands.
Other European revolutions which promised
fair have come to naught, and constitutions have
proved no obstacle In the path of mmbitious
men,  The course of the Spunish authorities in
Cuba proves conclusively that the old spirit of
despotism is not yet erndicated; and until those
who lead public opinion are Inspired by traly
liberal idens, the eanse of freedom in Spain will
stand upon an insecure foundation, whether o
king or u president is at the head of the govern-
ment.
