jandlord and tenant, nud the hardship and dis-
eontent which result therefrom, He looks for-
ward to the gettlement of the land question as a
proventative of the recurrencofol such disturb-
gnces, and warns the people of Ireland that
their repotition will tend only to estrange and
disgust England, and thereby postpone the day
when this settlement will be achleved,

The views of the Archbishop throughout are
eminently rensonable and forcible, and should
recelve the unqualified endorsement of every
well-wishor of Ireland. If the advice of such
pﬁuh}t'(‘ and candid men be heeded, instond of

the untimely appeals of such agltators as O'8ul- |

livan, the late Muyor of Cork, the welfare of
Iroland, and o liberal policy towards her on the
part of the British ruling classes, will be mate- |
rially accelerated, But if the land disturbances
are to continue, the obstinacy of the English
people will be thoroughly nroused, and the time
whioh shall witness the disenthralment of Ire-
1and indefinitely delayed.

Wolles werse numbered, it became a chromie
fashion on all sides to denounce that genlal
gentleman for everything which he did or did
not do.

The Intest evidenco of this chronle atate of com-
plaint againet the unfortunate ex-Sccrotary of
the Navy I8 found in the announcement from
Wiashington that Sccretary Borie is about to
alm n fatal blow at his predecessor's roputation
for originality by depriving certain of our ves-
sels of war of their quaint Indisn namoes, and
substitute for them the titles of the different
States, cities, towns, and rivers. Awmong the
vessels which are to be thus rechristened are the
Agamenticus, Pasaconawny, Pompanoosue,
Quinsignmund, Ammonoosue, Catalpn, Chimo,
Contocook, Keywadin, Kickapoo, Klawath,
| Minnetonka, Mosholy, Tnuxis, Pushmstalina,
' Quinnebnng, and others which are regarded as
equally ditieult of pronunciation and rememn-
brance, except by o full-blooded Tuscarora.

Some of these cognomens certaimly couse an

Yet it 15 generally conceded that nothing
short of Mr. Bright'a plan will give prosperity
and contentment to Treland, and, ke the scheme
for the overthrow of the Irish Church, It will

Unjust and o} ypressive ns has been the estah-
lished Church of Ireland, the inlquities and hard-
ships of the land system far exceed it. The
Irigh Church has been maintalved for the benefi
of a portion of the Protestant element of the
population, including several hundred thousands
of people in its ranks. The land system, on
the contrary, is the grinding oppression of a
mere handful of non-resident aristoerats, nmong
whom the soil hag come to be principally appor-
tioned, and whose sole study Is made to be the
extraction from the impoverished laboring
clasaes of the largest possibleshare of its products,
frequently passing thestarvation line, nnd adding
famine to the other causes which are so rapldly
depopulating the Island.  Holding  hix lot
practically upon the mere sufferance
of hia landlord, the small Irish furmer s entirely
at liis mercy, and between the uncertainty which
thus clouds his future and the Imperfection of
the agricultural system in vogue, if he succeed
in finding bread for his family to-day he Is com-
paratively fortunate, even though absolute want
may stare him in the face on the morrow. That
contentment and prosperity should spring from
such a system, the most blinded and headstrong
land monopolist will not venture to nssert. The
ery of ‘‘vested rights” is the only response

which lie can muster, and If he should
continue to odhere to these vestod rights,
regardless of the consequences of  his
obstinacy and short-sightoduess,  their

fate will as surely be sealed in time as waa that
of the vested rights of the slave sligarchy of the
DUnited States in human flesh and blood. The
land question in Ireland Is the great issue which
the Liberal Minlstry of Great Fritain must
eventunlly face, The overthrow of the Irish
Church engrosses their time and attention for
the present, but n few mounths will witness its
triumph, and then will come before them the
far more difficult problem—Shall the Irish tenant
be placed on u living foothold, or will England
gurrender her sovercignty over the lsland, in-
volving a despoliation of the non-resident land-
owners, “vested rights” and all ?

mueh eagior for Congress to change thoe law than
it will be for the present Secretary of the Navy
to brenk a fresh bottle of waler over the stern ol
every vessel in our fleet,
THE MINERS STRIKE.

I'r I= fortunate for the publie that jealousies and
antagonisms exist between the various anthra-
cite conl regions of Pennsylvanin, They are all
disposed to enhance the price of eoal as much as
possible, nud they are well sutisfied that the best
plan of attaining this end, in the present state of
the trade, Is to suspend operations for one or two
months every year, so as to prevent a glut in the
market., But their chief difficulty arices from
their mutnal bad faith and the apparent impos-
sibility of securing a universal suspension of
mining operatlons. A few years ago there was
a vory general strike in the Lackawannon region,
bt at that time the operators and operatives of
the Sclunylkill rezion, instead of co-operating in
this movement, improved the wgolden opportu-
nity, and kept busily at work, thus realizing the
full advantage of the enhanced prices caused by
the idleness of thelr northern nelihbors,  Last
vear the SBehuylkill region began the sirlke,
maintained it for several months, and Induced
the Lehigh reglon to participate in It for a short
period, but the numerous effiorts Lo entangle the

Lackawaupa region proved froitless, and
it reaped the full benefit of increased
prices of coal without suffering any of

the loss and inconvenience resulting from a
temporary cessation of operations. Lacka-
wanna having repaid Behuylkill by “*a Roland
for an Oliver,” preparations were made for a
combined rald upon the publle this spring and
summer, in the belief that the whole army of
conl miners would abandon thelr usual pursnit
at or about the same moment. A journal pub-
Hished in the heart of the conl reglon annouuces
that they supposed they had *formed a perfect
compact union, and it was agreed among them
that they would inall of the regions suspend
operations for at least two weeks, and longer if
it ehonld be deemed necessary.” But the sume
journnl (the Mahanoy €Gazolle) now dolefully
declares that ‘‘at the eloventh hour the Hyde
Park miners in the employ of the Delaware,
Lackawanna and Western Conl Company, who
are members of the Miners” Union, voted ununi-
wmously not to suspend:” and it proceeds to de-
nounce the recusants in round terms lor what it
vl.uH- Cmean, contemptible, dishonorable con-
duet.

Coual consumers will take o very different view
of this subject, and hall with pleasure rather
than Iml.i{::miiml the dissensions which will nvert,
to a conslderable degree, the threntened danger
of extortlonnle  prices.,  The public  have
been  victimlzed so often by  combinations
thut producei a real or pretended seareity of the
fuel which has become a necessity of modern
life, that it has ittle symputhy for the sorrows
deplored by the organs of the miners.
