Foreign AilivirN.
Paris, Mav 10. Mr. Rurlingame has laid be-

fore the French Minister of Foreign Affairs the
preliminaries of u treaty between China and
France, similar to that negotiated with Great
Britain. The Chinese Legation expect to con-

clude the negotiations with the French, Govern-
ment before the end of next month, aud will
probably leave Paris about the 21st prox.

London, May 10. The anniversary of tho
Peace Society was held to-da- y. Resolves were
adopted regretting the rejection of the Alabama
claims treaty; hoping, if the statesmen of the
two countries are unable to grapple with the
emergency, that the reason and Christianity of
the two great Anglo-Saxo- n nations may inter-
pose to prevent w ar, and rejoicing in the activity
and earnestness of peace societies iu America.

The barque Sagadahoc, Captain Curleton, from
New York April 8, for San Lucas, arrived at
Cadiz.

Advices from Hong Kong to April 28 have
been received.
