Competent jindges regard It ns one of the
most brilliant in the world., It is a little over an inch
in length by three-fourths of an inch in breadeh, and
glitters Hke pnre Are. 1t has a slight indentation nt
one enid, but this 18 oot likely to impair its valae,
and will certatnly not hinder (8 cutting. By the de-
Behted colonists it has been canlled “Niekerk's Pan-
delogue,”™ amd will probebly Bewr this nome long alter
its original owner I8 forgotten,

VALUE OF TUHE DIAMOND,

Mr. Niekerk did not find it by treading the watars
of the Vaul with his nuked feet, as the natives of ths
digtrict do, but bought It of a llottentot or Kaitir
doctor, who used it us g charm in his profession, for
i horse, ten head of cattle, and five inndred sheep,
T™he st dipmond he had the good fortine to fiond
he sold to the Governor of the colony for £300, hut
this last and exteaordingry stone he disposed of to
Moeasrd, Lillinnfeld Brog, for the round sum of
£11,200, or nearly #60,000 of your money, Even that
was helow its real vadue, for 1618 now estiunated ot
from 220,000 to £330, 000,
