A Counter Revolution A Night
Tumult in Havana Spanish

Murders Patriot Su-
ccessesAn Unex-

pected Rising.

To-iln- y wc have interesting intelligence relative to
the prepress of the revolutions in Cuba.

ltevnlulian by the Voluntccrx.
Havana correspondence, dated May says:

The revolution by the volunteers of Havana against
the Government of the Island of Cuba was begun
on the li2d of January last, on that day they slew
women, children, and defenseless persons in ami
around the theatre of VllMnuova. Then was com-
menced an unheard-o- f series of disorders, and now
tlie work Is being rapidly consummated. Anarchy
Is, It may be truly said, rampant, and everything to-

day proves It. The telegraph has, doubtless, given
you the news of a serious disturbance which oc-

curred here a few diiyr ago, but the particulars are
matters of consequence.

The director of l.a 'vz dc Cuba, Gonzales Cas-tano- n,

caused to be published in that paper an arti-
cle which did not receive the approbation of the
Censor. He was sent for Immediately by General
Duiee, as also Duran y Cuerro, who is one of the
editors. These gentlemen were told that they should
leave for Spain by the next mall steamer, and with
them the cure of Monserrate, Anacleto Kedonda,
Dr. Vigil y yumones, aud Eduardo Alvarez .Mljarcs
(former Censor). These were all violent Spaniards,
and were never tired of seeing blood split In the
cause. The steamer was nearly ready to sail, and
the prisoners were on the point of embarking, when
a grea commotion took place. Colonel Ibuncz
Is the commander of the Oth Battalion of
volunteers. His troops were opposed to the
banishment of the above named parties, and after
leaving the Cabanas in the morning, where they had
been keeping guard over night, they made manifest-
ations of displeasure against their Colonel, who sus-
tained the Captain-Gener- al. General liulce and
ibanez arranged it so that at 12 o'clock P. M., while
the battalion was asleep, the prisoners, to the num-
ber of twenty, were slipped ou toard the Galvanic,
and were soon out upon the sea. The trick was dis-
covered by the sleeping volunteers, and then com-
menced a scene that bailies all de-
scription. The volunteers commenced run-
ning through the Plaza do Armas, crying
out, "Death to Ibanez," "Death to Dulce," and the
appearances indicated a great riot. One company
alone refused to take part in these scenes of insub-
ordination, and was greatly complimented by Ibanez.
The tumult lasted till i o'clock of the next morn-
ing, and as the battalion, put once more in order,
began (killing before its colonel, the company which
did not participate In the scandal now commenced
to heap abuse upon Its colonel along with the others.
Ibanez was hissed In every direction, and was so
much and so often Insulted that he immediately re-

signed. At one time during this disturbance It was
greatly feared that a light would take place be-
tween the 2d and 4th Battalions, who sustained
Ibanez, and the MM and 6th, who were against him.

IHtirdern nnd Itnrbnrlties by the Spaniard.
Two of the Cuban Chief Aguilera's sons have been

murdered. One was of the age of fourteen and the
other of sixteen. The metherof General Marmol
has likewise b'en killed, and it Is said that a brother
of the General has been put to death. Valmaseda is
the author of these crimes. Another shameful
affair is related. It has long been a custom with
the Spaniards to murder their prisoners by the
way side. In other days it often happened that
the captured rebels were despatched in this way.
It fs a matter of note in the history of former
troubles that no prisoner, Etarting from
Puerto Principe for Havana, ever reached the
latter city. Some pretext was given, of course, by
the guard, detailing the reasons that made It neces-
sary to shoot them, such as an attempt to escape
but this was always understood. Their oillcers
hinted to them by a knowing wink or side expres-
sion that they were not expected to carry them all
the way to Havana. Just such another occurrence
has happened. Three prisoners, men of high char-
acter and prominence, to wit: Don Manuel do
Jesus Kiimircz, Don Kamon Calvera Alfonso, Don
Benito lianclo Figuerora, were lately ordered under
an escort from Cartagena to Cienfuegos, and were
all shot in colli blood in the open road.

