The New ltlniery Uw.
The last Legislature passed an ai t regulating the

registration of voters, previous to each and every
election hWd In the State. 11 comprises forty-thre- u

sections, twenty-on- e of which are devoted to Phila-
delphia exciuflveiy. As the Board of ReglnUaUya
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EDITION nnder this Jaw Is required to hold Its first meeting
y, wo present the following synopsis of lis pro-

visions:
It Is made the duty of the Beard of Registration,

which consists of all the aldermen In commission In
the city, to meet on tho first Monday in June of every
year for organisation. They are to elect three can-
vassers of every division of a ward In the city ; and
also, before the third Monday in September In every
year, to appoint election officers for every division in
the city. The canvassers are to be chosen In such a
manner that the political party which has a majority
In the Board of Aldermen shall secure two out of tho
three of them. It is provided that the judge, one In-

spector, and one return lnsMcbr, shall belong to the
party hlch had the majority In the division at the
preceding general election. One Inspector and ono
return Inspector shall belong to the party of tho
minority. The Inspectors ami the return Inspectors
each appoint their own clerks. Provision is also
made lor a revision of the arts of the Hoard of
Aldermen In the appointment of canvassers and
election officers, on petition to the Judges of tho
Court of Common Pleas by live reputable house-
holders and qualified electors of any division, setting
loith the riason why such revision is demanded:
an.l in cast; the petition is sustained by the facts, as
they appear, tho Court is empowered to appoint now
tfllceis.

1 he law provides that the regular assessment shall
be made before the 1st day of .Mine In each year.
The qualllied electors are to be divided Into three
clusrCH, Hrst, ''Private householders.'' Second.

Private residents," who arc defined to be qualified
electors "residing actually at the time with private
housekeepers, ' 'J hird. "Hotels, taverns, and restau-
rants,'' under which head are to be classed tho
names of all qualllied electors keeping hotels,
taverns, sailor boarding-house- s, and restaurants, in
each division ; also all persons who are qualified elec-
tors boarding thereat. Two copies of these lists,
which are called "Assessors' Division Transcripts,''
only verified, are to be deposited with tho City
commissioners on or before the Both of
June In each year, and one copy given to
tho Kccciver of Taxes. Ten printed copies of the
transcripts are to be pasted np In each division on or
before the iioth of August in each year, with notice
of the time of making extra assessments. Extra
assessments are to be made ut the times and places
fixed by the Board of Aldermen. The assessors are
to sit for live days, fr m seven o'clock In the morning
to live o'clock P. M. The extra assessments must
be niude before the 20th day of Septemlwr In every
year. The person claiming the extra assess-
ment must provo his right by his affidavit, set-
ting forth his name, birthplace, occupation,
residence, citizenship of the State, and his residence
In the division. He may be called upon, also, at the
option of the assessors, to prove his right, by tho
affidavit of two qualified electors of the division who
are assessed as private householders, declaring that
he Is personally known to them, that he Is a bona
fide resident of the division, and that they verily be-
lieve he will be a qualified voter, and entitled to vote
at the next general election.

In the case of an alien by birth, who claims to be
naturalized, ho shall prove his right by the proper
documentary evidence, and his residence by two
qualllied electors, as In the case of a native citizen.
The assessors are to compel a person making appli-
cation for extra assessment to make affidavit in re-
gard to his claims, and they shall assess him forth-
with fifty cents for a county tax. These papers he
must take to the Receiver of Taxes, pay the tax and
get a receipt; und without such receipt he cannot
vote.

The division canvassers are to meet on the tenth
day before the general election, and remain in ses-
sion from 10 o'clock A. M. until T o'clock P. M. They
have power to administer oaths, to Issue subpoenas
to witnesses and to persons whose names are on the
assessment lists, and to examine witnesses In re-
gard to the qualifications of persons claiming the
right to vote; and they can add the names of per-
sons entitled to vote which are not upon
their original canvassing list, nor upon tho
extra assessments. These latter names are to
be placed upon what Is to be culled the "Extra Can-
vassers' List." No person can be placed on this
extra list unless he produces a receipt for the pay-
ment of a State or county tax within two years of
the day appointed for tho election, and also gives
satisfactory evidence by his own oath or affirma-
tion, or by the oath or affirmation of a qualified
elector, that he has paid snch tax. No person who
clalniB to be registered In any division on age can
receive that favor unless he makes oath or affirma-
tion that he does not Intend to remove from the
division before election.

