Thin morning at t o'clock the sixth day's seslon of
Use Synod convened In the First Reformed Church,
urner of Seventh and Spring Garden streets.
It wu nailed to order by the President, Hey. Charles

II. Htttt, 1). D., after which Rev. A. 11. Myers led In
prayer. The roll being called, thu minutes of the
preceding day were read and approved, after
which a half-ho- wag spent In devotional exercises.

The regular bnslnass of the morning being reached.
Rev. J. M. C Holmes offered the following resolu-

tion, which watt adopted :

The Hynod wai then addressed by Rev Dr.

Steel of the Reformed Presbyterian Church.
A resolution was offered In relation to the resigna-

tion offered by l)r. Demarest, Stated Clerk, which
had not been accepted on the occasion of Its presen-

tation yestordav. Tlie resolution of this morning
expresses the high appreciation the committee en-

tertain of the services of )r. Demarest, and their
entire satisfaction with the order and correctness
with which the minutes have been kept, and the
regularity characterizing the general business of the
position. The committee therefore recommend that
the resignation of Dr. Demarest be not accepted,
which was on motion adopted.

Kcv. Dr. Taylor offered the following resolu-
tions :

The resolutions were adopted.
The credentials of Rev. W. W. Barr, delegate of

tha General Assembly of the I'nited Prcshyteriau
4'hnrch, were received, after which he addressed the
Synod. The President responded In fitting terms.

Kev. 8. W. Mills read the thirty-sevent- h annual
report on Domestic Missions, Betting forth the lol-
ly wing state of facts :

5 During the year the contributions to the Board
amounted to 24,9I3-ii;t-

, of which snm It6,9ss hua been
given to the churches, an increase over last year of
J160T. The Treasurer Is, however, In debt to the
amount of 56e8-3- , owing to the urgent culls on the
treasury daring the year. Twelve churches have
been finished during the year under the direction of
the Church Building Fund. To tills fund 121
churches have contributed, being 47 more than the
preceding year. The contributions of the year
amounted to 110,772-08- .

The committee therefore recommended the follow-
ing resolutions, which were adopted:

titnohnl. That this Hynod gratefully acknowledge tho
faror of God toward the work of the lioard during the
past year.

HtKilvrl, That the Synod ha learned with much (ratifi-
cation of the increase of the number of churches ountri.
bating to the Board, and urgently recommend to every
churcb in our denomination the importance of taking a
collection for it during the coming and auccoeding year,

Rtnolvnl, That the Hoard be instructed to make effort,
a speedily as possible, by employing an agont hitherto
authorized by Hynod, or by the agents appointed during
ins past rear in the several classes, to increase the Build-
ing Fund to KUriO.OU.

Hrmlveit, That t he Pastor of our churches and the Su-
perintendents of the Sabbath Schools be recommended,
where no such organizations are already in existence, to
form Domestic Missionary Associations in their Sabbath
Schools, to aid the Board in tboir work.

Kev. Dr. Hartley, from the Committee on Judi-
ciary, reported the following resolution :

Knttlvnt, That hereafter the election of permanent off-
icers of local synods be held on the afternoon ot the day of
appointed meeting, unless s of the recular com-
missioned delegates shall have previously reported to the
clerk of the synod. Nut agreed to.

Kev. Dr. De Witt offered a resolution in lieu of the
foregoing, that hereafter the hour of organization of
the Synod shall be 8 o'clock of the first day, which
was agreed to.

The Committee on the Board of Direction, through
Elder J. W. Ferdon, presented their report, which
was considered neriatim, and finally udoptcd, as fol-
lows :

Revived, That It be referred to the Board of Direc-
tion to relieve the theological professors from the
debt of IG292-85-

, incurred by them under the autho-
rity of the General Synod, In order to complete the
professoral houses, cither by a temporary loan or by
such other means as they may deem most expe-
dient.

Knwlortl, That the Classes who have failed to pay their
assessment made in 1K6I for raising $20,0110 for the further
endowment of the Pro:essoral Fund he requested to tuke
immediate measures for the payment of their respective
Jjnotas, and that, in the judgment of the Ueneral Hynod,
ttiey ought to pay interest on the amount of which thoy are
deti cient during the tjrm of such deficiency from this
date.

HeoUet, That tho Gnnoral Synod of tho Reformed
Clhurcb of America returns its sincere thanks to James
Suydam for his munificent subscription of $4.1,010 to the
Profesorul Fund of said Church.

ftmolvi-rl- . That the Board of Directors be authorized to
to the Standing Committee on ilort.og Theologicalfay the amount of interest now in their hands from tho

bequest of Mrs. Anna Hertzog, and irom time to time as
auch interest may hereafter accrue.

The report of the Committee on New Religious
Newspapers was presented by Elder Freyer as a
report of progress, and, with Its accompanying reso-
lutions, it was accepted.

The report of the Committee on Nominations was
presented by Kev. John Forsyth, naming candidates
tor the Boards of Foreign Missions, Education, Do-
mestic Missions, Direction, etc., which was read and
Approved of.

