tions for the protection of the members
of the varions trades concerned, and such is
already their power that it is generally a losing
game for the employer or employe who un.
dertakes to resist them. The young Douglass
has tried in several places for admission into
mentbership with the working printers, so-
giety, but Lins been refnsed on geconnt of his
color. Superintendent Clapp, of the national
ofice, regarding this exclusion an unjnst
thing, has given Dongliss employméent with.
out the consent of the printers union directly
econcerned, and henee the new issue raised or
about to be raised botween the printers and
Trades Unions generally and the administra.
tion on *‘the everlasting nigger.

Despite the process of gerrymandering as
applied to France with imperial means and
vigor, the neerning resnlts by the late eloc-
ticns are more amd more in the uature of a
protest ngainst the l'lll]!il'l'. Out of two hun-
dred and minety-two eirenmseriptions into
which France is divided, the results in two
hundred and eighty are known. Not loss than
11l of these have chosen candidates either
favored or unopposed by the Government,
Only 26 candidates of the opposition, or but
three wore than its number in the lnte legis.
lative body, have so far been chosen,  Never-
theless, there rempin severnl remarkable and
even formidable facts.  First, the elected -
position is for more radieal than heretofore;
second, as many as fifty-cight districts require
# second election, not having come to a
choice, Consequently the radiculs of France
hauve still & chance of preat ;,;.\i:l:. and with
energy may win ab least half of the debntable
districts. If any anxiety is caused to the em.
pire by the elections, it will be chiefly ocea-
