On the 1nth of June, 1818, Bt John's Commandery,

B 4, wis couslillod with twelve members.  Like

some ekeleton battallons of which we hiave hoar,
It conristed of eleven oMcers nhd ane priviate, Alter
working regularly for sixtoen years It adjourned to
meet at the call of its commander, under a provi-
slon  of Ita  constitution  thit the elected
oRicers  ghould  continue in oMee until  thelr
successors mhould be daly elected, The oot
mandery bent, but did not  bresk, before  the
storm of anti-Masonlc prejudice and fury which
swept over the land, it contindged in n atate of BuK-
pended animnation for thirteen yewrs, when It was
aroused from it syncope, and again buckled on s
Armor,  And now, after twenty-one years of pros-
tl'rltj’ and progregs, It moaster-roll numbers three
undred gnd forty-one,

Duritig its long susponslonithe oMeers hid hecome
fnexpert in the work, and o Royal Arch Mason,
Comp. K Strling Wilson, whose name can never be
mentioned bt with respect by the Knoights ol this
vlty, went to New York, and wus admitted to the
Orders In 1848, Having boen well Instructed in the
work and mysteries, he was elected the fimmt Com-
ender after the revivil of the commaandery, amnd Lo
his zenl nnd Cnergy I8 due In o small degree the lm-
pulse givin to Templorism (o PRndeiphls, whose
three commanderies now number a8 many menbers
as all the commanderies in the Commonwealth conld
Iuster wn yours since,

On the 10th of May, 1864, the Grand Encampment
of Penneylvanie was organized ander the anthoriny
of the Grand Lodge of the State, aoil in June of the
same year, Sir Knight R, Stirling Wilson was duly
elected Grand Master, s Intervst in the Ovder andd
afMection for It priociples, which he hul done 8o
wuel to disseminate, contipued ausbated until he
Wil removed to the asvium of his everiasting rest,

The Grand Commandery of Ponneylvanin hod
heen organized ander the suthority of the Grand
Encamputent of the United Stutos about onge month
previous to the orgamzation of the Grand Encamp-
ment i Philpdelphla,.  These two elvid bodles which
cluimed Templar Jurisdiction (n thia State waged n
Dloodiess war with each other during: the three suc-
vecding years,  As both were composed of true and
cotrteous Knights —as both hed the same Work and
miyaterivs, and adhered with equal fdelity to the
Inndinarks and usages of the Opder, there wis no
renson but g differency of alleginnee to prevent thoeir
nodon,  In the year 1887, the Grand l,m{mr of Penn-
selvanin renounced all control over the Orders of
huighthood within its jurisdiction, amd the conniot
wius happlly sdjusted, ke that of the roses of York
nnd Lancaster, by a marriage of peace, This uanlon
hue been cemintod by reciprocal benefits and conrte-
sles during the last twelve yenrs, anid no Sir Knlght
would now dare or desire to throw an apple of dis-
cotd into onr peaceful nsylums,

I will detain you no longer with detalls of onr his.
tory, Whoever may desire to know more of Pean-
svlvania Knighthood will find ample information in
the volumes which our lrarned historlographer has
published under the authority of the Grand Com-
mandery of the State.

The nsdembling of o many distingulshed members
of our Order from all sections of the country has, to
my mind, a decper meaning than u digplay of num-
bers, the glitter of regalin, the pomp of procession,
or the pleasures of social festivity. We have a higher
andd holler vocuston, While u double band of jron
lne spanned the coptinent, and bound together the
shores Of the Atlantic wnd the Pacllle with w chuin as
strong ns the interesis of commeree and industry,
there 18 a golden wire of electric communication un-
scen by the profane, buat felt everywhere, which
nnites all parta of our land by a hond of brotherhood,
The Masonle Orders, true o  theie  principles
even amid the whirlwind of passion and the
clash of arms, whispered in the ears of the
combatanta on both sides, “Ye are brethreng
love one another.,” And now that the storm
has gpent Its fury, the same brotherly love which
erewhlle stuunched the blood of the woumded, and
frave a cup of water to the dying, and fed the stary-
Ing prisoner, whether he wore the blne or the groey,
Etlll animates the breasts of Masons, and with (s
powerful attraction hes drawn together this vast
assemblage of representative men of the fraternity,
that we may know one another better and love one
noother more.

