they all unite in proclaiming itd enormily,
aud in predicting  the wolil conseqnences
which its contimunce will be sure to entail
upon the nation. As long ago ns the bogin.
ning of last Lent, the Episcopal Bishop
of Western New York warned his flock
agninst *‘the blood-gniltiness of ante-natal
infunticide” in words which only too
plainly indicated that his former private
exhortations  against  this  orime  had
failed to cheek its practice among his
people.  “If any doults existad herstoforn
8s to the propriety of my warnings on this
subject,” said the Bishop, “‘they must now
disappear before the fact that the world itself
is beginning to be horrified by the practical
results of the saerifices to Moloch which defilo
our land.” It is rather a new thing for the
Church thus to be bidden to reform itself, lest
the world should be shocked by its practical
impiety; but doubtless the reproof was well
deserved.  “‘Again T warn you,” continned the
Bishop, ‘‘that they who do such things cannot
inherit eternal life, If there be a special dam-
nution for those who ‘shed innocent blood,’
what must be the portion of those who have
no mercy mupon their own flesh 7"
The pastoral letter of the Roman Catholic
Archbishop and Bishops of the Province
of DBaltimore, punblished last month, not
only holdly denonnces *‘the daily inereasing
yactice of infanticide, especially before
l.irth," and warns the people of that Church
who are yet happily “‘strangers to this unna-
tural vice” against being tempted into it by
the example of their Protestant neighbors,
bt Iminlx ont, ns one of itk canses, “*Golless
eduncation.” ““The notoriety which this mon.
gtrous crime has obtained of late, and the
hieeatombs of infants that are annnally sacri-
ficed to Moloch to gratify an nulawful pas-
sion,” says the pastoral letter, *‘are a sutfici-
ent justifieation for our alluding to a painful
and delicate subject, which should not even
be mentioned among Christinng, The erying
sin of infanticide is most prevalent in those
licalities where the system of education with-
out religion has been longest established and
been most successfully carried out.” The
crime exeeeds in enormily the cruelty of
Herod, as the child who is slain before its
birth dies deprived of the essential grace
of baptism. *‘If." exclaims the letter, “it is
a sin to take away the life even of an enemy;
if the erime of shedding innocent blood eries
to Heaven for vengeance, in what langnage
can we characterize the double guilt of those
whose souls are slained with the innocent
blood of their own offspring?” And the
bishops do not hesitate also to denonnce, as
among the eanses which indirectly lead to this
ns well as other evils, “‘u morbid taste for in-
decent publieations,” *‘immoral or positively
obscené theatrical performances,” and “‘the
modern fashionable dances, commonly ealled
‘German’ or round dances;” the stately minuet
and the discreet cotillon being, we presume,
comparatively innoenous, while the legitimate
drama may still he witnessed by the faithfal
without contamination,

The New Bchool Presbyterian Assembly
adjourned without making any deliverance
on the subject of infanticide, although they
went further than the Roman Catholic bishops
in regard to ‘‘the socinl dance, the theatre,
and the opera;” and, by reaffirming deliver-
ances of former Assemblics on these matters,
denounced the lifting up of the heel in any
manner to the ﬂmuu% of musie, and forbade
their members even to go to hear Edwin
Booth play “Hanilet,” or to listen to Miss
Kellogg singing *Norma.” On the other
hand, the Old School Assenbly wisely avoided
Aking tithes of aniseseed and eumin, and said
nothing about saltatory amusements or dra-
matic entertainments, but manfully and
boldly ~turmed their attention to the
weighter matter of unseriptural divorzes
and infanticide, delivering a testimony
sguinst the lntter crime remarkable for its
barmony with that of the Roman Catholic
bishops, *“The horrible erime of infanticide™

. gay they, “‘especially in the form of the des.

truction by parents of their own offspring
before birth, prevails to an alarming extent.”
They, as their Roman Catholic brethren do,
ascribe this evil to the “‘constant promulga-
tion of false ideas of marringe and its dulies
by means of books, leclures,” ete., and “‘im-
ure publications;” and they very solemuly
Seclue that they regard *“the destruetion by
parents of their offspring before birth with
abhorrence, as a crime against God and
against nature;” and, *'as the frequency of
puch murders can no longer be concealed,”
they “‘warn those that are gnilty of this evime
that unless they repent they cannot inherit
eternal life,”
Thus the churches ntter their yvoices, and
it may be hoped that testimony so em-
hatie, 50 nuanimons, and 8o solemn will not
e disregarded by those to whom it is ad-
dressed. It is beyond our present purpose to
inquire why it is that the crime thus inveighed
against  prevails almost wholly mmong our
native American families, is more com-
mon in New England than in any other por-
tion of the country, and is unknown among
the Roman Catholics, Thelatter ascribe this
to the influence of the confessioual; andsome
Protestant clergymen have recently felt con-
strained to say t the one sacrament of the
Roman Church which Protestants had been
taught to look npon ss the greatest of all
Batan's devices for emcouraging immorality,
has  the tical effect ulEI saving the
Roman lic women of the land from
the commission of the orima of which
their Protestant sisters are so freguently
g:ilty.

