yrchase “‘F‘ five acres, in 1819, the boundary lines

pye grodually extended until now, wlien they sur-
roanid nearly 8000 wores of the choloest part of the
city, The it scquisition of the land Known us
Wlpire-Monng,” 10w within the bounis, was made
for the purpose of obtalning a supply of water froe
from the ifpmritics of ity drainnge, and a gite for n
rosoryolr high enough 'to distribute this supply to the
Joftiest bulldings i the town. 1t was the nearest point
gufficiently high for this purpose’ lewas then outside
of the oify limits, and  maol far pway to be
thoughit of ‘as a resort for Ii¢ recreation. The

foundation of ‘the Fairmount Works, Phlladeiphia
reposed in the ‘bellel of thelr unsurpasgable exeol-
jence and thelr perpetaity; and dndecd did pot be-
come fully awake from this pleasant dream for about
furey [)'L'nﬂl-

Trade and’ human industry had bhroken in upon the
guiet of the rural scene, and had driven oul the de-
seendunts of the apclent dwellers at the country
sonts some years bofore the clty anthoritles made
the unwelpome discovery that their cup of water
wils (n danger of hecoming & polsoned challes, No
wouner did this suspieion take n tangible shape than
the men of action urged prompt measnres to put
awny the neiplent evil,

An opportunity offered for buying the estate known
a8 Lemon Hill, containing forty-five acres, lying
nearer to the forebay of the Watar Works than noy
other lnrge:nren of - open land, and B0 located as to
pour its surface waters directly inio the current tha
supplies the city reservoirs.  In Revoliitionary times
i1 was the country geat of Hobert Morris, the patriot
financler, I 1544 16 became the property of the city
at & cost of §716,000, An advanced position was now
attmined; but no park for the pulile os yet grew oat
of it The eMeigls who obfalned control of the
grounds wirdeh were intended to be maintained as
elysian flelds, suffered them to become almost a pao-
demoniom, ‘The contest was again commenoced, and
wis vigorously maintalned for twenty years with
variable resulte,  The first dawn of success appeared
towards the close of the year 1555, 1o an ordinande of
Councils approved the 2sih of Beptember, which
“levoted and dedicated to public use, as o park, the
Lemon Hil) estate, to be known by the nmme of
Falrmount Park.” _

Iu 1857, by n concerted effort, snhscriptions
amounting to §60,000 were obtatned for the purpose
of buying and presenting to the city the estate
known a8 Sedgeley, containing about thirty-fonr
acres, situated between Lemon Hill and the Spring
Garden Water Works, the price of which was
§125,000. The land was bought and tendered o the
city, subject to a mortgage for the balance of the
purchase money.

From thig pericd the forward movement mot with
diminlehipg impediment:  Getion was soon  after
taken by Conneils for Ing ing out and lmproving Falr-
mount Park, sod making L more picess i pubile
use: plans were lnvited wnd recelved ; one of them
wus acoepted and obtained the premium ofered,
Proceedings were instituted for obtaining r-‘.mswmmn
of the neck of land between the Water Works and
Lemon Hill, resulting in its conveyance 1o the city
under & jury award for §58,000.

Numerons memorials urged upon the Clty Conne-
cils and the Legislature of the State measures for
gecuring land upon the western btk of the Schuyl-
kill: small in area, as first asked for, but growing
from time to time in the area demanded, in propor-
tion as the public mind expanded to the (nll grasp of
the important question ut [ssue, A pnrlf of four
citizens, npon learning that o large tract, which they
deemed Indispensable to the complete protection of
the water, was to be had at n price which would

robably make it adesirable object for privite specn-
rn.uun. and, If 8o disposed of, would retard or even
frustrate an essential rt of the general plan,
Jbonght it on thelr individual responsibility and ten-
dered It to the city at the price they pald. This se-
cured to the public the noble estate of Landsdowne,
containing over one hundred and [orty acres, nt o

‘0;}: m?“ got of the General Assembly of the Com-
monwealth of Pennsylvania, approved the 20th day
of March, 1867, “the titie to and ownership of the
area of ground” therein d geribed *was veated in
the city of Philudelphia, to be lald out and main-
tained Torever as an open public place and park, for
the health and enjoyment of the people of sald city
and the preservation of the water supply of the city
of Philadelphia.”

