The Grapeshot Fillbusters—Their Fate,

A corres nt writes from Havana, June 10:

The newe from Santingo Is only one day later
than that given in my last letter, nud furnishes
nothing concerning the afinirs of the district
worth mentioning. About the one hundred and
more filibusters landed upon the coast of the
District of Baracao, the Buntiago papers an-
nounce that most of them have either been
killed or captured in the mountalns of Las
Cachillae; that the captured, some tweénty-five
In number, are on thelr way to Santiago,
and that preparations were being made
in that city for their cxecutlon, Governor
Latorre having resolved to have them all shot
within twenty-four hours after arrival. Oune-
half are said to be Cubans, and the other half
Amerieans, Germans, Dominicans, and Mexi-
cang. A private lettor from an Eoglish resident
of Santingo gives somewhat different particn-
Jars of this Allbustering expedition from those of
the Spanish papers.  According to it the vessel
that landed the men wos the schooner Grape-
ghot, from Puerto Plata, on the north coast of
RBanto Domingo. The number of persons landed
was 120, composed mostly of young Cubans,

Guadanavaya' the place of  debarkation,
wnd a most unsuitable onpe, being some
twenty-five miles from an  insurgent
camp, in a portion of the district of
Baracuo J"’“ﬂﬁ snpplied with water and provi-
slons, and with but few horses and earts near

at hand so pecessary for carrying the arms
and ammunition brought, to the luterior of the
island, On the 8d, a few hours after landing,
40 men were sent ofl to establish communications
with the insurgeuts, while the remaining 80
tarrled near Guadanavay, a8 guiards over the
war material of the expedition. The first lot,
aecordluﬁ to the letier, hos never been at-
tacked by the Spaniards, but the second
was forced by a superior number of sol-
diera to abandon Guadanayays on the bth, and
take rofuge in the Cuclifllas mountains, where
they were followed, and nearly all killed or cap-
tured, losing all the war material they had with
them, conslsting of four mountiin howitzers,
8§00 Remington riflea, and 60,000 cartridges. The
Spaniards did not annibllate the 50 filibusters
without considerable resistance, losing from 40
to 50 men in killed and wounded In the several
enconnters had with them, Pecro Armenteros
Is stated by the lotter, the same as by the
Spanish accounts, to have commenced the ex-
pedition.

A new nnd darin expurlmenl is noted by the
Pall Mall Gasette:—**The Invarlable fallure
which bas hitherto attended nautical expeditions
to the Areti¢ regions hns Induced two Erench-
men,; Messicurs Tissandler and de Fouviells, to
undertake the enterprige of reaching the North
Pole in & balloon. The machine In which the
bald adventurers aro about to embirk on thelr
perllous journey, and which s appropriately
numed ‘Le Pole Nord,” Is now belng completed
in the Champ de Mars, which the government
have placed at thelr disposal for the purpose.
The monster balloon, beside which even the
famons Geant would seem n mere toy, will con-
taln over 10,000 eubic metres of gas, and I8 com-
posed entirely of a cloth munufactured from
caoutchone, which will allow of great expansion
In the rarefled strata of the atmosphere, the
seame uniting the different plecos lor o total
lepgzih of three English miles. The car, n mar-
val, it iz sald, of strength and lightness, is con-
strocted to carry ten passengers, 4000 pounds of
hallast, and provisions for a month. We can
only hope this bold enterprise moy be attended
with better Juck than the werinl fight of the
Geant In 1808."

AMOXG THE MOUNTAINS.

The Becond Day of the New Jersey
Editorial Excursion—From Belh-
lehem to Beranton—A Ride
Over the “Bwitch-Back”
Railrond at Mauch
Chunlk.

