And in
moments like these, most of us have pondered
why it is that this peenliar form of musical
art should be degraded into a wretched elap-
trap exhibition, to be wreaked upon unoffend-
ing people who accept invitations given with
parent kindness and good faith. Why is
e piano, of all other instrnments, to ba a
oorpus vide for all persons, with or withont
musioal organization, to play fantastic tricks
upon? A man does not lemn to play
upon the organ or the violin uullms
he feels moved thereto by some spe-
cinl faculty, some innate yearning.
With the piano, we begin by makin
it a necessary article of furniture; an
when we have got it, of course we must show
that we kuow what is done with snch things.
It is the pride, the ambition, the business of
ladies to be agreeabls and entertaining in the
drawing-room; music is agreeable; therofore
the mampulation of the piano must be part of
# ““finished” young lady's education. A boy
may have o sinecere love and an obvions taste
for music, and find under our present system
of school and university education scarcely
any enoonragement for his taste or opportu-
nity for his talent; rather it will be stigma-
tized by grave and reverend seignors as a
mischievous temptation, incompatible with
serious pims in life, But let a girl betray
the most hopeless ineapacity for compre-
hending either harmony or melody—it is all
one, learn she must. It is part of her edu-
eation, of her duty in life, that she should be
able to play a rattling fantasia at leastas vigo-
rously as her neighbors, the Misses Brown
and Jones. Hence the murderous sounds
which go up to the gods from a thousand aea-
demies dpily; and thus it is that countless
young girls, to whom we look for the mainte-
nance or the elevation of the tone of society
in England, spend a large part of the hest
days of their youth in what E) many of them
is but a dreary mechanical exercise, and to all
is a sacrifice of time and trouble guite dispro-
portionate to the end attained. The time
which might be employed in gaining real
knowledge and cultivation of mind and char-
acter is employed in achieving a taleat for de-
basing & beautiful art.into a showy mechani-
cal display distasteful to themselves and wea-
risome to others,

But it is not a law of nature that tha piano
in the house should be merely an instrument
of wood and wire for the exhibition of digital
dexterity, Of itself, it is the portal of an
ideal world, mn ‘‘ivory gate" of dreams, af-
fording to the jaded spirit easy refuge from
the work-a.day world, And the very canses
which have combined to make it 80 popnlar
an instroment—namely, its facility of manipu-
lation and its versatility of effect—are just
those which render It so peculimly happy a
means for bringing musical art into onr homes.
The powers of the instrment are restricted,
it is true; nevertheless, it is capable to a groat
extent of imitating and recalling effects only
to be attained through more mnple and costly

media. The many-voiced symphony, the
chorus which has awakened the echoes of
Exeter Hall, the organ and anthem which

shook *‘the prophets blazoned on the panes”
at the Abbey, may all be recalled on the piano
in a manner bearing somewhat the same rela-
tion tothe original effect that an engraving

g bears to & painting—giving form and outline,

and leaving the colors (and much besides,
alis!) to huagination. One of the most re-
nowned pianists of the time told the writer of
this article that when he played for his own
lensura he never played piano-forte music;
is delight was to take an orchestral score
aud tr_\"im\w much of its effect he could repro-
duce from his single keybourd. To do this
well s not given fo everybody; but something
may be ackieyed in that way by a true player,
and aiother plensant form of domestic art
study is found in the endeavor to represent
on the piano the combined effect of voiee and
accompianiment; a kind of }wrf_ununuae whioh
demands coneentration o mind a8 well as
delicacy of finger, and which certainly appeals
to higher artistic facultics than 4he execution
of olattering fantasiay on pular sire, Above
all, if e 1 st pisnaforte musie proper,
such as has been written by true masters of
their apt, who did pot work for slumn”whnt [y
world aﬁmdﬁal(.hingndo wae find —"‘sounds

cormmonplace, the bare presence of a pisno
does then and there furuish moans for ipstan-
tuneons ;,;:'lt from sueh mundane ATNNOYATIONS,
bringing nt onea light into the gloom, and
kindling the mind with nobla and besutifal
ideas,  And, looking n! the matier from this
point of view, may wo not be pardoned for
Tocling eontompt for that kind of prostitution
of music in our drawing-rooms which modern
eduention has ereated and fostered? Musioal
odueation, for the modt part, goes morsly to
the ritainment of a cortain routine mashani-
ol dexterity, Among those who make muasic
their profession, it is, of conrse desirable that
o bigh standard of exeentive power should be
muintained; thongh Beethoven daclared that all
publie performers sesraed to him to lode éx.
prossion and feeling exnctly in proportion as
they guined in execution. Bul nothing can
be u more silly waste of time than for ama-
teurs to attemipt those showy diffionlties which
are the best stock in trade of too many pro.
fessional [‘Hl"i“t-\. Thoy ean rarely be really
snocessful; and if they do suceced the game
in not worth the eandle, for the end attained
is only at the expemse of valusble time which
might have been much hettor employed.
Wlhat we want in our socinl mestings is not
to have the pinno kept going, like a mill,
ngringt an opposing torrent of conversation,
bt to have music that is worth listening to
well played, if people wish for it and will
listen to it, and not otherwise; and if half the
time spent by young ladies at school in ex-
carsions up and down the key-board wers
oconpied in learming something wbout musie
us dn oart, some of us might have less reason
to dread the sight of *‘the piano in the house."
