You are not to value yourselves or your performance
by the deceltful measures which the conventionali-
ties of the world have set up. No matter how
humble the statlon to which ¢lronmstANCes mMAay con-
tine you, the hand of God will be with you and over
you, and will guide you through the obsScurest paths
to His predestined glorious ends.  All labor s

After the degrees had boon conferred, and the
names of the distinguished and merltorions read,
Daniel Steinmets, Esq., President of the Board of

Mr, Langdon C. Stewardson, to whom was allotted

the hardy adventurers gained the summit, and 48 the
morning sun burst its corements, and cast ita broad
effulgent ruys over the land, it caosod each lttle

Valloys, to glisted and sparkle with & new hope, &
pew joy, a bew life,

Thus was displnyed to the conquerors the mighty
Government of 1he Ineas, cove miles upon e
of surface, and yet controlled by & single heml.
Complete submisslon was exacted, not only from

the common herd, but even from members of the
royal houpe, Bevere and pirict Jnws were (mposed
-

upon the people, and thelr motions both physical
and mentid were confined In narrow limits, Added
to thesg dekpotho laws was the cerfalnty that none
cun!dﬁun luﬁ the position in which thoy were
born. The tand grand right of elevating him-
#elf above the mass of the people WAk not granted
to the Peruvian, 11 he was born abject, 8o he must
remain; and the poor siave, tolllug on from day to
duy worked out hin allotted task on earth, and then
departed to the land where the weary are at rosi,
and from whioh there is no return,  But this is the
durk side of the pioture, If the laws of Peru seam
overbearing in these respecis, thers are many other
clroumntances which show it %0 have been one of
the most nearly perfect forma of government in
the world's history. If po man could becomo
amMuent, none at least oould be redoced Lo poverty,
The arm of the law was stretched ont to sive Lho
fecble and Yelpless. Free from vice, ocoupled with-
ot being overtaskoed, protected from ruvnn)- nnd
wretchedness, each man lved happy snd contentod,
axrd died lnynf 1o A government so truly patriarohal,
Thus when we contompiate the admirable adapta.
tion of the means to the ond, when we consider the
manner in which the welfare of the inhabitants was
cared for.and when we see how the people fiourished
and prospered under this rule, the whole aystem
cannot but elicit our most sipoere and earnest mlml-
ration,

But In the midst of this scene of public and do-
maoestic tranguillity cnme the Spaniard,  Armed with
weapons that awed the superstitious natives into
submission, he set hig fron heel upon the ground
henceforth to call him master. Battle suocoeedoed
battle, mussacre followed masspore, knd s the poor,
impoverished, scattered bands clustersd upon the
summits of thelr beloved hille—their Inst refuge—
they saw thelr grentness dying away, thelr Gsvern-
ment crumbling nto dust, and thelr conatry thelrs
no lopger, And as the golden sun set inthe distant
heavens, i]ImuilmlinE for a few short momaonts the
hoary heads of the Slerra, and cregping in and out
its lttle cracks and flssures, as I reluctant to abandon
his children In this the hout of thelr need, he ln-
rinted o last, Tarewell, lingering Kis8 upon the
urren peaks, nnd he was gone, and all was shrondea
In darkness.

Alte-
rarions which at frst seomed harsh and incapable of
good have been productive of the most benefloial
effects, and have shown most concluslvely your em-
clency 1or the post you hold and our utter Inoapacity
to judge of yoor abilities. We wonld then, In con-
clusion, render yon our warmest thanks; hopliug that
God will prosper you kn your andertakings and bring
