The Dusseldori Academy.

The celebrated Academy of Fine Arts in
Dussoldorf has just celebrated the fiftieth
anniversary of its foundation, It dates from
1767, when the Electoral Prince Charles Theo-
dore of Pfalz-Sulzbach eollected in a gallery
the treasures of art he had inherited from his
]ll’('t‘lm'l,‘hmn‘ and those he had ill?l[\lil‘dd him-
self, sugplementing the gallery at the same
time by a school of art., The establishment
almost censed to exist when the county of
Berg fell in 1750 to Bavaria, and the Electoral
Prinee Maximilian Joseph had the pictures rve
moved toMunich, where they still remuin, under
the pretense of” putting them in a place o
safety, on account of the threatened war be
tween DPrussia and France, The Bavarian
Prine¢e also invited Langer, the talented dirvec-
tor, to Munich in order to found a new
acndemy in that city, While Dusseldorl was
in the hands of the French, the former
Acndemy only vegetated as » needy drawing-
sehool.  Prossia acquired Perg, and imme-
diately the restoration of the Academy was
decided on, but a few years passed over be.
fore wuch was done, as the Government had
in view the establishment of n polytechnic
fchool in connection with it. At length, in
1814, a satisfactory plan was wrought out with
the aid of Peter von Cornelius, and approved
of by the Govermment, It was resolved to
separate the polytechnic school (which is now
in Aix-la-Chapelle) from the Academy, and to
réopen the latter for its original purpose,
under the directorship of Cornelius, That
eminent master retained his post till 1824,
when he returned to Munich, the Academy of
which counld already boast of & European re-
putation, but he had & successor in Behadow
who did much to increase that of the Academy
of Dusseldorf, A monument to Schadow was
unveiled in Dusseldorf on the 24th June,

At Melbourue, for instance, the streols
are ns well paved, pitched, and lightod as at
Liverpool or Bristol; the only difference being
that they are about three times ns broad. The
shaps are genuine English shopa all ovaer.
The rondway is full of drays, wagons, car-
ringes, and hansoms, just w8 in  London,
though there is less danger of your being
kuocked down, It is a little surprising Lo
find the rarest pinespples ticketed at four a
shilling, and an excollent hot-meat dinnor
offered for sixpenoe; but those noveltios, st
nny rate, are not changes for the worse, Wa
hardly know, adds the f{mes, whether to men-
tion street music a8 a vecommendation:
but if any London emigrant shonld have
a faney for a brass band in front of his
window, that feature also of his home-life is
reproduced faithfully at the antipodes. But
what i to be done for tho first fow days of
snspense before employment comes in and a
chance of settling is offersd? What becomes
of the new arrival withon; a shilling in his
pocket, and with no knowledge of the country
or its ways? The reply is promptly made.
He is taken nnder the care of the State, which
provides for him until he can provide for
himself. In a cheerful and healthy snburb of
the fown stands the Ewmigrants' Home, nnd
in that establishment any emigrant destitnte
of menns is entertained until the option of
work is found for him, To this place the em.
ployers of labor constantly resort, and bar-
goins are struck without delay or diffienlty.
Our correspondent has known “‘several hun-
dreds” of new-comers engaged and disposed
of in a few hours.

Generally, however, the chief town is not
the place for an emigrant to stay in. His aim
should be the country; and from Melbourne
the connfry can be reached in all directions
with the greatest ense, The centres of mining
aud agricultural industry are connected with
the capital by railways; beyond the railways
are good macadamizod roads, with good
conches runming on them. These roads lead
towards the intevior of a continent aliost as
lirge as Europe, with every variety of soil
and climate, In some purts there are enor-
mous tracts of rich land, with hardly a tree
upon it, so that no clearing is required to fit
it for the plongh. 'The interior communica-
tion# are remarkably good, insomuch that, in
case of an overstocked labor market at one
point, the emigrant can move himself with
perfect facility and little cost to apother;
while in no place does he appear to leave
civilization behind him, The smallost.towns
and most remote villages are English towns
and villages still, fairly supplied with all the
necesspries and not a few of the luxuries of
existence. Well may our correspondent add,
after such a deseription, that no country in
the world could offer better prospects to the
capitalist or greater advantages to the working
man than the British colony of Vicloria.

Scientific Notes,

A Tresr von Gryceriy,—The increased use
of glycerin in the arts of late has, of course,
bronght into the market an adulterated
article. When sugar and dextrine were mixed
in small proportions with glycerin it has
hitherto been difficult to detect the adultera-
tion; but is now easily done by the following
method: —To five drops of the glyecerin, to be
tested add 100 to 120 drops of water, one
drop of pure nitric acid, and three to four
centigrammes of ammonium molybdate, and
boil the mixture, and in less than twominntes
it will assume & deep blue color if any sugar
or dextrine is present.

Ponranre InnomivaTors.—M. Alvergnmiat, o
French electricion, has made an improvement
first suggested to him when using the tubes
invented by Giessler, which are cylinders or
bulbs of glass filled with rarified gas that be-
comes luminous in the dark when a eurrent of
electricity is passed through it. The improve-
ment consists in filling a glass cylinder or
phinl, hermetically sealed, with a snbstance
which becomes phosphorascent by the action
of frictional or static electricity. A tube of
thin kind may be of some service to those on
night daty, for all that is requisite to produce
a feeble and ephemeral light is to rab the
tube briskly with a silk handkerchief.

Lomburd has applied his delicate thermo-
