LOSTRIA AND THE (FCUMENICAL
COUNCIL.

Tae contest between Prussin and  Aunstria
which grew out of the Schleswig-Holstein
affair, althongh there was nothing praise-

rogated, civil marriages were made lawful,
and free schools were established indepen-
dent of Church control. These reforins were
