He might, perchance, have been
hung with ignominy, like so many of his pre-
decessors; but, luckily for him, a really im-
portant discovery hud exmergod ont of some of
his manipulations

He now ventured to confess to the Iilllll__:
that he never had made g knew how
to do so, but offercd his Mojesty the rosnlts
of his poreelnin invention instead, Augustog
swillowed his mortifiention, and forgave him,
placing him at the hond of the Dresden porce-
in works, go famons in after vears; but to
the day of his death, which ocenrred 1 17119,
the recaleitrant alehemist was carefully watched
lest perchance some more valiable secret
might escape him, The casnal discoveries
made by alchemists wonld 11 many volumes
of seionce and indastrinl history. Thus Roger
Bacon stumbled by o chance on the composi-
tion of gunpowiler; Geber. on the properties
of acids; Van Helmont, on the nature of gas,
“geist,” or “‘spirit,” so named by himg and
Dr. Glanber, of Awmsterdam, in the seven-
teenth century, eliminated in this haphazard
way the uses of the *salts” which bLear his
NRane.,

Povacelsng and Van Helmont ave  the
greatest numes connected with alchemy in the
sixteonth century, T'he pompous charlatanry
of Paracelsus gave imjpulse to its snbsequent
development tinder the forms of Rosiernoian-
ism, whose secret societios and freemasonry oc-
enpied the faney of munkingd so mwueh in the
seventeenth  century. In Gersaony, the
natural tendency of men  to ln".'«:jrlam
was  grenstly mssisted by the Dbarbarizing
effects of the Thirty Years' War, As in
literature, #®0 in  science ; culture was
Ii.l)h'ir]lltl']_"' l'i’lll'l"h'?il‘l‘. and  made retrograde
by the singular desolations of the gloomy
period from 1618 to 1645, This was conspi
t'llun‘.-!y shown in the department of  juris-
prudence, Dr, Erdmann has collected some
curions enses of law decisions 1 on the
theories of alchemy as evidence. It seoms
not to have been lpte in the seventeenth cen-
tury, however, that the Austrian jurist, Von
Rain, went so far as to nssert that disbelief in
the existence of the stone aetuully brought a
man within the penalties of lese-majoste,
the ground that so amany emperors had un-
doubtedly porformed tunsmutations by its
agency.

As enrly as 1580, the Leipsic tribunals pro-
nounced judgment against an unhappy wretch
called Benther, body-alehemist of that Angus.

integrity and scientifie sagacity of the in-
quirer. Van Halmont loved trnth with sin-
cere devolion. A Brabant nobleman by bircth,
he renounced his rank and possessions to tarn
pliysician, to stwdy netore, and do  good
works, His discoveries in medicine are of
lnsting value. He never professed to give
alchemy more than a second  place in his in-
terest; yet he avers that in 1618 he Himself
changed eight ounees of quicksilver info pare
l-'-"l‘l h_\’ menus of n substanee given him trom
time to time by an nnknown visitor, He never
learned the seeret of making the stone him-

The hopeless gyrationa of the baflled
solence, ever cireling back to its firet bogin-
ning, snd moeking no pdvance in its guins and
experiences, did, ot last, after many busy
ages, cense to attract intelligent minds, While
we review its promises nnd its destinies, how
profound a human pathos seems Lo atiach to
those stately words Paracalsng, which,
donbitless, comforted the hoart of LHANY i pa-
tient plodder over air-drawn inferences:
SRefuse not the waters of Bhiloah be
they go softly: for they thal wade in decp
waters eannot go fast,”

Isane Divvaell, in more than one of na d
lightful miscellanies, quotes the propha
Dy. Girtanner, of I'u-i]--h, not far from our
own times, who presaged that in the conrse
the nineteenth century the
gold-making would surely be discovered, nnd

manonest  utensils of cookery would
come to be walde of the preciens motal,
whereby all evils of metal-poisoning through
the wnsa of corroded wonld be
averted. The nineteenth centnry is far ad-
vaneed on its downward slope, and it cannot
be said that as yet any symptows appear of
the realization of such visions, Tho stone
st tio soe L. if it be worth the m-n-[“u:_:; the
nlkahest, the unniversal dissolver, remains n
myth: the cracible yields treasure; but
in one way the “‘eternal hope” has had an
answer; for, within the last thirly years, the
shining prize has learnt to yield itself up at
man's call, with a fulness far surpassing the
harvests of Spagirie fable, when songht Ly
spitde and mattock in its native ores,
