Now Jersoy, Maryland, and Delaware have
been comparatively slow in following the ex-
ample of Pennsylvania in abrogating the old
apprenticeship system, and there are frequent
applioations from these Btates for indenturad
apprentices, while the number from Pennsyl-
vania is very small, 'We agree with the direc-
tors that the '‘prohibilion seems to be uane-
cossary and unwise,” and it should be re.
pealed by the Legislature. The question has
become an important one, and the directors

sentatives, but it is no little satisfaction to
know that the British Honse of Lords, which |
claims to be the highest, most dignified, most
polished and courtly deliberative body in
the world, is not only no better, but'a little
bit worse. Hooting, yelling, groaning, hiss-
ing, cheering, and similar performances ap-
poar to have characterized the progress of the
debate; and we are told that one church dig-
pitary distinguished himself by engaging in
such manifektations even while sitting npon
the steps of that object of all reverence, the
throne itself. The House of Representatives
can hold np its head after this, and claim that
it has its peer in demagogism and black-
guardism,

As for the Irish Church bill, it is certain
that the Lords will yet be obliged to pass it
substantially as it first came from the Com-
mons, Inalong speech at the Lord Mayor's
banquet on the 30th ultimo, Mr. Gladstone
explained the position of his Government in
diplomatic and courteous but sufficiently
plain and decided language. He believed |
that the bill as it was originally presentad
represented the wishes of the country, and
acoomplished the desired object in a fair and
oquitable manner. Being confident of the
support of the nation at large, he wonld
resist any tampering with the material fea-
tures of the bill, but would cheerfully con.
sider all amendments, and without opposi-
tion consent to such as appeared just ard
right. If the Ministry take this stand, they
will certainly accomplish their object, and
the House of Lords will be obliged to go
through the agony of considering the bill a
second time, and receding as gracefully as
they can from their present awkward position.

GIRARD COLLEGE,
Tur report of the Board of Directors of the
Girard College for Orphans, forthe year 1563,
with the accompanying report submitted to
the Board of Directors by the President, Pro-
fessor Allen, furnish interesting iuformation
in regard to the position, wants, and workings
of that institution. Whether it remains under
its present control, or is subjected to the
supervision of the proposed Board of Oity
Trusts, the public is equally interested in its
effective management, and equally ready to
sustain all wise efforts to further the benevo-
lent objects of the founder of this noble
oharity.
In spite of the immense snm spfnt in the
construction of the college edifices, and the
varions causes which have diminished the
productiveness of the estate, much substan.
tial good has already been accomplished. and
five hundred and twenty destitute orphans
are housed, fed, clothed, and educatad out of
the proceeds of the college fund. The enr-
rent expense for this service last year was
a fow hundred dollars lesy than the annual
appropriation of $185,850, or about 270 per
annum for each orphan, more than one-half
of this amount being embraced in the two
items of olothing and subsistence. This cost
in perbaps mnot more than it should
be during the provalence of the existing
high prices; but, as prices fall, means
ghould certainly be devised, partly through
the diminished cost of maintenance, and
ly through the increased prodactiveness
of the estate, for enabling a much largernum
per of orphans to enjoy the benelits of
Girard's bequest. In the proposed reforms
this primary object should never be ignored.
At this moment there are many thousands of
children in Philadelphia who never attend
sohool, and & large proportion of tham ave
wvagrant orphans, While the college receives
but eighty new wards snnually, as at present,
there must continue to be afearful dispropor-

In regard to the system of instruction, Pro-
fessor Allen makes many important sugges-
tions, which he thus summarizes: —

Intellect,

T'he introduction of pletorial and graphical Nus-
trations whenever they can be nsed

“object teaching’ 8o far as specimens feom natare
and art ean be obtained,

“The addition of & departingnt of natural history
to onr course of instruotion.

“Such alterations in the order in which the
branches of study sucoeed each other in the course,
as will conform more closely to the age aud capacity
of the puplls, ™

He disousses the whole subjeot in a mas-
terly manner; and it is unfortunate that, while
Girnrd has done so much for the mass of the
orphans, means should not be devised for
giving the specially bright intallects daveloped
among them an opportunity to acquire a com-
plete and finished education. We sympathize,
too, with the regret of Professor Allen that
the sciences “have been ignored in Girard
College for twenty yoars,” and that it has *‘no
collection of the flora of our own Htate, no
museum of zoologionl specimens, nor a
enbinet of minerals worthy of the name,” It
is desirable that this deficiency should be sup:
plied by private donation, if the funds of the
estate eannot be properly npplied to this pur-
ind that the education of the orphans
should be rendered as complete and useful as
possible.  But mennwhile the necessity of
providing for the accommodation of more
orphans shonld never be for an instant for-
gotten, and it should be a leading considera-
tion in all matters connected with the college.
Let *'the greatest good of the greatest num-
Ler" be kept steadily in view,

The fact of its being open
in the evening, and having a pleasant and
cheerful room in which to sit and read,
together with a full supply of all the foreign
and domestic periodicals, will always
moke the Mercantile more popular as
0 place of resort than the Philadelphia,
in  spite of the very superior
collection of books possessed by the latter. It
would be a very desirable thing if we could
Lave in this city a great free library like that
of Doston; but until we can have that, we
may well be satisfied with the elegant accom-
modations of the Mereantile ns the next best
thing. In the new building there are ample
accommodations, which will be appreciated
by those who have been annoyed by the over-
orowded condition of the old gquarters; and as
it is understood that the managers propose to
enlarge their fleld of operations, and make
important addilions to their collection, this
institution will undoubtedly enter upon a
new career of prosperity, and be more cor-
dially than ever supported by the citizens of
Philadelphia,

Instruments for the French Cable,
From the Loston Post, July 18,

By courtesy of Moses G. Fermer, the well-known
electrician of this ¢ity, there wus an exhibition
yesterday afternoon of the instruiments to be used on
the new Frepoh cable now in process of being lald,
Ihe Instroments are substautinlly the same as those
in use on the present cable, the sighals belng trans-
mitted through the mediopm of a ray of light thrown
by a delicately suspended mirror upon s suitable
surface, The helices congist of about 20,000 colls of
insulated wire, are nearly three Inches In length and
two in dlsmeter, amd the interior of the rings five-
elghths of an Inch. A polarizea necdle, to which is
attached o thin refectsr, I8 suspended in the centre
of the ooll, and I8 denccted from right wo left, ac-
cording as the current passes from the positive or
the negative pole of the battery. Directly in front
of, unﬁ covered H50 ns to allow but o small ray
of Nght to be focusded by o lens upon the mirror, 14
4 lamp, and at the right of the lamp, six feet or
more, is the case may be, 18 a centred asorface npon
which the ray falls.
