It is a fair Inference that these feelings towards her
husbanil led her to cxee.iit.Q tho papers which gave
her husband the gionu Inheritance. There Is no
doubt that she intended by them to prevent her
husband from getting any more. Mrs. Konuati com-
plained often that he married her for her monev,
and Hi at, tie did not pay ner as mucii intention as lie
did the servants In the kilchcu. Daring tho lust
years of her life they occupied separate rooms, and
the wile passed ner nays in loneiy secmsiou. who
was on one or more occas'ons reminded of the appa-le- nt

kindness and alfcctiouate attentions of her
husband. She answered by saying, "Yes, a nia.i
may t mile, and smiling be a villain."

PENT TO A I'WVATE MAPHOt'SE.
The last two years of her life she passed In a pri

vate madhouse, where she was taken by her hus
band, iiuieti i iy ino ponce, w itiiout any snanow oi
authority for the deed or cause for the proceeding,
without advudng with her friends and her relatives,
nnd without eveu a certificate of her physician or
of any physician. There she was kept six months
without seeing any of her intimate friends or rela-
tives. 'THE WIU, CONTESTED.

After her death the w ill, excluding the husband
from everything but the Jinon, was admitted to pro-
bate by the Surrogate, 'l ite decision of the Surro
gate was appealed irom to the supreme court on
several grounds, the most Important of which waq
the Insanity of Mrs. Formaii at the time when she
executed the last will, and that the instruments
were not attached in the manner prescribed by law.

CONCLUSION.

Judge Fatherland delivered the opinion of the
Court yeslerday, conllrnilng the decree of the Sur-
rogate, Justices Uarnard and Cardo.o concurring.
Jn his written opinion, his llo.ior bitterly condemns
the husband and his sellls'i motives, which tho
learned Judge declares to be stieh that he does not
believe his testimony unless corroborated by other
witnesses. Iteferrlng to the capacity of the testatrix
to make her will when the two papers were exe
cuted, lie savs, "A monomaniac or partially insane
person may make a ivlll. A believer in witches and
witchcraft, in spiritualism, or In the doctrines of
Mahomet, may make a Kill,"
