The Labor Exclinnge of Now York, during
the past year, found employment for 51,145
persons, of whom 15,114 were males and
14,020 femnles, Aud yol, u]-wn_rc] of 200,000
immigrants arrived lust year in fo\\' York.
It will he seen that the proportion of women
is much larger in the Lastern labor market
than it is heve, though we must not forget
that there are in this oity many employment
offives, which probably withdraw o large
number of women from the operations of the
Labor Exehange, ]

The most significant fact shown by the ro-
port, however, and (he most intoresting, in
connection with n question whigh is destined
Lo enter ||lr1!|_-l‘\' into the ]mh'lil'.‘i of the time,
i4 the effect of Chinese lnboy upon the lubor
markot. ]jnri'”_!; the Jast Year !lnm!uguguvh
Lisve been busily enguged in prognosticating
all kinds of evil from the influx of Asiaties,
We have been told thet they were taking the
bread from the months of white men and
women. We have been assured that the em-
ployment of Chinnmen a8 domestics was
driving away industrious and capable
white girls, whose plices were filled by the
hateful, cconomical Mongol, Pioturoes
have been drawn of able-bodied immi-
grants reduced to begeary in our streets, and
an atlempt has been made to create the
imllﬂ!ﬂhi!.‘ll that, 80 far a8 the labor market
was concerned, John Chinaman bhad emn-
lated Cwmsar, and bad come, seen, and con-
gquered. And now what are the sober facts,
as shown by figures which neither labor
leagners nor politicians can get round? e
Clinese olvment fias exerted no ﬂppf'w‘g'«:hf(
influenee wpon the labor markd. All through
the year tho demmnd, in every class of
occupations, has been steadily in advance
of the supply. Although it 15 known that
Chiness are Illl‘]:l'll\ l-inlliu_\'ml a8 oooks
and hounse servants, the demand for white
girls bhus been constunt, and invariably in
excess of the supply. Nor has the rate of
wages been affected at all. The prices paid
to housemuids, lanndrosses, nurses, cools,
seamstresses, chambermalds, ete., vary from
$20 to $30 and =40 per month, with board,
and still the ery is for more women, Over
four thousand have been absorbed during the
past year, and the demand is asactive as ever,
The report of the Labor Exchange contrasts
the wages paid to demestics here and in Eng-
land, and, as we think, rather overstates the
amounts paid in the old conntry. Wa believe
that from 25 to $i5 a year is nearer the
average than from $40 to $50; and though
domestics in California earn more in one year
than their less fortunate sisters can in fen
years, they are not content.

But there is another stubborn fact for the
consideration of the anti-coolie leagues, to be
found in this report. Not only does it appear
that the labor market has not been alfected
by the importation of Chinese, but we are
told that *‘the fact is that both skilled and
unskilled labor has been for some months
pust vising in value.” The needs of the conn-
try, now beginning to be opened up in all
directions, cannot be sul:pliml by the tide of
immigration; and, though resort has been had
to Chinese labor, the fact that the supply of
white labor has been inadequate to meet the
demand for it, proves that at least no bread
has becn taken out of the mouths of any white
persons who have passed through the hands of
the Labor Exchange.

The opening of the Pacific Railroad has not
brought the great influx of laborers that was
expected. No doubt large numbers of those
who were employed on that enterprise have
been retained in the interior to assist in the
construotion of other lings, Some have gone
East; some have drifted off to seftlements
along the railroad; sowe have gone to White
Pine to try their luck.

In comparing the statistics of the Califor-
nia and the New York Lubor Exchange, one
significant point of difference is abservable,
At Now York the excess of applications for
employment over engagements lnst year was
4083. In Ban Francisco the excess of orders
over l'lpl)li(lﬂlilﬂlh during the same period, was
45838, That is to say, New York was unable
to find employment for nearly five thousand
hqplic.ml», while SBan Francisco was unable to
fill nearly five thousand orders,

In considering the expectations of a large
emigration over the Pacific Railroad, the
difficulties of the way must be borne in mind.
Three things are absolutely necessary to the
establishment of such an immigration, viz,:
conveuient emigrant ears, low fares and quick
traivel, Up to the present time the railroad
compunies have seemed to consider that they
hind done their whole duty when they furnishod
emigrant traing, and no regard has been paid
to the question of speed or the comfort of the
passengors. The cost of provisions is gen-
erally an important item with emigrants, yet
they are systemationlly delayed five and six
days on journeys that should not Gooupy Mmore
than two at the most, The report of the
New York Exchange of last year, allading to
this question, says:—

VAL pregent fast frefght trains ocoupy less tme in
iravel than those carrying cmigrants, and some of
these tralns, frelghtod with haman belngs, are coms-
pelled to give right of way o ciattle trains,”,

