Lowpox, July 17.—The debate on the
smended Irish Church Dbill was continued
antil a late hour this morning, After the re-
jection of the amendments proposed by the
peers, Disraeli took the floor and spoke at
gome length, regretting the repudintion of
the amendments adopted in the House of
Lords. The Church wus not fhe question at
isgne in the late elections. IHe thought the
agreemont of the Lords to read the bill a
gecond time an net of magnanimity, consider-

 ing the great majorily oppossd to the men-
gure; and this agresment was only given on
the nnderstanding that tho ITouse of Com-
mons would consider the amendments
"ndopted in a concilintory spirit. Heo could
not understand how the course the Govern-
ment had taken could be reconciled to the
expectations held out to the Hounse of Lords.
fr. Gladstone replied to these remarks,
saying that the promise given to the Lords
was that the smendments which could be ap-
woved would be respectfully considered, aud
La maintained that tLut. pledge had not been
violated, He bad conceded much in defer-
ence to the Lords, and they hind fulfilled and
more than fulfilled all pledges given.
(Cheers.) Ho was cerlain that if any harm
had been done to the Church, it was by those
who described the grievons and eunervating
effect that disestablishment would have ou
the zeal aud life of the religions community.
