The greand and central object of Interest
vgderans of Camp Upton yestenday wis, a8 & mattet
ol course, the monster military bl whilch was to
grunspire In the evening. But o somewhat exciting
epishde lind been &pp intedd for the alternoon; wnd
shis was the review of the regiment by Major-Genes
il Meade,” The Greys hoad been g0 pudfed up with
vanity by the attentions of President Grant, that st
ene time they were slmost lselined Lo regard this
eontemplated review as o lamentable falling o in
the splondor of thelr mourtial.achlevments,  Hat
when “their old commander” had notunlly put to sea
in the Tallapooga, they began to think that, after
all, it wonld not materially sully thelr record to pass
in review before the hero of Gettysburg; and when
shey crawled ong of their tents on Monday morging,
thelr Nigh-ilylng notions had been go dampened by
the storm that they were in g mood to regard the
presence of General Meade In the light of a very dis-
tingulshed honor. Thereupon they set thelr hearts
mpon it

Genernl Mende had promised to come, and his srri-
wal was nuXiously loosed for by the morning train,
But General Meado did ot arvive by the morning
srain, Nor did the evening  train nmmber him
among ite passengers,  Instend of Generad Méende, in
Ais own proper and Hlustrious ‘IO:T'H:III. Caile o Slnple
telogrum, which announced that o storm was pro.
valling in the clty, thar the General lad pressing en-
gagemonts, and that Major-General Van Vilet, who
wis already on the sland, and therefore presamed

The Greye at oncoe accepted the sitaation, and cons
cluded to lnspire the venerable Chiel Quartermaster

broke Into sections, and repassed on the double-
quick; It thon formed in loe and gave the salota-
tlon of “present arma” It then went through the
manceuvres of the battallon drill; aod the thing
was done—and well done, (o the bargain.

Meanwhile, the island was alert with preparations

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A BIT OF HISTORY,
The congregution erecting the new edifice has
JUrendy attaiped the gge of Hearly fourscore yours,
118 (st synmgogue was on Cherry street, west of
Third—n butlding which soon was found too small
anil inconvenient; and, congeguently, many years
il not elapse ere & lnrger place of worsiip wis pro-
vided, the congregation golng westward on Cherry,
and locuting above Irth streer, Thened, the necessity
for wore room still tnereasinge, @ removal was made
to York rowl, north of Viae street,  Bot rest for the
people was not yet found,  Again they were [oroed
to pull up stakes; this time going into Julinnnn
street, between Wood amd Callowhill, There they
pow warship, and wil unth the butlding, the corner-
stone of which ia to be lnkl this afternoot, has been
completed, Expectation 8 that it will be finished
Ly Beptember, 1570, It is esthmated thut it will cost
$150,000.
THE FROJECTED BYNAGOGUE,

The bullding will be erected after designs fur.
nished by Fraser, Furness & lewitt, 1t will bein
the Saracenic style of prohitecture, with o frons of

88 feot on Browd streot, and o depth of 164 feet.
Tliere will be a tower on the corner of Monnt Vers
mon street, 206 feet sSquare and 125 feet high. The

audience room will be 1o by 60 Feet, exolagive of the
organ gallery, and it 18 estimated will geat one thou-
Sund persons,

The foondation waulls of the tower are to be labd
upon a hed of concrete two feet in depth, camposed
of brick or stone, brokeu to a nxiforin gize of about
13 inches sqoare, fAlled (o the trenches, well rammed
and grouteéd with best fresh Rosendale coment and
clean sharp gravel or sand,

The walla of the tower are to be disconbected with
the other walls of the Luflding, with fat iron bars
buflt into the walls to form & lateral the,

The cellnr and Internal walls, the bpeking and
plain external facing, awd other stones are to ve ol
Trenton brown saundstone, ‘The stones on the ele-
vations to heof lght Onio stone.  The shalts for the
entrunee porell shifts for three large triple win-
dows, and for the window In the front gable, to he
of the red Aberdesn granite, highly polistied, The
alternnie ooy arch stoues are to be of red SHeneca
sandstone,

The arch over the recess for the shrine and organ
gEallery, and recess over the front vestibule, to be of
stone, lnid nepder and stretcher, and  ring Stones to
be two feet deep.  All thie arches to radiate troly
from thelr centres.

