Arrival of n Plague-Stricken Vessel at New
York--Twenty=nine CUnses of Smollpox on
Hoard--The Malady ol n Virnlent Charncter.

From the N, Y. Heralid of this morning.

" The emigrant ship Admiral, Captain Hesloop,

arrived this morning at the lower quarantine

with twenty-nine cases of smallpox on board,

The Admiral left Bremen on the 5th of June,

with 298 eteerage passengers, and on the fifth

day out the first ense of smallpox occurred.

Lvery precaution that eould be taken under the

clreumstances was obgerved to prevent the

spread of the malady, but without success, and
for forty days the paesengers were exposed to
the ravages of the disense, which dally assumed

a more threatening aspect, One patlent diod at

eou and was hastlly conslgned to the ocean, and

when the vessel reachied New York one tenth of
her paseengers were prostreted with the malady,

Immedintely npon the arrival of the Admiral
at the lower quarantine the sick were remoye:!
to the Bmallpox Hospltal at Blackwell's Island.
Most of the cases are children, and all are of the
most malignant type. The other passengers are
detaiped on bourd the vessel, and every mensure
necessary to cheek the further appearance of the
disease, such ns vaccination of all on board and
fumigation of the vessel, has been adopted.

The Admiral has hitherto had the reputation
of being o very healthy ship, this belng the first
instunce of her bringing contagion into port.

The ship Cynosure, Captain Teevens, with
forty-one passengers, also arrived this morning,
forty-three days from Liverpool, all well on
bonrd, No new cases of cholera or yellow fever
are reported at quarantine, although several
steamers and ealling vessels have arrived within
a day or two from the West Indies and Brazil
The Saratoga, which brought the yellow fever
from Havana, and which lost o number of her
officers from the epldemic, still lies at her an-
chorage] in the lower bay, with a few men on
Lourd to take eare of her. She will remain at
hier pregent station until cold weather, experience
having taught that the ordinary disinfectants are
not always sutficient to porify o vessel from the
contagion. Of twenty-five deaths on board the
Suratogn, in addition to Surgeon Quinn, who
died at Havana, the following were officers:—
Lieutenant Commander William A, Van Vieck,
died June 20; Lisutenant George A, Flage, June
80y Llcutenant Herman C. Roebel, June 25
Muster's Mate Samuel G. Blodgett, June 20;
Captaln's Clerk Willinm B, MeMullen, June 22
and Carpenter Hiram L. Dixon, June 26,

I'he appearance of yvellow fever and smallpox
in our bay, und the terrible ravages of yellow
fever and cholera in the Wost Indies, from which
vesscls are daily nrriving at this port, impres-
sively warn our citizens against carelessness In
sanitary mensures durlng the approaching hot
senson, The filthy condition of our streets
maollested In the most offensive manner. by
sight and smell, and the Immense quantities of
anripe cholern-tireediug fruit with which the
eity s gorged, demnnd  the immediate and
thorough attention of our health officers;
but o judging  from  the neglect of
duty manifested by city oflicials whose busi-
nees it s to avert epldemics from the
community, there seems but little hope of our
eseaping any or all of the fearful pestilonces
threatening ns, exeept in the ecareful obsery-
ance by individuals of the laws of health.
Every family eghould see that its place of resi-
dence and the gutters adjacent to it are kopt
thoroughly clean, and the green apples, peaches
and otker deadly fruits for sale ot the streot
comers should be avolded as polsonous things.
Unless such precantiens are taken the cholern
may be upon us suddenly, and with a8 preat
violence as In the tervible veurs of pestilence
from which New York and ber sister citles have
previously suffered.

Last month, when the time fixed for his exe-
cution was drawing near, Fdwards was visited
almost dully by large numbers of colored people,
who prayed and sang in front of his cell, and
guceceded by Incessant supplications in convine-
hf him of _l]lt' truth of religion and the eflicney
of purifieation by immersion, ns practised in thi
Baptist Chureh.” The large bathing tub in the
jnil was filled with water, and the repentant
murderer was soused Into it, face upwardg, com-
ing out nearly strungled, but fesling an inward
conviction that his slos had been washoed away.
Siuce the postponement of the execution the
viglts of his colored friends have been less fro-
quent, but the regenerated sloner s contented,
and requires but little additional consolation.

Edwards Is a rather dull minded, full-blooded
vellow man, formerly a slave of Mr. Sharp of

afayette county, He stabbed Wilson with o
knife at a ball beenuse Wilson bad struck o
colored girl"w[th whom he had been keeping
compuny.
