quarantine laws, health lnwe of every deserip-
t‘iun. as well as Inws for reculating the Iuternal
commerce of a State, and those which respect
turnpike roads, forries, ete., are competent parts
of this mass.” Gibbops vs. Ogden. Among the
maost ilu]uorl;ml State rights, and one directly
connected with the question before ns, 1s that
of emivent domain. "This undonbied power hny
been exercieed in the mprovement of navignble
etreams, and in bullding and establishing ferries
over them, and In the constroction of roads,
turnpikes, canals, and railroads: and has been
repeatedly recognized in nuthoritative decisions,

Inder this jnvaluable power the Stutes have
bullt up a network of rallways and ennnls and
bave Improved natural channels through which
the commerce of the whole Union Is coursing,
like the life-blood thronghout the whole natural
system.  And who can doubt that the State has
a right to compensation for this expenditure of
means and the benefit she has conferred on all
who use her works?  They were built by her-
self, or under her franchises, and the right to
exact tolls, charges, and fares for thelr use Is
necessary consequence of er power Lo construct
them.

Taxation I8 an Independent power of the
Binte, both fundamental and viml; and un-
limited, except by the express prohibitions of
the Federal Constlitution, or by implication
when it infringes directly on the exercise of
Federal power. The works over which this
tonnnge is transported owe their existence to
the Btate, That which is transported s carried
by the permission of the Buate, contained In the
eharters granted by the sovercien power, The
business dope upon them was the object and is
the result of the exercise of thut coverciguty.
It beurs no touch of the Federal power, It 18
forbidden by no prohibition of Sute power, It
owes its existence to no purpose and no law of
Congress, and was not created bo carry out any
of thie powers of the Union. It being an un-
doubted creation of the Sute, and a subieet of
Sinte eovereignty, 1uls therefore eloarly within
the Btate power of taxation,  Hence It 18 Tinuma-
terial how the subject of taxation I8 measured,
by welght or by enumeration.

The act we are now considering is in no sense
& regulation of commerce or an attempt o tax
interstate commerce, It is the lawful exercise
of Blale power over ereations nuil uses brought
into exlstence by her own authority: a proper
tax upon the vse of the franchises granted by
her for the bopefit of all alike “hnn:llill]u_\'lln Wi,
and In consideration of valuable privileges wod
facilities furnished to them by her authority and
permission.  The subject i wholly ioteroal,
and the imposition equal in its operation and
equitable In Jts distribntion; while to exempt
froight passing oul or coming into the State

tion 1!;::l.lllr1l oinr own citizens and In favor ol
the citizens of other States.  The case {s not
rested on the debatable ground of State power
to regulate interstate commerce In the absence
o1 Congressional legislation on the gsume subject,
but on the admitted right of o State to execute
its power of eminent domain in the consiruction
of works for the teansportation of frelght and
passengers, and to legislite pud mx their use by
thoge who choog<e to ethploy them, as undonbted
subjects of her domestle affulrs and of that In-
ternal commeoerce which she can fightfully con-
trol 8o long as she does nol frandulently exer-
clse her power to the njury of the citbzens of
other States.

Memorinl to the President Prging him to
. = Enforce the Laws Azniost it.

The foliowing memorial lins been -"ln'ul..nlr_.I
in New York city, und will be sent to the Presi-
dent. It asks him to enforce the law ol 1562
against the Coolle trade; —

“To the Presideot of the | .'1_1h-d States of
Amerion:—The undersigned, citlzens of  Lhe
United Btates, resident at New York, do re-

spectiully represcnt: —That the Congress of the
United States, on the 1h of February, 1862,
mared an act prohibiting eitizens and forelgners
n this country engnging In the ‘Coolle trade,
under penaliies and panlshments as set forth in
snld act, and clothing the President of the
United Btatos with specin]l powers for the sup-
pression of this traflic in human ftesh and trl-y-ll.

Sl violation of thils set, eliizons of the United
Btates, and forciguers in the country, ure fitting
out and using vessels rogistored o the Unlted
Btates In transporting from China and other
Illlu ¢x the subjects of Uhlng, knownas *Coolies,
wound by indenture to labor nnd eervice atier
arrival i'n this country for n tlme or term ol
years, thelr pussage belng pald by the procurers.

