From Arequipa we learn that the reconstruc-
tion of the city Is golng on with less anctivity
than might be uctiml.nh'; that earthquakes are
again of frequent occurrence, and that the peo-
ple are a good deal afraid at the terrible predic-
tlons of the German asétronomer, M. Falb,
which shows that ignorasce and supeistitious
terror are still cousiderdbly rampant in that de-
voted locality.

Salvador—Another Ernption of Izalco.

Another severe eruption of Izaleo occurred on
the 17tb of June. The eruption of luva con-
tinuen during the entire day. A perfect ruin of
dust poured upon San Salvador with such fsree
that in two minutes It had covered the roots of
houses and the strects, leaving the people in the
dark, a circumstance that ereated much alarm
among those who understood the danger in the
event of the descension continuing. Fortu-
nately, however, the thick clond with the utmost
rapldity changed its courde toward the port of
Acajutln, where It was scen coming down in
enormous gnantitles, covermg the horizon on
the south. During the night the immense quan-
tity of fire that is visible riushing out of the vol-
cano was perfectly wonderful, ns also the variety
of llghts thut ave seen with the naked eye at w
digtancs of four leagues. The direction of the
current is on o the Ceniza river, and therefore
the ity of Tzaleo Is thus far safe.

Nienrngun-— A Revolutlon in Prospect.

After ten years of comparutive qulet, our
little republic is indulging in civil war, The
administration of President Guzman, who has
now held oflice two years and ¢ight months, hus
fulled to give satisfaction to General Martioaz
and his politieal friends, who held power fo
ten yewrs previous to the presentadministration
The polities of the State are divided somewha:
geographicelly—North and South. The revolu-
toniste are the Northern, or Leon faction. On
the 20th ult. all the Important points in the
porth part of the State were taken, without
resistance, by the revolutionis®. They have
put about 1000 men in the field. and are moving
on Mapaguon, the capital,  From this polut—the
porth—it now looks probable that the resuls will
be the spebdy downfall of the Guzman adminis
trution.

As
Governor he possesecd the powoer of controlliy

‘owler. Benter was known to be liberal in hi

Stokes, on the contrney, wius understood to be
uncertain and indiflerent, and ready to affiliate
with any et of men who would give him aid n
accomplishing his ambitions schemes. More-
over, he hnd repeatedly urged that the Northern
men, or “carpet-bageers,” should be driven out
of the country, openly boasting that he intended
to wage a bitter warfare upon them.

Brownlow's election to the United States
Senate was malnly owing to the support which
he received from the so-called “earpet-bag ' ele-
ment, and Brokes, having been defeated in the
nomination for Governor by Brownlow, in 1507,
and subsequently for United States Senator in
1868, it can easlly be understood why Stokes was
g0 bitter agalnst Brownlow and the **Yaokees,"
and why these “Yankees" and Seostor Brown-
low support Senter's clalms. Senator Brown-

low's position on this question 18 not new.
He hae been Impressed with  the justice
und . necessity of extending  the franchive
and removing all political  disabilities for

nearly two years, the only question being
as to the proper moment to establish an initial
point in this behalf. In this he has been sus-
tnined by the views of a preponderance of the
Union clement,

When the reconstruction policy of Congress
placed  the ballot jn the bands of every-
body in Alabama, Louisinun, Georgin, Arkansas,
Florida, and the Carolings, and proposed to do
the sume for Mississippi, Texas, and Virginia, it
wus evident that Tennessce could no longer
justly disfranchise over one hundred thousand
of her citizens without confessing that her re-
strictive Jaws were not based upon prineiple,
but were framed only to gccure the u&mlls of
office—an admission that no political party
could safely avow, It was not supposed that
Congress and the administration of General
Graut would for an instant favor a liberal policy
in the ten seceding States, and an illiberal one
in Tennessee.

Many Republicans of Tennesgee think Gover-
nor Boutwell committed a grave error when he
Interfered in the political aftairs of thelr State,
particularly when it was known that Stokes had,
prior to the opening of the campaign, been
offered the United States Senatorship without
opposition if he would not oppose Senter's elec-
tion. This offer Btokes Indignantly spurned,
and stated that he intended to “‘take a liek' at
both the Govédrnorship and Senatorship, no mat-
ter what the consequences might be,

Senter's election will by no means destroy the
Republican party. On the contrary, it is be-
lieved that the old line Whigs, who were anti-
secestioniste, will affiliate with a liberal Repub-
lican party, and that the Democrats will rally to
old party lines and issues; that the “sheep” and
the “'gonts" will sepnrate and form distinetive
purties for the next residentlal campaign; the
old feuds of Tennessee polities will lllu ravived,
old gcores brought up for settlement, incidunts
of the war revived for dispute betore the people,
nnd a gepernl Kilkenny eat fight inangurated for
the spoi'e. The colored vote will perhiaps be
somewbat divided, but will preponderate for the
Republican party, apd will constitute altmost the
balance of power o connection with the
“Yankee" element.

_Besides, it is ulso believed that & little adver-
sity und political physic will operate healthlly
upon the disordered system of Tennessce Repub-
licaniem, foreing that unity of action and con-
cord 80 necessary 1o party success that personal
feuds and Individual ambition will thus give way
10 the public weal. apd the agitators must go to

the wall on both sides, It I8 not certain
by any means that +x President John-
son Wil  be chosen . SBenntor, as he
will he fought by his old enemics of the

_\\']niu party, as well us by the Republicnns. He
I8, however, working hard to emulate John
Quiney Adams, and proposes to die in the har-
hess,  Tle bus \mmlvrlul pluck and energy, but
the opindon is that he will be forestalled DY new
combinations,  Gov. Senter was an old line
Whig, and 1s not in necord with any movement
calenlated o pluce Andrew Johnson in the Sen-
ale, while Brownlow g, of course, his lmplacable

Repulse of the Attnck on Puerte Principe by
I"w 'leu-uml Negroes,

By Cuba Cable,

Havaxa, Augunt 2,—It s reported that two
eluvers have linded In the Cineo Villas district
On Wednoesday
last, July 28, five thousand nagro nsurgents at-
tacked Poerte Principe, making 4 general rald
through the city. The Spanish troops, to the
number of four thousand men, nttacked them, A
severe strugele ensued, in which the ground was
contested ineh by inch, the insargones finally
retiring in perfect order, having achioved the
object for which they made the rald,  They cap-
tured and destroyed provisions valued af 250,-
000, and made good thelr retreat.