More .Munition of War.
The news from the East Is exceedingly Important

and lavorable. Various expeditions have already
landed, and there is an American schooner, the
( hampion, at Inagua Island, discharging a cargo of
arms, which are expected to be landed within a few
days. In the light at Banes, Bay of Nipe, the Ameri-
cans lost no artillery, and they tired several shots
into the vessel Marsellu, which caused serious
damage. Commandante Trayano, with a force of H

yien, was surrounded by the forces of (ucsutln, who
captured, beside, a convoy of prisoners. Lieutenant-Colon- el

Boniche lost 176 men of his column, aud was
ft. reed to leave his wounded at a point called Adinado
Vazquez.

Jtcvoliition In the I.nNt.
The revolution Is progressing splendidly in the

East: the reinforcements of the cause with troops
aud material of war renders the triumph of the in-

surgents certain. Confiscation is being enforced
with a heavy hand at Puerto Principe, and very
many Spaniards are leaving the country forever. It
remains-t- be said that the most cheering news is
being received from the Vuelta Abajo aud the West-
ern Department. There Is a want of arms, but it is
believed that tnese win soon ue iurnisneu, ami
should matters grow very serious from any cause at
Havana, you may expect to near or a rising in mat
nuarter. The tires of revolution are blazing In all
directions, and there is every reason to believe that
the cause will triumph.

I.caie.Bv the steamer Moro Castle, which arrived at New
York yesterday, despatches and letters have been
received from Berrocal, the seat of the Cuban Gov-
ernment, dated as lute as May 15. The news is In
teresting.

The Intelligence received here, first from Nassau,
and afterwards from Key West by telegraph, of the
landing of men aud munitions of war from the
English steamer Sulvador, iu aid of the patriot cause,
Is fully confirmed. The expedition of Col. (mesada,
brother of Gcu. (mesada, and the Salvador, arrived
at NuevaB Grundes, In three days from the Bahamas,
at 10 o'clock in the morning of the 14th of May,
having successfully eluded the Spanish cruisers.
The landing of the men and the war material was
ellected without any trouble, there being no Spanish
forces in the vicinity. Immediately on the arrival of
the vessel Colonel imesada despatched two commis-
sioners to the patriot camp to apprise the Cubans of
Ills having returned with help. The patriots found
a small body of Cuban troops at Lagena de Guano
and St. Abe, and from those places means of trans-
portation were forthwith scut to (jtiesada, and by

the 16th the Salvador's precious freight, both of men
and inuultions, had become part and parcel of the
Cuban army, without the slightest loss of any kind
having been suffered lu their transit from the coast
to the interior. Although the Salvador escaped cap-

ture she encountered some peril in her bold enter-
prise. On the second day after leaving Nassau she
ranairround on the Bahamas Banks; as she was
filtering the harbor of Nuevas Grandes one of her
boilers became disabled ; and In leaving the plaeeshe

gain grounded on a bank, but was got olf without
sustaining any serious damage.

A Catalan battalion which came out
low) men strong now musters only 300; and no of the
other battallans. Before the volunteers go Into the
field, a Panama hat and linen suit is served out to
each man, and all are armed with Knlleld aiid Pea-bo-

rifles. The Cuban volunteers have all been
disbanded, only one battalion of colored volunteers
having(been retained to serve as firemen (fxmftenw).
Havana Is garrisoned by nine battalions of Spanish
volunteers, three battalions going on duty daily in
their tour of duty. They form a mixed body of the
lowest and some of the upper orders of Spanish
society.

(Spanish Outrages In the IiahamaM.
From the J.nndon Xetrt.

There is a tremendous excitement In the Bahamas,
or If there Is not, It Is not the fault of our contempo-
rary, the editor of the Nassau llirald. From his con-

venient little broadsheet we learn that Information,
true In every particular, has been obtained nliout tins
doings of the Spaniards, which "will cause the blood
to mantle the cheek of every Englishman.'' Another
"atrocious Insult-- ' has been offered to Great llrituin,
which will probably "lead to war." We do not doubt
the genuineness of this Indignation; but war, pro-
vided It rage In some neighboring territory, is popu-
lar in Nassau.