Foreigners claiming to be naturalized citizens are
ubjected to tho following ordeal :

Section 8ft. Every person of foreign birth claiming
aright to be assessed, or to have his mi mo regis-
tered on the canvassers' list, shall, in addition to the
proof of residence, prove that he has been natural-
ized conformably to the laws of the United States,
and, as evidence thereof, he shall produce a certifi-
cate of naturalization, under ttie seal of the Court in
which said naturalization took place, duly attested
by the signature of the l'rothonotary or Clerk of
the said Court, In his own proper handwriting;
and shall prove, by the oath of a qualllied
elec tor of the division, that he is the person
named in the said certificate, and the person to
whom it was issued; and shall further answer upon
oath to the satisfaction of the assessors or can-
vassers before whom the said certificate may be pro-
duced, when and where he was born, and when and
where he obtained the said certificate, and from
whom ; and the said certificate shall not be evidence
that the person presenting it Is a naturalized citizen
unless his answers be consistent with the facts cer-
tified, and the proof of his Identity bo satisfactory to
the canvassers; and upon such proof being made to
the satisfaction of the canvassers, but not otherwise,
they tdiall register the name of tho claimant on the
canvasser's lint, and shall stamp on the said certifi-
cate of naturalization tho word "Registered," with
the number aud division of the ward and the date
of the registry.

The next section gives the division canvassers full
power to nullify tho work of tho assessors, ami of
themselves to strike from the list the names which
have been placed thereon. Eight days before tho
election the division canvassers may meet and ex-
amine the assessors' transcripts, aud they cau strike
tlierelrom the name of every person whom they shall
decide is not entitled to vote In snch division. It is
generously provided, however, that his name shall
not be thus erased In his absence except on the
testimony of at least two "reputable citizens," pri-
vate householders of tho division, who shall testify
that such person Is not a resident of the division, or
shall swear that he is otherwise disqualified by law
from voting at the said election.

The law further provides that the registry thus
made shall be the only evidence that the person
whose name Is found thereon has resided in the
division for ten days preceding the election; but he
must, besides producing his receipt for taxes, provo
his Identity. Persous of foreign birth are to produce
their naturalization papers, and are not to be allowed
to vote without them, unless in case of a naturalized
citizen who has resided In the division ten years.
Tax receipts and certificates of naturalization are to
be Rtainptcd at election with the word "Voted," the
date, and the ward and division.

It Is also provided In the act that at all general
elections hereafter the names of all tho candidates
to be voted for shall be printed upon one ticket,
which Khali have upon the outer side the number of
the ward and the division. The return Judges are to
meet two days alter the election.

The validity and meaning of the sections concern-
ing the registration of boarders at hotels, restau-ltint- s,

and taverns were recently brought before tho
Court of Common Pleus, by which tribunal It was
fully sustained and explained In a decision ren-
dered on the Siith of May.

TltKIR MKRTIIfO AND ORGANIZATION UNDER Till NEW
RBOIHTRY LAW.

This morning at 10 o'clock tho Aldermen met In
Common Council Chamber, for tho purpose of or-
ganizing nnder the provisions of the new Registry
law. The attendance was very full, scarcely a single
member of the Board being absent.

On motion of Alderman Carpenter, Alderman
Clouds was called to the chair, and Alderman Tlt-
termary elected Secretary.

Upon motion of Alderman Jones, all persons not
holding the official position of Alderman were re-
quested to retire from the Chamber.

The roll of aldermen was then railed.
The name of Alderman Toland being called by tho

Secretary, A hleruian Kerr made the point of order
that, as the name of Alderman Toland was not upon
tho official list furnished by the Secretary of the
Commonwealth, it was improperly called.