Kev. Mr. Talmagc moved that a portion of the time
Of Oie afternoon session be devoted to the subject of
rhurch extension, more especially to hear reports
Irom the West, which was adopted.

Kev. Dr. Matthews offered the following resolution,
which was adopted:

JirtolvKl, That in case where the highest Judicatories
and Assemblies of Kvangelical denominations have ne-
glected to send invitations to attend the proposed Council
to be held in New Turk in October next, the comma tee
apiointd to send out invitations, be directsd to

with the Dresiding offluea of such Judicatories or
Assemblies, and request tliein to take auchlmeasures as
so tnem snail seem best to secure a representation In the
coming Council.

On motion of Dr. Suydam, Dr. Matthews was
added to the Committee on Invitations.

Notice was given that in the evening a general
missionary meeting would De neid lu tno First, un-
formed church, corner of Seventh and Sprlnar Gar
den, at 8 o'clock. Addresses will be made by Kev.
K. C. Bcudder, from India; Kev. L. W. Kip, irom
China, and Kev. J. II. Bullavh, from Japan.

A long series of resolutions was offered relative
to the coming Catholic Ecumenical Council, to be
held at Home on the 8th of December, to which the
J'rotestant denominations are invited by the Pope to
aend delegations. The invitation is declined on
several grounds, although the right of all denomi
nations to meet in council is tuny acKnuwledired.
Amongst other reasons for refusing the invitation
are the following:

Because Christ has never surrendered His "Head-
rhip," either in the Heavens or on the earth, and is,
therefore, still Dead and Chief of the Church.

No convocation can be recognized whoso head has
fisflumed the prerogatives belonging to Jesus Christ.

If the invitations were accepted on the conditions
proposed, it would be an acknowledgment of
Catholicity of doctrines and falsity of teachings, and
a surrender of the rights of conscience, with the
rights of siieecn, all private Judgment in the Inter
pretation of the Scriptures, rights held as most
hacred, because Inherent in the Gospel, and so tho
inheritance of the race, which whenever assailed
and taken away has been defended and regained
HI tne cost oi blood, most innocent and precious.

The resolution cloned with a proviso for the ap
pointment of a committee of three to correspond
with the committees of other religious bodies of the
Protestant faun, anil with them loin In the prepara
tion Of a .suitable reply to tho Pope of Home, and
when signed by the President and Stated Clerk of
the Synod, it be regarded as expressive of the views
of the Kefcruied brunch of the Lords' Zionofthu
prospective council, ua origin, us purpose, and us
in indoles.

The passage of such resolutions were deprecatod
by FUder Jeremiah, F:ider Vauderweull and others,
mid on motion they were laid on the table, and the
syuod, after prayer, adjourned until 8 o'clock.

In answer I have to say that a dealer in tobacco Is

a person whose business it is to sell or oiler for sale
manufactured tobacco, snuff or cigars. A person,
therefore, whose business it is to sell, or offer for
Bale, cigars, is regarueu as a dealer in tonacco, and
if bis annual sales exceed fiuo ho is liable to a
unecial tax as Such.

A peddler is a person who travels from place to
place selling goous; a person, tnereiore, who peddles
r tirurs Is not only a dealer in tobacco, but also a ped
dler, and is consequently liable to the special taxes
imposed upon both. A person, however, who is
kimniv the agent of a manufacturer or dealer, and
who travels as such, taking with him samples of
cigars, which he does not sell, but upon which he
noliclts orders lor iiweiupiuyer, uuiu wmuiu n re-

ceives a stipulated salary, is not regarded as a ped
dler or dealer in tobacco,

COLORED YOPTII.
SeTrnterntli Annanl He part mt their Inrtttnte.

j lie seventeenth annual report or the Hoard ofManagers of the Institute for Colored Yonth has histbpt.?,""L M TerJ IntwminK and satisfactory,exhibiting the operations of the school for the pas.war, and detailing the circumstances of its success-ful progress.
The "Instltnt for Colored Youth" wan foundedabout the year 1837, upon a bequest made by RichardHnmphreys for the "Education of colored youth In

school-learnin- in order to prepare and fit andqualify them to act as teachers." Since the earlypart of IKOfl, the school haa been conducted in a lartreand commodious building on the north side of Shin-pe- nstreet, west of Ninth, erected for the purpose
at a cost (Including the ground on which it standi
of atiout forty thousand dollars. Accommodationsarc provided for nearly 800 pupils. Tho "Institute"Is under the management of an association com-
posed exclusively of the members of the ofFriends."

The teachers, all colored persons, are as
ItUjh Srhml rannyM. Jackson, Principal ; Octa

vliis V, Catto, principal of Malo Department; Mill
J. Patterson, Assistant Teacher of the Female De--
partment; I.ucretla C. Miller, Second AsslstaiTeacher of the Female Department.

I'rrparntnrii .svAoofs Jamea F. Needham, teacherof boys; Sarah M. Douglass, teacherof girls; FrazellaCampbell, assistant teacher of Girls; It. K. D. Ven-
ning, assistant In Hoys' High and Preparatory
Schools.