Musonry is nota political soclety, Parti=an dlsputes
cannot be lawfelly ndmitted to its lodges, chapters,
or asyluma; and yet, litflirvlﬂl[}‘ and unconscliously,
I8 infuence on the polity of the countries where It
exists 8 undeniably potent. It has always been the
friend of political lberty, and the enemy of arbitrary
power, t has always (fourished most under froe
governments, and, in return, has been one of the
trmest plllars of free Institutions, Thus by 1ecip-
rocal action and reaction freedom supports Masonry
und Masonry defends freodom. Under despotio
governments it has suffered relentless  perse-
cution, Driven from the habitations of men by
tyrannical power, its votaries congregated on moun-
taln surmmits or in sequestered glens, and umlerthe
open cunopy of henven, or in the gloomy stinde of
forests, taught thelr sublime lessons 1o neophytes in
scarch of light, But in free England, nobles and
princes have been (s patrons, and have deemed it
an honor to wilk on the level where caste and rank
are merged inoan all-embracing humanity. The third
name on the Euglish Bill of Rights, by whioh the
great charter of English liberty was wrested from
King John, was the pame of the Grand Master of
Templars  Dut Americs, more free than Engignd
Amerita, whose Constitution 18 an enlurgement and
lmprovement of the Bill of Rights and Maenu Charta,
has proved to be the most fertile ol for the growth
of Freemasonry. In Ameriea it hos kept thime and
pave with the march of political Hberty, In Americn
It has disseminated it principles anrebuked snd
unchullenged, except durliig those dark years when
popular prejudice, roused by a pretended orime,
nnid stimulated by political  clamor,  sought
to excimle (ts members from all civil oMces, amd
even to deny thom soclal recognition.  But the sober
gecoad thought of the people sacceeded to wn un-
reasoning amd fanatioal excitement, aml the Instita-
Cion which bhad survived the persecutions of Kings
and popes, and stood firm when dyoasties wore
ovorthrown and empires wrecked, demonstrated its
power to brave thoe mndness of the paople, which s
more to e deended than the wrath of Klogs  Puri-
thed from I8 dross o the furnaee of persecation, it
shone forth with brighter lustre than ever before,
and pow, counting its members by hnndreds of thoa-
sundls, it stands a mighty host against the pretens-
Bions of caste, the prejudices of race, and the en-
crogehments of power,

Put while ancient svmbolic Masonry is worlid-wide,

wud hurled them back ns the roek beats back the
wauves  Like the inpvineible Spartans, they nevar i
guircd how many their eoemies were, but where
they were, They stood s wull of steel from which
the Mohwpuoedan invaders of Christipn Eorope res
colled In dismay, aml on many & historie  teld
stemmod the tide of Iofulel conguest, and rolled
ek their hosts, which came like Satan's fallen
nnguls : —

“A multitude, ke which the popnalous North
Punved nover from ber frogen lotns, Lo piss
Iihing or the Danubp, whan her bharbarous sons
Ui, ke 'n deluge, cn the Bouth, and nilruml
Benoath Gibraltar to the Lybian sands.”

In these warg between the Crescent aud the Gros,
Enighthood saved Europe from subjogation nnd the
Christinn religion from overthrow,

What now ¢ When no armed foes assall our faith,
A0 we wear these swords to tght windmiils, ke he
oragy Knight of La Manths ! Do we strut about
with them dangliug ot our sides, g8 chiliren {alny
poldier with wooden sabres? They are the hadges
of our Order; and, more, they are sylbols of our
profession, We are no lopger summonsl 10 use
them to bew our way through quivering fesh to a

hysienl triumph, They have an esoterio lunguage,

"hey speak to us of Justice, Fortitnde, and Meroy,
I'ney teach us 1o be sure we have s rightecus cause,
to contend for it with resolute courage, to endore
hardness ux good soldiers with unfinching fortitudae,
aud 1o shew wercy W Mo vaBguisned add  Sadlau,

But wo wrestle not, Hike the fathors of our Order,
dgrainet desh and blomd, bat, ke Paul and the Ephe-
sian Ohristinns, “against the rolers of the durkuess
of this world, against spiritual wickedness In high

laces."  Here wre enemies enough for us to com-
it The infidel has changed his tactios, He to
I ger marshinls Wie gorried ranks o the open fNeld,
with bugie binre and armor's omng; his gappers
and miners are nt work ; he conceals his approaches
bukieath the surface of the ground; his paraliels are
c¢lose to our walls; he Ik excavating under the bas-
tions of our fortress, Stand firm, ye defenders of
the faith.  “Pat on the whole armor of God, that ye
may be able to withstand In the evil day, and having
done all 1o stanl.” The weapons which infidelity
now wields are urgiamonts, false dedoctions from
Eelence, mid the speculgtions of a vain philosophy ;
theories of the origin of the world withoat a Divine
Arobitect: theorles of the origin of life from the
blingl forceed of nature without the breath of God o
Viviry, without even n Prometheos to flch the vital
fame from heavon; theorles of development from »
monad fow man, whose immedinte progenitor was o
gorilin, and whose grandfather wus an ape; theories
of the reistions of the wexes which, I practioally
carried out, would shake the foundations of clvil
govlety ! theorles of wmorals which destroy the immu-

table distinetions  of  right and  wrong, and
declare that whatever s 18 rFight;: thoorles of
good and evil which merge ol partial eyl
In universnl good, and thos make evll good. To

meet these heresios no carnal weapons will svall. The
Lt tle ts it sgainst mbivl, argnment against argo-
ot true solence ngninist flse philogophy ; aboveall,
“the sword of the spirlt which 1s the word of Gaosl,*
With weupons drawn from  such an armory, anid our
feet firmly planted on the Rook of Ages which no
hostlie sappers can undorming, amdl the glorious
Cross with o oo sigon ofwees” emblagoned on our
sipndard, we mnrch to certuln victory,