There ave signs of diffienlty, if not of tribn-
Intion, in the Dewmocratic councils, What
shall be the issues of the party in the fall
campaign? is a question which the more
thoughtful of the Dewmocratio jonrnals are dis-
CUssIng with good temper and grent sarnest-
ness, Here and there o disposition to adhere
to the old platform is manifested. The lasson
of the Presidentinl oontest convevs o these
leaders no warning, no wmworal. Thoy main-
tain that Democratic issues are eternal, and
that sooner or later they must trinmph.  The
devotion to exploded ideas manifested by
Alexander H. Stephens has imitators in the
North and West. The number of these blind
worshipers is evidently diminishing; buat thoy
are visible in Ohio, despite Vallandigham's
conversion to common sense, and in Pennsyl-
vanin, where a strong undercurrent in favor
of Hancock's nomination for the Governorship
has suddenly come to light.

The expediency men have enltivated Mieaw-
ber's spirit,and paticutly waited for something
to turn ap, The World confessed thair ]ur.-ii-
tion when it declared the Democratio
aspect of the next canvass largely dependls
gpon the conduct of General Grant's adininis-
tration. A series of blunders at Washingion,
financial flurry or Bouthern commotion as re-
sults of Execntive action, a Treasury deficil,
whether arising frowm falling revenne or excess
of expenditurss over dppropriations, wonld
be o godsend to the builders of Demoeratie
platforms,  The Weidd has tried hard to
persuade itsell that mistakes of. this nature

that

are imminent, and the antieipation of
their oconrrence has  for the moment
seemed to smooth the up-hill pasth of

the Democracy. But hope and desire are
not selfrenlizing, and a5 yvel the prospoel of
profit from administrative errors 15 slin in-
deed.

Dut it has already nac nlui;llh[l\' 1
much in the shape of economy and unpre-
li‘lil”ﬂ}_;. )'l'iu'lir_.J reform: nnd its whole
action, thongh quiet, promises to be enduring
and effective.  Ineronsed fidelity in the col-
legtion of revenpe, reirenchment in every
branch of the public service, and o rigid de-
termination  to  avert deficiency bills by
limiting expenditures within the approprin-
tions, are characteristies which the country
will not fail to appreciate, Extravagance
and dishonesty are being checked and cured,
and the generul course of the Government is
sensible and safe.  The Werld and its friends
will therefore have to abandon the idea of
help from this quarter, or from ultraism and
error in the Republican policy. The only
chance has appeared to be in the proposed
adoption of the Alabama clpims as a Republi-
can issne: bul this danger the good sense of
the Repulilican party has averted, Mr, Cartin,
who was replied upon to start the scheme ut
the Philadelphia dinner, on Saturday, spoke
without touching the subject; and his silence
indicates the ll.uiu-ll‘ré!-i:ll"i!-i of rvelief for the
Democracy from that source, The Republican
purty does not contemplate suicide for the
specinl benefit of its opponents,

THE COAL MINERS.
Prom the N. Y. Tribmune,

While wo insist on the right of all workers
to fix a price for their lubor and refuse to sell
it for less, we do not encourage strikes. A
strike is a declaration of industrial war; and
war of any kind should ever Jbe avoided it
possible, nud accepted with profound relue-
ance, Bl war is sometimes inevitable; and
we cannot deny to laborers a right aecorded to
every other elass,  Let the farmer anderstand
that he will not be able to sell a certain crop
for so much as it must cost him, and he will
decline to produce it; so the morchant, nnder
like conditions, will refuse to buy; the me-
chanic to construet, snd so on. We do
not see¢ why coal miners should not as
blamelessly refuse to disembowel the earth
when they deem their recompense in-
ml:-limlh-. True, le}' may lllihjiltl[{i!. or be
too rapacions, aud 8o may injure themselves
as well as others by striking: but even then
they are no wore cnlpable than the farmer who
refused to gell his wheat for &2 per bushel,
and must now take #1°25 for it, or keap it
over, or the coul dealer who conspivad to pnt
np the 1.-3'51'!- of his commmii \ § last fall, and
now has most of his winter stock left over to
be sold at summer prices.  Let all men keep
the pence and obey the luws: those who do so
are not to be hl'\l‘.I‘l'L\’ l'r’}ii‘ll%t‘il for ]hlll“llj,’
their commmodity at their own price rather than
al rates fixed by those who want to buy it.