Under thig aot the Park Commission was oreated,
They organized, and ot an eurly meeting guve their
attention to the purifivation of the water; and they
advocated still greater additions to the Park, border-
ing on both skles of the river. A Committee on
Land Purchages was appointed, and under their
superintendence the Park became enlprged to the
extent of 2940 geres. 1n 1508 Jesse George dedionted
to the city the property known as. George's HilL
Some ldea of the immensity of this tract of Innd muy
be formed from the fact of the bunndaries definitely
fixed by law,which are exclusive of the Wissahlckon
Valley and Hobert's Holiow, on being carefully run
and measured, were found to have an aggregate
length of ffty-three thonsaud feet, or ten miles and
& small fraction.

The special survey for ascertalning the best loca-
tion for o sewer in the river valley, to protect the
stream from the polluting currents poured out from
dye-houses and other manufacturing establishments
al Mansyunk and istervening points, has been com-

on of the Rne ghows no extraordinsgry difficalty in
obtaining gradients which will insure "a proper flow
of sewage matter ; and that this work, so essential to

The length of the Friucl drives, inciuding those
along the Schuylkill and the Wissahlckon, will be
not far from thirty miles, without counting the bri-

I'sising nlong Lanasdowne Ledge, the drive re-
vonln continually chaogiog views of the lake-dike
surface of the river, bounded by bold clith that are
clothed with verdure from the wator 10 the gky.

At the northern terminus of the ledge it hends west-
ward along the southern edge of Belmont Valley.
At the point of turning may be seens remarkable
group of chestnut sprouts standing around the fire-
eaten shell of thelr parent toee, which §s thirty feet

lnsm.l\.

Near at hand are several other chesnut strees of
immense sige, probably the offspring of the giant
relie. A clrcular concourse under 5\& ahadow of
these trees, and surrounded by a score of the same
species of varlons ages, 18 named ‘Chesnat Ring.”
A short distanee west of this spot etand some nobie
onks, remarkable for symmetry and vigor, which
suggest the nnme of Druld Way for the lm-uli't)r. At
this Imint converge all the footwalks that have been
winding along the shaded slopes of Landsdowne
Valley, and from the river shore, some sing ovar
ruggeed helghta along a precipitous ledge, gnarded
by o ralling, and  others meanderiog along the
horders of Helmont run. Rustic seata are placed
mlong Druid Way for repuse of pedestrians, who may
haere join thelr carringes on the adjncont drive, or
rest before golng afoot to the sammit of George's
HUL o badf mile further west,

The concourse on Goorge's I 18 tho destination
and present terminus of the drive and paths now
under constrction.  When these are compieted,
the work Is to be continued ns ordered by the
Board of Commissioners until it reaches Belmont
and Ridgeland and Chamounl, revealng scenery
that may become the snbject of a future aketch,

Pausing for the present on George's HilL the gazae
of the visttor 18 dirceted sonthward and castward
upon & wide panormms cmbracitng more than one-
fourth of the horizon, In the distance the view
takes In the forests of New Jersey and the waters of
the Delaware,

Tn the middle ground les the clity with its eroawded
chimueys and its many spires and domes, while at
the feet, almost, of the ohserver 8 a broad plain
covered with verdore, and with wvarious crops of
farm and garden calture, snd racal bulldings stand
in the midst of these sorroundings in the goiet re-
pore of country life. 'The length of drive laid out for
completion this season 18 abont six miles, and the
return from s extremily may be by the more direct
course of the river road, now in use, making a con-
tinuous circnit of nine miles: or, by retracing the
Vista Drive, giving a ride of twelve milos. The
width of the drive s generaily about two rods or
over thirty feet, widoned sometimes to fifty foet, aucd
on the concourses to one hundred, and two hundred
feet, and narrowed to twenty-tive feet for short dis-
tances at a few points wiere the full width wouald
destroy valuable trees,

The walks and paths now opened here are about
five miles in extent, andiofl various widths, ranging
from six to nine feet, the greater portion belng elght
feet whde, These walks are to be extended during
this season to twice their present length,