Frovm Our (hen Corvespondent,
Scpaxrox, Pa, June 24,

At T o'clock this morning the New Jersay Editorial
Excurgion party left Bethichem ina spedial train
provided by the Lehigh Valley Rallroad, Maoch
Chunk being deslgnated 8 the next atopplog-place,
Between these two poinis, however, two brief pauses
were maide, the first at Hokendaugua, nine miles
from Bothlehem, wt which place are located the
Thomas Iron Werks for the mannfucture of pig-iron,
on & larger soale, 1t Is snld, than at any other estab-
lishment in the tountry, The buriness s certainly
conducted on o glgsntic seale, the two engines
which Impel the alr into the hiasting fMrnace belng
cach of one thousand horse-power. The excursion-
ists were conducted over the entire establishment,
and then, after resumiog their journey for twelve
miles, made another pause to inspeot the operations
of the Lehigh Slate Works, in Slatington, in which
Intge numbers of Welshmen are engaged (o nnearth-
fng the materieh from the most extenslve guarries in
the world.

AL 9 o'olock Mauoh Chunk was reached, The pe-
cwliar configuration of the Jand in this vieinity has
rendered It impossible to bulld & town after the or-
dinary modern style. At the base of the lofty hills
which skirt the Lehigh river, a fow tortuouns
#treets have been lald out and crowded with build-
Ings, principally devoted to business purposes. The
town has aldo crept up the sloping hill sides, the
summits of which attain an elevation of about 800
feet, and on & small platean at an elovation of 215
feet a large number of bulldings are grouped
together, with the designation of Upper Maueh
Chunk, The most noticeable structure in the town
is the private residence of the Hon. Asa Packer,
which projects from the hillside and overlooka the
lower portion of the town. On this steep and rogged
spot o large and handsome dwelling has been
erécted, surrounded by extensive grounds In which
the choloest treed and rarest fowers are found in
abundance,

The ohief attractien for the stranger (n the vicinity
and the one on sceing which the excuralonlsts were
especially bent, I8 the “Switch-Back” Rallroad, which
Is identified with the interests of the place. Provions
to 1817, the rich stores of anthracile coal whose
présence in the neighborhood was far from belng a
secret, were unavallable because of wie apparent im-
possiblity of getting the mineral to market. But in
that year Josinh White and 8, F. Hanto made a re-
connolssance of the Lehilgh river and the surround-
ing territory, and the result of thelr visit was the
copstruction of roads from the mines to the river.
These roads were ordinary turnpikes, over which the
coal was hauled in wagons, esach drawn by two horses,
A Beries of dams were construoted to ussist in the
pavigation of the river, and In this way the Lehigh

Coal and Navigation Company had its
origin. As  early a8 1832, this com-
pany gave employment to  about  four
hundred miners, and &t the present day

its operations hiave been extended on such s scale
that when the mines worked by it are under fall
hendway about Afteen hundred men and flve hun-
dred boys are employed, these lshorers representing
a populfation of nearly ten thousand souls, It wia
in the year 1847 that the beginnings of the road
known as the “Switch-Back" were made, but not
until 1845 was the device of steep inclined planes
reforted to. At AOrst the loaded coal cars reached
the river by the force of their own gravity avera
gtreteh of romd having an eansy desoent, the empty
corm being pulled back to the mines by mules, By
gradunl steps the road at Tast assumoed s presont
ocharncter as one of the greantest feals of railroad
englnecring ever acconplished,