It is evident that with such & system we oan
never hope to seeure our share of overlund
immigration. Arrungoments should be per-
feoted for hurrying emigrant trains through
on schedule time, and an endeavor should be
made to send them over the road at such
rate as will lessen as mnoh as possible the
dangers from the breaking out of illness on
board the cars, whioh must always be taken
into consideration where great numbers of
persons are packed togother,

Thovgh clumsily told, this brief story of
the facts of Asa DPacker's life—to whioh, it
will Lo ween, it does insufMoient justios
containsg yeot enough to demosstrate the mould
and mettlo of the wan, and that ability and
integrity in the discharge of his own affairs
whi:-i} will guarantes his worthy oversight
of those of his adopted State. ‘

Nevertholess, in what follows this reluctant
summary of Asa Packer's oareer, the com-
ments are 8o double-edged as to wound the
hand that wrote themi, In his feable effort
to brenk the force of his own statement, the
T'rilvinie ’pl'qu-ﬂmlq to remark: —*"*"Wa don't like
the iden of making a Governor ont of one
whoge chief distinetion is the ownorship of
twenty rfillions of dollars."” Nor does the
Democratic party lilke or propose te entor-
tuin any such idea, Mr. Grecley. The
“chiof distinetion” of Asa Packer’s life is
far from the accident of his wealth. Tt rests
in the sagacity and honor and honesty
with which lLe attained this wealth, aud
upon the noble philanthropy with which
he bas dispensed it.

For the
gontleman, Christian, and philanthropist, Mr.
Greeley lns suspicion, sneers, and abuse,
For the libertine, mail-rebber, pimp,
panderer, adulterer, murderer, defanlter,
and mutineer, Mr. Grecloy has *‘porsonal
esteem, respect, and friendship,”

Mark the difference! Asa Packer left home
and embarked in life with his entire youthful
sayings netting seventeen dollars, Daniel E.
Bickles began at about the same age with
#100 extorted from the credulons gene-
rosity of Peter Cooper. This generosity he
abused by squandering the money, which was
a loan, in such licentions conrses as led the
man of whom he had borrowed it, and who
would have willingly doubled the amonnt to
an honest debtor, to cut him off forever. At
the period when Asa Packer wus “‘apprentice:d
to a carpenter anil joiner,” Daniel E. Sickles
was a budding burglar of the mortgage of a
trust estate, for the theft of which he stands
indicted at the bar of his native city to-day.
When Asa Packer “*had married in due sei-
gon,” Daniel E. Sickles was living in open
commerce with a public prostitute, and is
credibly reported to have solicited for her
from others such attentions as he gave her
himself. At this stage, it was Packer the me-
chanie and Sickles the pimp.

While Asa Packer was “*clearing wild land
and tilling it,” Daniel E. Sickles wns robbing
the Broadway Post-office and sitting cheek-
by-jowl with his and the publice’s trull in the
Assembly Chamber at Albany.

Whilg Asa Packer was nmassing wealth and
distributing it with a diserimination and
abundance to which the benefactions of Mr,
Peabody alone are equal, Daniel E. Bickles,
having been pimp, burglar, mail robber, bal-
lot-box stuffer and defaulter, becamo in (uick
and suitable snceession adulterer and mur-
derer and Radical.

Among the acts which Asa Packer has done
to attract the distrust of Mr, Greeley, has
been the endowment with half a million dol-
lars a university in which the youth of his
State are gratuitously educated in all the
practical sciences, and in the principles and
practibes of a business career, As the out-
come of his wagnificent bounty, the Lehigh
valley is filled with happy homes to-day—
homes whose heads or whose sons he has
educated, and to whose sueccess in life, and to
whose standing and eminence in this age, his
benevolence bhas chiefly contributed.

TAX—WHY
LISH IT ?
Fromthe N. ¥. Herald,

Severnl journals have lately published lists
of the income returns of certain wealthy citi-
zens, 'These returns are in many cases such
as wonld stagger the faith of Quetelet and
Buckle in the modern science of statisties,
It has been said that figures, like dead men,
never lie; but the very roverse would appear
to be the truth if the fignres relate to returns
of this kind. A personal income tax is odions
in all countries, and partioularly so in the
United States, In this free country n less
offensive method of meeting the expenditures
of the Government shonld be devised. It is
here regarded as so manifestly inconsistent
with the spirit of onrinstitutions that scarcely
any man seruples to svidde its provisions, The
foct is notorions that where this tax is levied
on the sworn statement of individaals, it fails
to eosue up to the true amount. The dis.
f-n"{uuu'-_\' between a return by the tax-payer of
millions for one year and zero for another is
LOO 1;1:\1'&::3 not to pl'llvukn p'illull(! attention,
Moreover, only Goversment omployes and
saliried men have to pay the full smount,
In the case of the former, the tax is levied on
their mwonthly salaries and deducted from
sums due to them. It is, in fact, collected in
advance. Men not in Government employ
nre temptod to keep no pecount of their in-
come and forget conveniently what they re-
eeive, In their case no proof of fraud ex-
ists, If is not unecommon for men living in
fashionsble style, keeping equipages and save-
ral servants, to return to the sssessors an in-
come of but a few hundred dollars, Those
who onght to pay most escape scot free, while
moen whose incomes are known to be mode.
rate are heavily overburdened. There is no
wiy of remedying this ineguality or of eollect-
ing the Government dues faivly and fully,