The corners of the tower whore it changes its
form from & square toen oetagon wee to e sustained
upon rolled lrong beams 12 inehed deep, 126 poands
pur yard, having lve to cach corper, averagding nine
feet long cach, with cast-lron sepaeators, and
Lalted together.

Cust-iron eresting for ridge of roofs, the fert of
which are to be mwde to the slope of the roof, to
huve a plece of sheet lewd under each, and sereweil
down to the rool.

There are to be four rooios in the tower, the joists
of which are to rest on stone courses |u'uJ|‘l.'l|"| for
that purpose; the gallery foors 1o be framed, 10 be
supported on bruckets bullt into the walls, and se-
curely auchored into Jarge stones, which iare to be
provided for that purposs,  The roofs 10 Do frgmed
on principals, which nre to be sp 1 about 12 feet 6
inches from ¢eotres, and ope at each wall, with
puriing,

The principal door of entrance to be framed of
two thlcknesses of white-ploe plank, two lnches
thick, and sunk on both sides, chamlered and
Btopped on the inside, amd dlled in with rosettes and
Jg-saw amaments,  The other external doors to be
miude 10 the same way, only that the plank 18 to be
14 Inchies thick ; they are all to slide into recesses,
The {nside doors to be framed of two-lnclh white-
pine plunk in open panels, three and four in helght
&8 required, for covering with material to mateh the
uphoistering of the church.

The enids of the pews on the main Aoor to be cut
out of black walnut plunk two taches thick, with
moulded cappings; those forthe gallories to be of
wlite pine plank two inches thiok. The seat-bourds
to be fourteen lnches wide, nnd oneand three.elghths
of an inch thick ; the backs to he cne and one-eighth
of an inoh thick, of binck waluut, where the ends
are mide of that wood, and white pine for gallery

WA,

The rall enclosing recess for Bhrine, ete., to be
formed of blsok walnut and butternut three inehes
thick, with amali arcade of trefoiled arches, cham-
fercd, or moplded on both sides, with turned caps,
boses, and shof, capped with a rall four inches
thick and clght Jnches wide, moulded on both sldes;

HILDEBRAND,

The Outlaw of Missouri—Another Effort to Unp-
ture Him—His Cave Discovered
the stnte Oicinds While He Lives.

We have given at different times intelligence
relative to the doings of this notorious despe-
rade, and of the rewards and efforts made for
his capinre. From the 8t Louis Democral of
the 10th inet. we take the particulars of the
lalest attempt to arrest him:—

THE RECENT EXTEDITION

It has [been generallyknown to the public that,
with a view of capturing the outluw, “dead o
alive,” a large shertff's posse was put inthe i+
alout a month ago, and placed under the com-
mind of Colonel William D. Bowen, of the St.
Le uis police force.  The posgse consisted of 240
n en, organized by Sheriff Murphy, of 8t. Fran-
¢ §s county, oniy ten of whom, when mustered,
wire armed, nud their weapons consisted mostly
of old sguirrel gons. This force was intended
to scour the country lving along Big river, Flat
ercek, and on the Plattin, also the reglon about
the Valle Mines and the Pike Run Hills, The
country is very bioken; the streams and desp
ravines are in many places shut out from the
rinlight by lofiy ledges of rocks and elevated
ridges, In which ar¢ numerous eaverns, affording
a place of ghelter and concenlment to wanderera
and desperadoes.

Colongl Bowen, who commanded the posse,
returned to the city on Wednesday night, the
object of his scarch having eluded capture,
although several times almost within the grasp
of his pursuers.

We learn from Jefferson Clty, thongh not oifi-
cinlly, that the Sheriff's posse will be disbanded
aud probably reorganized as a military force,
and that the counties of 8t, Francols and Medi-
son will be declared by the Governor to be
under martinl law, or placed In a stage of slere.
We give the above rumor for what it 18 worth.

From our correspondents who have kept us
posted from time to time io regard to the pro-
gress of the expedition, which, for prudential
riasong, has been l'u-}-l. buek until all prospect
of success appears to have besn abandoned, we

Colonel Bowen left Bt. Louis on the last expe-
dition on the 17th of June, and arrived at Potosi
on the 19th. He stopped at Irondale waiting for
the sherift's posse, when twenty men reported.