“That salling and steam=lLips wre arriving at
San Franelsco constuntly with Chiness subjects,
wen and women known as ‘Coolies,’ in vielation
of the law, We therefore respoctiully pray tho
President that he lionmediately direct the officers
of the Governmont at San Franelsco, and else-
where throngl the country, to cuforee the laws;
to seize all such vessels #o engaged, and (0 canse
the owners, agents, and officers, and all persons
engaged in such trafllie, to be broughit before the
proper courts of the country for trial for viola-
tion of the aforessld act,

“And we would also pray the President to
igeue & proclumation calling ihe sttention of the
people 10 the aforesald aet, and forbldding all
citizons and forclgmers In the Uhited States on-
gu*lng in this Lratiic,

"And your petitioners will ever pray, ete.

Indictment of Severnl New York Centewl 1Eail=
roud Olicinls for Mauslnughter.

The Rochester Onion has the following:

It was annonneed o few davs sinee that seve-
ril of the Central Radlroad oMieinds had been in-
dicted. Atalate session of the Court of Oyer
and Terminer, held In Rowme, the Grand Jory
found an Indickment charging Asslstant Snpor-
intendent Z. C. Priest, Vice-President Torrance,
Track Buperintendent Newell, and  Attorney
Fairchild, of the New York Centeal Railroad
Company, with manslaoghter. The Indictment
charges these officials with being responsible
for the aceident that happened on the 28th of
Inst August, between Utica and Whitestioro,
by which several men were severely in-
jured, and one, Michael Robinson, Killed.
The partlenlars of  this wccident may be
Lriefly restated as follows:—A working train
was returning to Utien from Verona, when an
alarm was given that the directors’ special train
wons coming. The working train had been
stopped to load ties, bot the engineer staried
immediately, thinking there was timo to get up
sufficlont headway to avold or deaden a colll=ion.
Ag soon a8 It was di=eovered that an aceldent
wie inevitable, he jumped from‘the train, and

severnl were badly injnred, while  Michael
Robluson was instantly killed.  The gencral
oplnion that resulted trom the Coroner's jn-

quest was that i notice of the approach or the
directors’ train bad been telegraphod, ns was
dope on the upward trip, and a8 the printed
regulations of the company reqaire, the accl-
dent would not have happened,

HA coroner's jury was empanelled, and a
verdiet rendered: “That  Michnel Rolbinson
came to his death by a collislon between an

extra gpecial traim containing the Viee: President
and other officers of the New York Central Rail-
rond and o working train on suid road, on the
afternoon of Friduy, Angust 28, 1808, and thut
sald oflicers were and are highly calpable In
neglecting to telegraph or notlfy o regard to
thelr return, as was done on thelr upward trip:
and also that the foreman of the working train
violuted w regulntion of the roud, bt no printed
rale or instruction.’

“The Utlea Herald says:—*The case was lald
before the Grand Jury On the sirength of the
nhove verdict, The warrant for the arreat of
the ofMeinls mentioned i In the bands of 8herifi
Weaver, or has been served by him. The gen-
tlemen Indicted are expected to glve ball to wp-

Lo bt of hiz encmilos to entrange Wim from the
Kiug. He has compared his own position to
thint of 8ir Robert Peel and the Duke of Weol-
lington at the time of the repenl of the Corn
luwe and the emancipoation of the Catholics In
Englund; believiug, as he hias sald, that a con-
servitive administristion, in times of great poll-
tienl agitation, acts as i check upon wconside-

upnnimity, 1 have heen told by leaders of
parties of progressive principles that they do not
desire his  dall, for the Government would
be thrown into the hands of thelr ulten op-
ponents; what they do desire 18 that he will

Iu this the liberads have bad one great
ally. The Crown Prince of Prossia has always
regarded Count Blamoark with digfavor: the

He has repeatedly expressed himeelf as
willing to adopt o Hberal programme, but said
it was fmpracticable on account of the hostllity
of the King to such measures, but appears Lo
have considered his promise as folfilled in mere