As far as we can make out from the excited para-
graphs of the Ihralil which leans to the Cuban In-

surgents a Spanish sleam-tu- the Maria Louisa,
captured a well-know- n blockade-runne- r, the Yarra,
m ar the entrance of Slaughter Harbor, and then
landed a force of ninety to one hundred men, armed
with bayonets and pistols, to capture her cs 'aped
captain and crew. They are said to have proceeded
to the Great Stirrups Cay, and searched houses
there. Subsequently they landed a force on Goat
Cay, and searched the house of a planter
named Johnson. The next, day they visited
Llgnumvitic Cay, and searched the house of
Alexander Williams, planter, and altogether
behaved as if they were in Cuba, and not
on British territory. Lieutenant Dacres, of 11. M. K.
Cherub, and Mr. E. B. A. Taylor, a police magistrate,
having ibecn Informed of thene proceedings.; took
the matter up, and called upon the Spanish olllcer
for an explanation, which was found eminently un-
satisfactory, and a report on the su bject has been
sent home. If the facts are correctly stated, the
Spanish Government will owe that of Great Britain
an apology, and for the future must give stricter
orders to its oillcers. Such occurrences as these.
however, are too common in war to be a cause of
more than local alarm.

PRESENTMENT BYTHE GRAND JURY

Their Investigation into the Girard
College System The Evils no

Longer Exist Under the New
Administration The Prisons

in a Satisfactory Cond-
itionThe Aldermen,

Rumsellers, Etc.

Court of Ouarter ScNsinim Allixon, I. .1.
This morning the Grand Jury came into Court,

and, through their foreman, made the following,
their final presentment, which will be found to con-
tain matter of the deepest public importance:

To the Honorable the Judges of the Court of Oyer
and Terminer and the Quarter Sessions of and for
the City aud County of Philadelphia, The Grand
Inquest of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania,
Inquiring for the City and County of Philadelphia for
May Sessions, 18 Gil, make the following as their pre-
sentment:

Immediately upon receiving the charge of this
Honorable Court the jury entered upon their duties,
and since that time have patiently heard and care-
fully considered the evidence concerning 8:18 bills
which were laid before them by the District Attor-
ney. 192 of these have been returned as true bills ;

the other 14(1 have been ignored. In some of these
cases the evidence was not, iu the opinion of the jury
suUlclent to sustain the charge ; but in most of theiii
the charges themselves were of so trilling a charac-
ter that they never should have been returned by the
Aldermen to the Court, lu all cases where with any
good reason It could be done, the costs were put upon
the prosecutor. Notwithstanding this, however, In
the majority of them, the costs fell upon the county.
When, In addition to tills expense, it Is considered
that in many of these cases thus returned, either
through the ignorance or the cupidity of the magis-
trate,! the accused were committed to prison until
released by the action of the Grand Jury, it will be
seen that we have here an evil of no common magni-
tude ; the remedy for which can only be found in a
radical change in our system of magistracy, which
should require first, that the committing magistrates
(who are in reality judges Doth ol the law and or the
facts) should be chosen from those who
are learned In the law ; and, second, that thev
should receive a llxed and adequate salary
for their services in place of the fees now charged
by law. In further proof of the absolute necessity of
such a change, the Jury would refer to the last report
of the Inspectors of the County Prison, iu which It
Is stated that, in addition to ull the bills ignored by
grand juries in the year 1WJS, where the parties were
out on bail (the number of which must have been
large), "there were 7121 prisoners committed to
prisou for trial ; of which number 660 were released
by the Ignoring of the bills by the grand juries, and
(1072 were discharged by the committing magistrates;
thus showing the startling fact that mai l; h!

o all thuxe u hu litre committed to prima
were direharged irithvvt ever being brought to trial!"

In pursuance of their duty the Grand Jury have
visited the Penitentiary, tl e House of Kefugc, and
the Almshouse, In all of which institutions they were
courteously received by the oillcers, and every
facility a Horded for the fullest investigation. As the
result of these visits, they are pleased to report that
they found all of these institutions In excellent eru-
dition. They saw nothing which seamed to require
amendment, but, on the contrary, are of the opinion
that the various executive oltlcers are entitled to
commendation and praise for the fidelity with which
their duties are discharged.