Upon this point the Chair ruled that all persons
legally acting as aldermen were qualified members
of the Board.

Aldcrmun Carpenter then moved that the meeting
proceed to tho election of a permanent President.

Alderman Williams moved that, prior to tho eletv
tion, the official commissions ol all present should be
produced.

Aldcrmun Carpenter moved that Alderman Wil-
liams' motion be laid upon the taltln. Some confu-
sion ensuing. Alderman McMullin, of tho Fourth
ward, wanted to know whether tho Chair did not in-

tend to notice the motion of AlibTinan William. If
the minority were to be gagged, ho wanted it to be
made known.

Alderman Williams modified his resolution so as to
apply merely to those whose names were not up m
the printed list furnished by the Secretary of the
Commonwealth.

Alderman Jones said that the motion wa uncalled
for, since the persons referred to in It were acting
under an act of Assembly while contesting the seats
of their opponents.

Alderman Kerr snld that It made no (Uifrronce
whatever whether Alderman Tolend had a seat in
the body or not. He could produce no commission,
and he knew it. Ail thut the minority desired win
the right.
The motion was then put and lost yeas, 2ft; nays. 82.
The motion to go Into an election then prevailed.
Alderman Carpenter nominated Alderman Beitler.
Alderman Kerr nominated Alderman Dougherty.
The nominations were then closed.
The Chair appointed Aldermen Jones aud Becker

as tellers.

Into the election of a clerk, and then allowed his
motion to be amended so as to Include the assistant
clerk.

Alderman Kerr nominated for clerk Isaiah H.
Butler and for assistant clerk Francis McCann.

The result for clerk was announced as follows:

At this point Alderman Kerr, seeing thut. the con-
test of the minority was hopeless, stated that if
there was no objection he would withdraw the name
of Mr. McCann for assistant clerk.

Alderman McMullin then moved that Mr. Whit-
man be elected ussistant clerk by acclamation.

This motion being objected to. Alderman Kerr,
who had withdrawn the name of Mr. McCann for
the purpose of facilitating the business of the
Hoard, renewed tne nomination, rue election men
proceeded by the calling of the roll.

Madrid, June 6. The new Spanish Constitu-
tion was promulgated with great pomp and cere-
mony to-da-y. At alxnit half-pa- st ono o'clock in
the afternoon, the members of tho Executive
Council of tho nation, together with the depu-
ties to the Cortes, sallied out of tho chambers on
a platform which was erected in front of tho
halls of Congress. After the deputies had taken
their allottod places and silence was obtained,
the Secretary commenced to read tho Constitu-
tion, which was received with loud cheers by
the great mass of people assembled in front of
the stand. On their return to the chambers the
deputies took tho oath to protect the Constitu-
tion and the laws.

When the deputies were retiring a tumult
broko out, consequent ou the utterances of
hisses by a number of persons in tbo crowd.
The disturbance increased in spite of tho efforts
of the troops to put down thu demonstration.
The troublo continued for some time, until tho
military governor of the city appeared, and
with great presence of mind rushed in among
the foremost of the rioters, shouting "Vioa
Socerania Nacionale!'" This changed the senti-
ments of the mob, and the crowd took up the
cry and joined in loud cheers. Two men, how-
ever, were killed in the disturbance, and a good
many persons were seriously injured.

The deputies subsequently returned to the
platform, when the troops outside the building,
to the number of IK), 000 men, filed past in march-
ing order. Great enthusiasm was manifested by
the spectators who congregated in the streets.
None of the Kepublicau members, it was no-
ticed, participated in the ceremonies.

A salute ot fifty guns was fired in honor of
the occasion; fireworks were discharged in tho
evening in prominent places iu tho city, and a
grand banquet was given, which was attended
by the notables of Madrid.

Fully one hundred thousand peoplo from tho
country poured into the city, and participated
in the demonstration during the day. A mor-
tuary statue, executed in tho tncdheval stylo,
was uncovered, and tho remains of the celebri-
ties whose names were engrossed ou it arrived
for deposition in the Pantheon.