The managers report that the number of scholars
In all the departments of the Institute at the time of
the last annual report was 223; there have since
been received 104, and 109 have left, making the
iiiiMeni, iiiiiiiiii-- r on tiie ron am, (iisiriuuteit as fol-
lows, viz. : Hoys' High School. S3: Girls' llloh
School, 103; Hoys' Preparatory, 26; Girls' Prepara- -
lMM,V, .Ml. JOIUI, Xin.

The number at present In the Boys' Preparatory is
miiitiii-- r muii imniti. j nere are, nowever, quite as
tunny applicants for admission Into this school as
will, when entered, bring the class list, up to the
usual number. The average attendance for the paat
year has been 192 as, an increase of as compared
with the previous twelve months.

The diligence and attention to study on the part of
the scholars generally have been very satisfactory to
the managers, and we believe there has been a
steady Improvement In this direction since the open-
ing of the institute as a high school, nearly seven-
teen years ago, the advance having been most
miii ked during the last five or six years. This is a
natural consequence of the alteration in the political
and social status of the colored race, whereby new
fields for the employment of educated talent
have been openod, and encouragement given to those
or Aincan descent to labor diligently to fit them
selves for posts of responsibility and pecuniary
profit. Inducements being thus offered to young
colored people to bestow more timo and attention
upon their education than formerly, they have
promptly apprehended the advantages which the
possession of a sound and liberal education affords
them, and have turned to this school as one where
the discipline and coarse of instruction are or the
very best character.

The regular course of study has been materially
enlarged and Improved of late years, requiring tho
employment of highly ednwatcd and accomplished
teachers, and embraces the branches usually pur-
sued in other high schools, Including the Latin and
Greek languages, Algebra, Geometry and Plane and
Spherical Trigonometry.

The average cost of maintaining each scholar for
the fiscal year lust closed haa been t33-G2- . exclusive
of interest on cost or building, etc., a decrease of

as compared with last year.
Several changes have occurred in the corps of

teachers during the year. Ebenezer 1). Hassett, the
Principal, after a service of about fourteen years in
the institute, having been appointed United States
Minister Resident and Consul-Gener- al at Havtl, was
rcleasd by the Board on the 1st of the present
month.

Sine the opening of the Institute, BT students have
graduated, of whom 42 now are or have been eiv
gaged in teaching. The present Senior Class is a
large one, and. Judging from present appearances,
we may reasonably expect that the number of gra-
duates will hereafter amount to at least twelve to
Dl teen annually.

Expeditions tor Cuba have left fromNew York, Philadelphia, Baltimore and Savannah,and also Irom Key West and Nassau, the numberbeing, as far as we can ascertain, thir-teen in all to the present time. December last General Quaseda left Nas-sau for Cuba with about 8000 rides
1KO0 Enfield and 1200 Spencer; two field pieces.

Detention ot the Nteamer Tybee Aruis amiAmmunition ou Hoard.

Says the same Journal :

About two weekB ago a new steamship line for the
West Indies was advertised by the firm or Spofford,
Tlleston A Co., No. 29 Broadway. The pioneer vessel
was to be the first-cla- ss steamship Tybee, which the
advertisement stated would leave Pier No. 4, North
River, on Wednesday, Juno 8, at 8 o'clock P. M.,
going first to St. Thomas, proceeding thence to Santo
Domingo City, Samana, and Puerto Plata, aud re-
turning Irom the last-nam- place to New York.
The vessel was advertised as tor rrelght and passen-
gers, and a notice was put up on the steamship
bulletin board at the General Post
Otllce stating that a mail would bo
despatched by the Tybee, Subsequently
the time tor the sailing of the vessel was changed to
Saturday, the 6th of June, at 8 o'clock; but the ar-
rangements for her departure not having been com-
pleted by that time, she was further delayed till yes-
terday at noon. Meantime, suspicion having been
aroused that the Tybee was Intended to play tho
Bame role as the Perit, a watch was set upon her, the
result being that representations were yesterday
morning made to Mr. Griuuell by the Spanish Consul
in this city to the effect that the vessel's real destina-
tion was the Island of Cuba, whither, it waa alleged,
she waa atiout to convey munitions of war tor tho
use or the Insurgents, besides two hundred and fifty
American volunteers forthefuban army. In support
of this It was stated that the Tybee had shipped
several cases containing rifles. Acting upon
this information, collector Grinnell gave or-
ders that the Tybee should be searched, and
accordingly ,iS, yesterday forenoon vis-
ited by two custom House officers, who went
through her to satisfy themselves whether
allwasrlghL Hia arms and gunpowder she had
shlpiied had been duly entered In her manifest, anil
upon investigation It appeared that the statement on
the face ot that document wan perfectly correct.
This being so, 110 further proceedings were taken
und It is said that the vessel will bo allowed to pro!
ceed on her voyage y. Our reporter visited theTybee ast evening, and found her ready tor sea, theonly addition madu to her equipment after the visit