It we are asked, Are Temp ars to asurp the post
cf honor which rightly belongs to the suthorized
exponnders of Christign trath T This battle 18 to he
fonght by clergy nod Inity together: and let those
who uwre protected with the trostiest armor, aond
wield the ehirpest weapons, and are best tralned
gl disciplined for the encounter, whether clorgy-
men or laymen, march to the front. 1 admit that
the clergy should stand (n the first line, but not
wlone.  The arms of Moses grew waoary in the baftie
with Amalek antil Anron and Hur supported them.
Rolet the Christian luity uphold the hands of the Chris-
tian clergy. 1 yiold to no man {n sineere respect for
those learned and ahle servants of God who preach
in their purity “the unsearchable riches of Christ.”
But they will unite with me In  regretting
that o many of thefr profession waste thelr talonta
and nentralize their infuence In secturian contro-
viersles, in disputes about forms, and ceremonles, and
ordinances, pnd canons, sl ritaals, and vestinents,
and gpencalogles.  As in the days of Paul, some said,
I nm of Paul; I, of Apollos; I, of Cephas: and 1, of
Christ; 8o in our dny oo many say, [ am of Calving
I, of Wesley; 1, of Fox; 1, of the Pope; untll we are
reidy Lo excinim, Who ls of Christ ? 18 Christ i
videid? waps Unlvin erucilied for you? or were ye
baptized in the name of Wesley

Many minlsters of the vanoas denominations are
active members of our Order, amd we lnvite all who
are worthy to enter.  With thelr assistance, Templar
Musonry wonld do more to bréak down the partition
witlis of gect, and smouth the asperities of soclesing-
teal vontroversies, and make Christians move in
solid phalanx to conguer the world for Christ, than
all the meetings of the Evaogellon! Alllance during
the last quarter of 4 ceutury,

We sometines hear the ominons questions, *Is
Chiristionity o fallure " “15 the world really any
better for it 7" One poet exclaimed In angoish duar-
ing the lute war—

"'"Twa thousand years! two thousand yoars!

Tho fiereo red eyo of earnnge stilll”
The cynie points to the wars of Christian nations
and the rivalries of Christian seots, and says o derl-
sive frony, “See how these Christlans love one an-
other!™ Nota few grave and thoughtfal men are
reudy to inquire, “Can Kindred branches of the trae
Vine which bas the good Father for a hus-
bandman bear fruits  which resemble  the
apples of Sodom moreé than the purple clusters
which give health and life to men ¢

We must detuch from the substance of Christinnity
the neoldents with which human frailty has inoam-
bered it Its essence (8 pure and holy, Its interior
spirit I8 love that worketh no (O his nelghbor.
18 outward manifestation 18 peace on enrth, good-
will to men. Christinnity 18 not responsible for the
follies and erimes which have been perpetrated in
its nnme,  These are not it natural froits, They
ure fungl, fed by the fogs of ignorance and Ghe
malarin of bigotry, which have fastened themselvos
to the noble tree whode leaves are for the healing
of the nutions,

The time bhns come, Sir Knlghts, for us to 4o more
thian we hove done hitherto (o ditfuse and defend a
pure, fervent, spiritnal Christianity—a Chirlstl ity
whose fruits sghall bw Justice, honesty, and trath,
humility im prosperity, fortitade In adversity, charlty
to the erring, consolation to the amieted, protection
to the poor pligrims of earth, deliverance to the op-
pressed, defonse of  the Innocent, penitence ror sin,
falth in our Hedeemoer—in o word, that godliness
which & proftable anto all things, having the pro-
midse of the Hle that now Is, and of that which 12 to
come"  Oh, how fur we full short of onr profession !
He who onn witness our  mysteries month  after
month with s heart untouched smd s miod lo-
diferent to their =ablime Slgnideanee, cugoges in oo
profane mockery s sl e who cian go oot from onr
asvinms w indulgs in open or seoret yices parnlyzes
his sword arm, amd puts luto the kaods of our ene-
micd i Keen weinpon to attack us.

Safery of o Stenmer.

QUEERETOWN, June 15.—Arrived, steamship Clty
of Parls from New York,