We do not fully undersiand the coal miners’
cuse, and do not presmime them more unselfish
than other men, 1If [l.u_\_' would like to gt
move pay for less work, that is @ very hnman
proclividy; if they miscalculute their power,
and iwpoverish by a step i"-'-iglle'll to enrich
themselves, they only repeat tha blunder of
mwen wiser and better informed then they are
presumed to he, But if they have—as we
hear—proposed w rendjnstment of their wages
on the basis of proportion—the lr.‘il'n' to be
paid them for cach ton of eonl minad to be
sncli a per ceul. of the price at which said
conl sells simultanecnsly in Philadelphia or
New York—then they have proposad the trae
basis of settlement, sl we shall desply re-
Bgrel o failure of the mine owners to close with
Ltheir offer,

We Leliove this city hins, for the last fen or
fifteen yeurs, obtained its fuel as cheaply, all
things considerad, as any other emporinm of
cequil megnitude on earth,  Considering the
distpnen of onr sonrees of r-\linlll_\'. and the
mgged character of the intervening country,
wo hold that New York has been well sorvel
in the matter of conl. Yet one lLmposition
been pretty nniformly practised, for
which the delvers in the Pennsylvania mines
are nowise accountable. We allude to the
very general advance of prices from 25 to 50
per cent, on the approach of winter, under
the pretense of a short supply, That pretense
is often false; it need not in any case have
been true. Coal is not a faney article: it
never gets out of fashion; and he who has
it on hand is cortain that he can sell i,
though not always at a profit.  If, then,
the deslers have an inadequate stock at
the closing in of winter, the fanlt is often
their own, and shonld not redound to their
profit, It is not now s in the infancy of the
treffic, when a hard frost in Decewber (1831)
sent up the price to 16 per ton (gold). Then
we had no railroad to the mines, and but two
ciunls ab most: now we have hall a dozen
lings of transportation which winter does not
close; end, while it is fair tocharge Hto 10 per
cent. more in winter tha in snmmer, beeanse
of the cost of storage and the higher freights
which then prevail, the frequent if uot nsual
enliancement is exorbitant, and, fulling muinly
on the needy or improvident, is very odions;
and this is the work, not of the miners, but of
the deplers alope, Yet, if the price is to be en-
Linnced, it seems 1o us naked equity that the
miners shonld shere inthe gaio; and we still
baope for an arrangement by which this will be
secured.

Of course, we shall be
found difficult to realize—that it wili lead to
cudless disputes and complioations, We do
not doubt it.  Despotism i8 the simplest form
of povernment; :-'Ln'.»l_\' tha least puezling
kysten of lebor, *1 comuuund you '!"l'_\';'
1o bother about constitutional Hoatations, no
Lipgling as to reserved rights, *‘Go to work
this iustent, you black raseal, or I'll shoot yon
dead!” What can be simpler or more con-
clusive than theat? And yet the civilized
world is discarding it, as the snake sheds its
old skin snd feels butter when fairly rid of it,

It would be ensy to stipulste that the miner
shonld Le paid for his coal, delivered at the
pit’s mouth or elsewhere, such a per cent, of
the mice at which just snch ocoal sells that
week in New York or Philadelphin (which.
éver might be its- natural market), and have
an grbiter or judge agreed on who ghould
report by telegraph exactly what that price
was.  This phun wonld obviate future  sirikes;
it would estublish a community of inlerest
between employer and employod; and it would
be some consolation to us consnmers, when
gouged by - combination of dealers to ad-
vanee prices, That the hmd-working fellows
up in the Lills must pocket n share of the
plundaer. We hope to hear that the minems,
who seem to be well orgunized and not devoid
of brains, will keep this ides in mind, and, if
obliged to forego its instant realization, study
and plan to seeure its ultimaté trinmph, It
aught to smceced, and in time we judge that
it must,