The surfaces of these ronds are as yet of the natu-
ral soll, which may pogsibly be kept smooth and dry
by careful surface dralnige during the summer;
but the frosts of winter and the thawing oot in
spring would destroy this pleaspnt surfpce, making
It meedrol to give the more costly nnd less elaatie
surface of broken gtone, which ia to e applied be-
fore next winter,

To provide convenient acoess to these walks for
the great body of citizeny who do not come in thelr
own oonvevanoes, and for whose recreation the
Fark is largely designed, o commodions Ianding for
steamboats and small oraft i8 to be established on
the west shore of the river, near Columbla bridge,

Froni the vieinity of this landing the walks diverge
to Belmont and Landsdowne and George's Hill,

Besldes this agreeable approach by water, the Park
I8 reached at Its most remote naugles by short walks
from street passenger lines, On the west, one line
passes Forty-first street o few blocks south of the
southern border, and another approaches still nearer
to its western angle at Filty-second street.  And the
Reading accommodntion lnes thke passengers closc
to its northern angies at the Falls of Schuylkill. On
the castern border the lnes of approach are nome-
rous. No less than five lines pass directly to the
various gates along this boundary.

SEIZURES.

Confiseations in Baltlmere for Violating the
Revenue Lnwes.
From the Baltimore Awmeriean, June 21,

We have known for several days past that one
of the most important seizures ever made under
the Internal Revenue lnws has been effected by
the revenue officers in this supervision distriet;
but at the request of the otlicers having the
matter in charge, we have untll now deferred
any reference to it.  The particulars of this
selzure are as follows: —About two weeks since,
upon inforination received at the office of
the Supervisor of Internal Revenue, Mr. Alex-
ander Fulton, in this city, that officer proceeded
to make an inspection of the large establishment
known as Ulman's distillery, situated at Bouth
Bide, Baltimore county, on the Whashington
turnpike, u short distance south of Gewynn's
Falls Bridge. The result of this Inspection was
the lzgue of an order by the Bupervisor to the
Collector of the Fifth District, General Stanton,
to geize all the property found at this locality,
including the buildings, machinery, and appu-
rutug, and about 2000 gallons of rye whisky,
the value of the entire property being, ot o
moderate computation, not less than F500,000.
It was discovered that through the conuivance
or culpable neglect of the Government officers
until lately In charge of this distillery, the
most ample facllities had been afforded to the
owner of this distillery to  perpetrate
wholesnle frands upon the revenue. The
various sections of the Revenue law regulating
distilleries, nnd the lmposition and collection ot
taxes on distilled spirits, had been violated al-
most without exeeption; and without entering
into particulars, which will be developed in the
course of the legal proceedings ere long to take
place before the United States Distriet Court in
this cjty, we may sy, generally, that many
strapge tricks of the whisky trade have been
discovered, The law regulating and providing
for the strict custody of the product of the still
by the Governmentofficials, the gauger and store-
keeperassigned to dutyatthe distillery had been
utterly ignored and sei at defiance. The cis-
tern-room und warchouse, which the law and
regulations presume to be always under the close
custody of Government locks, in the charge
of storekeeper and ganger, had been suffered to
be in complete control of the distiller, who
seems to have set up a compounding or rectify-
ing establishment in the latter apartment,
whereby in addition to arrangements for cheat-
ing the innocent consumers of new old rye into
the delusion that what they are drinking is of
almost veperable age, by Infusions of peach
juice, oak shavings, ete., the most brilliant faci-
lities were also afforded for defranding the
iovernment of nalarge share of the tax due
from the products of the still This
immense distillery is the largest and most comn-
Elutu in this section of the conntry, ecapa-

le of producing not less than two thousand
five hundred gallons of whisky per dlem. Some
idea of the mugnitude and extent of the esta-
blishment avd its capacities may be inferred
from the fuct that the owner has just completed
u new bonded warehouse, capable of storlog not
less thun twelve thousand barrels, which is also
included in the property now under selzure,
Thetrinl growlng out of this seizure, for the for-
feiture of the immense property and the recov-
ery of numerous pe:m]l.'t:a and fines charged to
have been incurred by the proprietor of this dis-
tillery, A. J. Ulman, will (lluu iless be one of
the most important that has ever taken place
under the Revenue lnw.,