The excursion party reached the base of Mount
Pisgah, where the road commences, at abont half-
past nine o'clock and viewed, many of them with
fedlings, approaching consternation, the formldable
We stand upon a small platean
eclovated 340 feel above the level of the river, and be-
fore us rises Mount Plegah to the height of dé4 fect,
the entire prospect of which, from our slandpoint,
I8 povered with verdure excepting a narrow strip
from bese to summit, along which runi a donble
rafiroad track,. The ageent measures 2840 feet, hav-
ing a grade of oné foot in four, or at an angle of about
18 deg. These are the actunl Dgures, but as we
glanoe ut the ascent it sppears far more formidable,
andl & shiver thrills our frame at the thought of
creeping up it ln an open car, with swift and absoluts
ruin a8 the sole result of & mishap. Yeb nota passen-
ger who has ever been drawn to the summit has
been killed, Among the cars placed at our service to-
day were three or four small covered vehicles, which
ware gallantly allotted to the ladies, the greater por-
tion of the party, separated into three divisions,
being accommodated with sests on open trucks,
tamporarily arcanged for the ocemsion. At the top
of the ascent I8 an engine of 40 horse-power, hy
which two enormous wheels are revolved, Aronnd
®ach of these are passed two lron bands about fyve
ineches in width, and by & slmple winding process the
empty coal oars, and, a8 on the present ocoasion, the
trains of living beings are dragged up the ascent at &
rattiing pace, about fve minutes belng ovoupled in
gunining the summit, Between the two tracks ia a
stout iron bar, presenting o series of projecting
notokes, along which slides o frame-work of the
same material fastened securely to a heaviiy-bai-
lngted truck whish brings up the rear ol each train,
and to which the iron bands are attached, If any
acoldent to the machinery, or any fracture of the
bands should chance Lo ooeur, the frame-work met-
tioned would be Instantly cRught npon the notohes,
and the reckless and disastrous descent of the train
prevented., So admirable i this arrangement that,
A8 HOON A8 we were fulrly under-way, the first train
having started ot o quirter before 10 o'clodk, & foel-
Ing of absolute gecurity repluced all our fArat misgiv-
lnge, and the novelty of the agcent to those who hd
never made it befere, imparted to the adventure @
rare and upanticipated attraction,

At the top of Mount FPlsgaul s pause of sbhout ten
minutes 8 made to glve us & gllmpse at the marvel-
lous view of the conntry ronndahout, The Lehigh
river, llke & thread of sllver, winds it8 tortuous way
wmon g the hills which spring up as évery point, and
we can trace {15 course to the Lehigh water gap,
twi lve miles distant, where It enters the gate of the
Blue Ridge, and i lost to gur present view. Camped
together on the narrow ledge which I8 interposed
between the base of Bear Mountain and the river
lies Manch Chunk, whiah, it must be confessed, looks

far more stirpctive from (s lofty standpoint than
when we sténd In 8 very midst, The distanse
wnd the elevation rob the town of s
robghfand angular features and lend enchantment
to the view, The constant succession of barren and
ver ure-covered oones {mparts to the scenery so
many siriking contvusts, the Hghts and shadows play
with such fantastio grace upon the projecting clims
and the strips of yerdure, the whole prospect pre-
sents such o view of wild and lmposing grandear
that to beheld It onoe I8 to Awell bpon it often in
after times ns one of the fondest memories of the
pust.

81t rtl g on the second stage in the Jrarney, from
an ¢ Jevation of ovar (00 feet above the river level, &
Journey of soven miles follows down o grade rang-
ing bétween o8 pnd 400 feok to the mile, the curs
Htgmlod solely by thelr own gravity, and at

and holds the planots to thelr appointed courdes—is
our only propelling power, imparts to our rapid
fight u pecullar and exhilarfing sensation which |«
quite Inseparable from the occasion aml Ity sur.
roundings,

Having dosconded about thrée hnndred feetl sinee
lewving the top of Mount Plagah, wo at last iné onr.
sclvas at the base of Mount Jefferson, alx huadred
feat ahove the level of the river, Here anothor
plune; stliar to the one encounterad at the outaet,
I8 before, the height being 462, which s gained by
an ascent of 2070 feet in the sume fashion as before,
except thal a different contrivance s ased for cheok-
Ing the downward motion of the traing In case of
nceident, consisting of lange lron clamps ut the roar
o1 the truck car, the sharp points of which would
enter the ground amd being the train Lo a sudden
stundstill in the event of an accident,