THE INCOME NOT ABO-

The income tax is levied on all incomos ex-
cceding ond thonsand dollar,  Take the cnse
of an average family, which 18 estimated to
aonkist of five persony, and the inevma paya
ble by the father of the family is only two
hundred dolisre per head. Now, the neces:
sary expenses of an individual in these timas
of bigh prices and deprecited earronoy are
much greater than this sum; so that tha tax
on incomes, so ealled, is really a tax on ex-
penditures. In other words it 13 n tax on
whint hus been expended for the necossari
“f Iif!! & tnx which |u-|'|nn|"ﬂ, in
Innguiage of Admn Smith, *'a enrse egual fo
the barrenness of the soil and the inclemeney
of the heavons." Tt must thas be elassed
with those taxes which necessarily fall either
on wages or on profits,  In proportion as they
diminish wagoes they muost egually diminish
the comforts und enjoyments of the lnrgest
nnd  most important  elass in socioety,
sproading  pauperism, misery, and erimo
throughont the econntry; and, as an able
writer on political economy declares, “‘they
cannot diminish profits without oconsioning »
corresponding diminntion of the power to
accumulate eapital, and withont also stimu-
Inting its transfor Lo those countries in which
tnxation is |n_'-'1ri |l||||l'aﬂ1-ﬂ\r.-' l]l ”l" i‘llil<"]
Stonles, whereo we can boaat of a boundless
extent of fertile and unappropriated land,
and where no feudal privileges fetter tho em-
ployment of industry or retard the acenmnln-
tion of wenlth, such taxes on the necossaries
of lifo are at present less injurions than in
the smaller and more densely populated
countries of Eorope. Dut eoven here the
rapid inerense of our population snd the
stendy narrowing of our unoocupied territory
will ultimuntely make such taxes a grievous
burden. The flagrant injustice of an incoma
tax which ¢an bo so unequally administered
that the income relurns of half a dozen
wenlthy cifizons in New York exceed the total
nmount of the income returns of New Orloans
is nlready patent. The income fax will ex-
pire by its own limitation next year, but why
should not the coming Congress abolish it st
onee?,

A friend of General F, P. Blair's has re-
vived a lotter, written by that gentleman in
15635, to show that his respect for the Confede-
rate heroes, which he manifested so offen-
gively nt the Long Branch banguet, is no new
thing, but a feoling which iln! bas wlways
chenshed, The letter in guestion is one in-
lrl.l\llll'ill;.; 11 tflvl‘j;_\'lu‘ul who [lill‘pnnl‘ll crect-
ing o “‘monumental eathedesl” in honor of
the Rebel dead, and Mr. Blair saw nothing o
disapprove, but muech to admire, in this
effort to consmmmate (commemornte ?) their
virties of consistency and courage."” Tha
clergyman’s name is nol given, but we pre-
sume he is the Rev, Mr. Rogers of Memphis,
well known for some time an advanced
Ritualist, and now a Roman Catholie, whose
project for a monunrsental cathedral at-
tracted, about four years ago, & good dsal
of interest. Mr. Rogers proposed that the
surviving friends of Confederate  war-
riors shonld be allowed to orect in the
chureh statues, memorial windows, tablets,
ete,, inseribed with the names of any indi-
viduals whose desds they chose thusto honor;
s0 that there was no reason why Booth, Wirz,
or any of the vilest agents of the secession
conspiraoy might not receive a sort of canoni-
zation, and the gorgeous rays through tinted
panes shed down upon the worshippers an
honorable reminiseonce of treachery and
murder, General Blair saw nothing to dis-
approvej this this, and much to commend.
We can respect the personal character of the
men aghinst whom we founght, but wae don't
seo why they must be honored precisely be.
cause of their ervors and offenses, The kind-
et thing we can do for them is to forget their
past deeds, and look only to their present und
their future.

General Blair's mistake is that of all the
Democratio politicians,  They are constantly
straining their eyes to look beyond the line;