On the 20th Colonel Bowen started with ten
of the Irondule men, and Officers MeQueon,
Nehulster, aud Watson of the St Louls police

A CALL ON HILDEBRAND'S SISTEH,

On the evening of (he 29d the parsy srrested

Willlam Tlarels, the brother-indaw  of Hilde-
brand. ‘This Harrls formerly served under
Colonel Howeu, hls present  captor, In the
10th Missourl Covalrey. Thoy also arrested o

man vamed Casly and another named Dunham

These men were Isdioved to be in the habit of
conveying messnges from Hildebrand to various
partles In  thal section, threatening them
with lwrm H thoy did pot lmmodintely coms
ply  with his fln_-f“-_““_[d. This black-tnatling
Eyetom, it 1s stated, hus bieen carriad on by
Hildebrand among loyal cltizens ever since the
close of the wur. :

MOHRE LIANGING FOR INFORMATION,

After rl‘nllllr-ing bribes, threats were resorted
to, and foally the banging procoss was tried, in
order (0 extort information from thi prisoncrs.
After hangiug awhile, the truth was choked out
of them, and they Informed Col. Bowen that
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Mldebrand lived in a ecave on Big river, on
Bquire Weslay Murphy's place, about half a mile
from the old residence rocontly occupled by the
outlaw,

Dunham said that he had done the bidding of
Hildebrand through fear that he wounld kill him
if he refused. Ilareis Informed his eaptors that
two dove before he had taken o elde of bacon
and some corn bread to Hilderbrand's cave, snd
that the provisions had to be lowered from the
top of the cliff down to the mouth of the cave
with o rope.

MARCH TO THAN CAVE.

The prisoners were still Kept under arrost,
and employed as guides, On the morning of
the 28d, Colonel Bowen, having made a disposi-
tion of the force under his command, went in
eenrch of the cave where It was belleved the
outlnw wae concealed. Two of ghe men were
ordered to proceed along the top of the blufl to
a polnt where they were told the mouth of the
cave could be sean. The balance of the com-
mund murched along the bottom between the
river and the bluffs, with a view of scaling themn
from Lelow, The bottom Iand was heavily tim-
bered, and o silent gloom pervaded the deep re-
cesses of thig wild and broken region. At
length they arrlved at the vielnity of the cavern.
The overbanging cliffs towered np 300 feet
above the river. The mounth of the cavern was
found to bo 200 feet above the foot of the blufls
and abont 100 feet below the ln[-nf the eliff.
In this almost inaccessible place thero was dis-
coerned o narrow ledgo fuiting ont abiout ten feet
from the fuee of the cliff, .Lllllbl'hﬂ.\- and on n
level with the mouth of the cavern,  Thils nar-
row ledge afforded n platform for stnnding-room,
but how 1o reach It was the next -iwll'*!iull which
cngongecd sttention of the attneking Ly,
rid attempts were made to seale the bluffs at this
point. Some of the more daring wounld goet up
forty or fifty feet, and, finding a little niche in
the rockssutliclent tomalntalotheir position, saw
nothing but a perpendicalar wall of stone rising
above them for perbaps twenty feet, with no
ehanee to obitain p foothold, and they had to de-
scend,  The attenpt to rench the cave ab this
place was abundoned, They went back o gquarter
of . mile and found n plece where they  sue-
ceeded, with great diffieulty, in climbing to the
top of the ledge. The man ahend would
hold of the boshes, and nssist the next
with one hand, In pulling him nlong,

Large rocks would becowe detached and roll
down Into the chasm below with o thundoering
t‘l':l'-!t. Those loeened «tones *'1'|‘TI!"| Hj‘ the
biding places of several rattlesnukes, Fhires
ennkes were Killed, and the rattles broughit away
us trophies,

EXTERING THE CAVERN.