Respecting Girard College, the Jaryflearncd that In-

asmuch as it is entirely educational, aud in no sense
rcloimatory In Its character, it has not leen deemed
a rsrt of the dutv of previous grand juries to visit
mat niBuiuiton. Nevertheless, lu view of the state-
ments made in the charge of the Court, and lu
accordance with the published request
of President Allen, the jury felt
that justice to the community, as well as to those
who have the preseut management of Its affairs, re-

quired them to make a particular aud special inves-
tigation, that they might ascertain whether the
abuses which were alleged to have existed under a
loriner administration continued in anv degree at
the present time. Kor this purpose, without any
previous notice, they visited the college on the 10th
of the month, where thev were courteously received
by the President, who afforded them every facility
for the prosecution of their inquiries. During their
visit, which continued for several hours, the jury
went into almost all of the rooms used by the pupils
at the college, Including the kitchens, dining-room- s,

dormitories, studv-room- s, play-room- s, and many
others. They saw all of the boys at plav, and after-
wards at their dinner; they examined the President
under oalh touching the present discipline of the
institution; thev also examined oue of the pro-
fessors, who has been for many years connected
with the college, one of the matrons, and three or
four of the oldest bovs, selected bv the foreman of
the Jury, Inquiring of 'them as to their food, their
treatment by the oillcers, and generally as to
whether there was now any good ground of com-
plaint upon the part of the boys. The Jury regret
that the proper limits of this presentment will not
admit of any extended statement of all that they
saw and heard with so much satisfaction. The re-

sults of their investigation may, however, be briefly
stated as follows:

First, The rooms which were at one time used as
lock-up- s are now, like all the other rooms visited by
the Jury, perfectly cleun and well ventilated.

Second. The boys are never confined In this or
any other rooms for punishment; that system of dis-
cipline having been abandoned in the college since
the retirement of the former President.

Third. The boys are nevr r entirely deprived of any
of their meals us a punishment, nor are they ever
put upon bread and wafer for more than one meal
consecutively.

Fourth. All the sanitary regulations of the college
appear to be of the beat character, the strongest at-
testation of which Is to be found In tho remarkable
fact that there has been but one death during tho
past eighteen months, from tho number of over five
hundred pupils.

Upon ths lath of the month the jury visited tho
Couuty Prison, careluiiy examining tho various .de-
partments, all or which the Jury found to be In a re-
markably clean condition. They interrogated some
of the oltlcers and a number of tho prisoners re-
specting the food and the treatment of the Inmates;
aud discovered no good reason for complaint lu
either of these respects. In the female department
everything was fouad to be In admirable order, with
ample room to allow the allotment of separate cell
to each prisoner. This increased accommodation

has teon obtained by tho addition of forty-tw- o cells
which was made some years ao, during which time
there hss been a marked Improvement, both sanitary
and moral, In this department, and a striking diminu-
tion of vagrancy ami crime In the female population
of our city, clearly proving that both of those
arc Increased by the undue congregation
of prisoners. In this connection tho jury feel
called npon to notice the Invaluable services of one
who for many years has been of the Hoard of In-
spectors of this institution, and having token the
female department under his especial supervision,
has devoted nearly all his time and much of his
means In his truly lencvol".nt efforts to ameliorate
the condition of those who are here confined.

Respecting the male department, tlieury regret
to tlnd that the crowded state or the prison has com-
pelled the temporary abandonment ol the system of
separate confinement, and that even in the convict
corridors two, three, and even four prisoners are
placed In a single cell. This state of affairs cannot
long continue without the most disastrous conse-
quences, and the Jury would earnestly recommend
an extension of tho accommodations In this depart-
ment, as also the early erection of a house of correc-
tion, where those who are committed for minor
o flenses may be confined.

Tho Jury llnd that those prisoners who by their
good behavior merited favors were occasionally al-

lowed some privileges not accorded to others, ami
they express their approval of such distinctions, a
tending to Rood discipline and Inciting to good beha-
vior. They desire, however, to express their dis-
approval of the practice now so common of per-
mitting indiscriminate visitors to those prisoners
who are under sentence of death. Without
desiring in the slightest degree to Increase the
punishment of these most unhappy persons,
the jury arc of the opinion that from the time
of their sentence they should he considered practi-
cally as dead iso far as the outside world is con-
cerned) as though execution had followed Imme-
diately npon the sentence or the court. The time
mercifully allowed after condemnation should be
spent in strict seclusion and no visitor should
be permitted, excepting those of tho spiritual
adviser, the counsel, and occasionally those or the
immediate family or the prisoner. All statements of
conversation with the prisoner, or of his views and
feelings, made through the public press, pander to a
low and vicious taste In the community, and tend to
make the convict a hero in the eyes of his former
associates, whilst the accounts of religious expe-
rience, occasionally perhaps genuine, are generally
the merest burlesques upon the Christian religion,
and might very naturally lead to the conclusion that
death upon the gallows was tho surest way to eter-
nal happiness. The jury therefore recommend a
change in the prison rules In this respect.