Starting on our second downward stage, from the
top of Mount Jefferson, where our elevation s about
1060 feet, gravity I8 aguln subatituted for steam as o
modye pawer, and after proceeding about one mile,
wea come to Summit Village, & straggling colller town,
near which are situated the exhanstioss coal mines
of Panther Creck. The miners suspended operations
on the sth of May laat, and have not yet resumed, o
that the town swarms with crowds of men and boys
for whose 1dle hands the Devil, a8 18 his wont, tinds
pienty of work,

From this point we make the ciréuit of the mines,
and return to our starting-place at the foot of Mount
Fisgah, encountéring two more piagnes in onr way,
known ns Panther Oreek Plones, Nox 1 and 3. The
latter I8 the first reached, sbout 500 feet having been
lost in the descent from Mount Jefferson towards 1t,
over & distance of five miles. The perpendicular
helght is but 200 feet, and the length of the plane
about 1800 feet, making an easy nscent. Panthoer
Creek Plane No, 118 two miles distant, and over this
portion of the ronte we go at a terrible rate of spead,
#6 the desoent s fully 180 feat. The last plane hos o
perpendicular helght of 876 feet and an ascont of 2400
feet, our elevation at the top, os we start on the
home stretch of about nine miles, belng about 1050
fedt, At the two Panther Creek Plancs a wire rope,
an ineh and a half in dinmeter, 18 substituted for the
wide fron bands used for dragging the trains up the
two planes, but in all other respects the pscent 18
mude (n essentinlly the same manner as before,
fl'Ihe portion of the road which sweeps aronnd from
Summit Village by the colleries back to the same
point I8 very crooked, frequent zgzags being re-
quired to accommodate it to the conformation of the
surface. Its general outline, however, I8 circular.
Tutil within seven years past this was not the case.
The train formerly rushed down a slope, and was
carried up a slight elevation by 168 own momentum.
Here i came to & stand still, and agaln being started
In a direction opposite to its first movement, de-
seended another glope, being turned aslide to the
sccond track by & sclf-regulating switch termed a
Sewitch-back.” The momentum here acquired sent
it up still another slupe, where the same operation
was effected, and ¥ then drove aronnd a sharp curve
down the third slope towards the pest regular plane,
About seven years sgo, this lage “switch-back”
wos  abandoned for the present route, bot
two small “switch-backs" are still In use, one at the
foot of each of the Panther Creek Planes. In the
valley of Panther Creek, beyond Summit Village, we
panse for Afteen minutes to take a peep into the
cavernous entrance to Coal Dale Mine, No, 8, a dark,
damp, dangerous-looking hole In the side of the hil),
from which come ominous gleams of lght and a
heavy stream of alr which chillg us to our bones,

The entire journey i8 about twenty-five miles in
length, and occupled us to-day Just three hours in
making 118 ¢ireuit, But the ume devoted to it has
been well spent. It presented a constant succession
of novelties, and a rare sensution of mingled danger
antl gecurity, which will long remaln fresh in our
minda.

First he made 4 saw
of a plece of the iren of which his bed frame was
constructed, with which saw he conld cut wood,
Then taking 4 board forming a shelf, he split it in
pléces, und made a square by tying the ands of two
|Jlecu ot right nmﬁlu. Haolding one end of this in his
inhd, be could thrust the square through the inter-
stices of the bars of his door, which sets ln a recess
in the wall, and, turning the Instrument down, he
could bring the other angle on a line with the Key-
hole on the outward side and elghteen Inches from
the Ingide of the door, Next he made g Key—an im-
provement on his former one—from a plece of thick
1 taken from his ratlon dish.

The Paris Jowrnal Officlal contains o report
nine columns in lepgth on civil and commercial
justice In France, from which It appears that
15,104 sulits were laid before the imperial
courts last year, while the870 civil tribunals had
124,752 cases loseribed on thelr rolls. Though
divoree does not flonrish, still there were 2810
demands for judicial separation, 2181 supara-
tlons were decreed, 254 applieations were re-
jected, and in the remaining cases o reconcllla-
tion was effected.