After gaining the, top of the bluffs with the
whaole foree, they descended amid constderablo
seril Lo the jutting ledge which led to the cavern,
w letting ench other down. It was about an
hour after daylight, Two entrances were found
Lo the cavern.  Abont twenty feet from the
mouths the passages united, forming a long,
dark chamber about two hundred feet in - depth,
annd fifteen feet in helght. A walking-stick,
which had been previously desceribed to the
party as belonging to Hildebrand, was found
at one of the entrances to the cavern. Ashos
from o recently-built fire were aleo seen outside
the entrance.  Two men were posted at cach of
the entrances, and the slege was commenced.
The men thought they had the refugeo almost
within their grasp. Colonel Bowen, belleving
it to be altogether too perllous to risk his men
in the outlaw’™ den, determined to starve or
smoke him out. The Intier could be effected
whenever the wind blew in the rizht direction,
80 05 to drive the smoke Into the recesses of the
cavern,

A quantity of dry wood was lowered down
from the heights above. Eight ritles were kept
cocked and nlmed so as to eross-fire on the ocen-
mnt within should he attempt to make an exit
rom his place of concenlment. Thus they re-
mained nll doy, After dark o fire was kindled,
which illuminated the wilderness below to o
great distunce. The place was a perfect lookout
for the whole country, and the fire wns visible
at a great distance. The point is half way be-
tween Ville's Mines and Skintown or Blg River
Mills, about eight miles distant from each,

THE BIRD FLOWN.

Next moming & report was bronght to the be-
glegers that there was another outlet to the
cavern, the mouth of which was half o mile dis-
tunt on the other side of the hill, Fearlug that
this might be the case, it was determined to
search the Interior of the eavern at all hazards,
Four men voluoteered tor the enterprize, two
taking one entrance, and Colowel Bowen and
two men the othar,

They procecded cantiously to the fartheit ex-
tent of the eavern, and fonnd—uobody there, A
bed of leaves, from appearnnees recently occu-
picd, eap-hoxes, bullets, some powder in tin
caug, lishing tackle, empty bottles and other
relies denoting recent occupancy, were dis-
covered,

Much dizappolntment was felt, It was subse-
quently ascertained that Hildebrand left the
cavern on the night previous to the arrival of
his pursuers.

WHERE HE WENT,

The fuct was learned from one Nash, who was
arreeted half o mile from the eave. Nash sald
that Hildebrand come to his house on the night
of the 28d, arriving about midnight. He stopped
till morning and went away carrving off Nush's
rifle. As he left, he told Nash he would kill him
if he gave any information. It is preper to men-
tion that Nash was strung up by n ropeand hung
till be turned black in the face before imparting
the above luformation,

Nusht's #on, & boy twelve years of agze, on the
evening of the 25th, told Bowen that he had
agrecd 1o take to Hildebrand, by consent of his
father, a quart of whisky, for which Hildebrand
nd furnished him the money. The boy was to
procure the whiskey at Mathews' store, on
SVinegar HIILY five miles distant, nnd to bring
it to Hildebrand at 12 o'clock that night on o
path leadiog from the road passing Nash's house
toold Mre, Adama” house, and that he would
find bim (Hildebrand) on that path, where there
were two large rocks on e¢lther side,

ANOTHER PLAK OF CAPTURLE,

Colone! Bowen immediately formed & plan to
eapture Hildebrand and his quart of whisky.
He moved his force away from that neighbor-
hood, some elght milles distant, In order not to
excite the suspleions of Hildebrand's friends
us 1o hig intention, During the remaining hour
of light the ground In the viciuity was recon-
noltred.

A NIGHT MARCH.

At night the command was countermarchoed,

and piekets were posted along the path leading

to the two rocks from both directione,  Arv mid-
nlght the entire force moved on the rocks,
where they expected to find the outlaw. It was

durk, and the ralo poured down in torrents,
The men could not distingulsh each other, They
stumbled  over the rocks and ran ll_.'.-\'ln.-‘l
trecs, and at  Iast  surrounded the rocks,
but Hildebrand was not there. The next morn-
ing they discovered sigus of his having been in
the vielnity, such ns bacon rind, some venlzon,
nnd the nsheg of o recent fire, A deershin was
found hanging on the Hmb of o troe.

BUOUTING OPERATIONS,

After thig the scouting foree was divided in
squads of three or four, and gea'tered ovoer the
conntrv—some ffteen miles in extent.  They
were i-i-.-i-.l-tcd on the by-paths, In the woods
aud the approaches to thée eaverns, Uolongl
Bowen, ns stated il.\‘ Y l'ul'r‘l‘llrulllll'Iul, took up
hle beadguarters at Wesley Murphy’s, whore he
and his men fared well, waiting for Informution
from his different scouting parties.