The attention or the Jury has been called to the
prison-va- n used for the conveyance of prisoners
from the County Prison to the court. From testi-
mony given before them, they learn that the apart-
ment in this conveyance is only eight feet long by
four Wide, and that into this space sometimes Bix-te-

or seventeen persons are thrust, while there Is
no accommodation lor females excepting the two
seats at the back of the van, where they are exposed
to the public giixe In passing through the streets.
Were all these persons condemned criminals,
mercy and humanity would call for better
treatment; but when It is considered that many
are entirely Innocent of the crimes for which they
have been arrested, the merest justice and common
decency require that they should not thus be crowded
into a stilling cell, or publicly exposed and disgraced
on their way to the Court. The jury therefore com-
mend this matter to the attention of the Court.

Having made a special presentment In reference
to thu Illegal sale of intoxicating drinks, the jury do
not deem It necessary to add anything upon that
subject. Respecting the scores and hundreds of
places that are open every Sunday for the sale of
liquor, as also the numerous disorderly nnd gambling
houses which are maintained in dellance of the law,
and to which attention was called by the Court, tho
Jury And that, inasmuch as no class of public
officers are charged with the duty of seeing that the
laws in reference thereto are observed, It Is scarcely
possible to obtain proof of that which is so well
known to exist. All experience has shown that pri-
vate citizens are not willing to become public prose-
cutors, unless the Infraction of the law in some way
materially affects their own private interests, and
therefore it may bo surely alleged that all general
laws of this character, whose penalties are to be en-
forced only upon the voluntary evidence of private
citizens, are, to a great extent, nullities upon the
statute book. In the opinion of the jury, the eff-
iciency of these luws would be greatly promoted by
a change, making It the duty of police officers to re-
port all breaches of the law which may come to their
knowledge, and requiring the Mayor, as chier magis-
trate or the city, to take immediate action upon such
report, by closing the house or tuking such other
proceedings us may be necessary to enforce the law.

the prompt attention the jury had given to their
duties, saying that ut no time during the term was
there a lack of business iu the court occasioned by
any tardiness on their part ; they ha I returned 192

ti ue bills, and now, npou the last day of tho term,
106 had been already disposed of, leaving 2 untried,
which hud gone over upon strictly legal grounds.

In respect to the traffic iu intoxicating liquors the
special presentment they made a few days since met
with his entire approval. It perhaps was too much
to expect that private citizens should become public
prosecutors in such a number of cases as would ne-

cessarily arise from the wholesale violation or the
law upon the subject, an 1 to grapple with so hugs
uu offense.

The statutes legalizing the sale of mm were upon
our books, and so long as they there remained we
should search for the best method of administering,
so as to afford security to the community. This he
thought would be by the appointment of a class of
competent officers, whose special duty it should be
to watch the liquor dealers, and enforce a strict com-
pliance with the law.

Their manner of inspecting the prisons had met
with satisfactory results.

In his charge to them at the beginning of the term
he had called their attention to Girard College, and
was happy to llnd they had acted upon his sugges-
tions. They had expressed doubts of their right to
visit the Institution in their inquisitorial capacity;

A PEAT BOG. An extraordinary occurrence
took place In Crawford county a few days since.
The Titusvllle llrruld of June 1 states that a part of
the truck of the Oil Creek Railroad gave way near
Gray's mills, and allowed one car to sink into a bed
of quicksand. The break occurred w here the track
was laid across a peat bog, and took place while a
giavel train which had been run on that part of the
track was being unloaded. Three of the curs began
to sink rapidly, In a few minutes after the work of
unloading had comrtieuced, and lu a short time one
of them was below the surface. An attempt was
made to draw the other two on the track, but It
lulled, and during Sunday afternoon, and yesterday
the cars continued to sink, and at last accounts they
were about twelve feet below the surface. About
two hundred and twenty-fiv- e luborers were at work
yesterday on the track, but tlie relaying of it has
been found to be more ditllcult than was at llrst sup-
posed. The bog is quite large ; aud where the track
crosses It is about one hundred yards broad. It was
sounded in several places yesterday, and found to be
about thirty-eig- feet deen.
