And
in this letter M. Hogo siye of the cladms of the
two—Favre and Rochiefort, the orator and the
pamphleteer— " Were one o Mirnbean, one hns
noy the right to =lence o Beammarchnis.” LUn-
donbtedly M. Hourl Rochefort would he useful

charge which he and  his Irlends bring ngalnst
M. Jules Favre of want of netivity, M. Favre
has some right to appeanl to his antecedents,
Even when publishing the letter written by
M. Viector Hugo on thig subject, the Rap-
pel s obliged to refer to them.  No one was, in
fact, bolder in his (J]![ll_l.-ilin!l to the coup d'elat
than M. Favre. He, with M. Hugo. was a
member of the committee of resistancee, and
braved imprisonment and death In his effores to
oppose the dictatorship of Louls Napoleon, wntil
all hope of suceess was lost.

Whnt the Cabans Fear.

The correspondent of the Cuban Juanta in
Havamn, under date of the 9th, informs them
thnt the selzure of the Spandsh gunboats by onr
Government erented @ grest sensation i thiat
ity From the day of the selzure until tha 7th
instant, General De Rodas Kept the news supe-
pressed, It was currently rumored that the
Captnin=Gieneral had sent the Spanish iron-elad
Victoria after the two Pernvian iron-cleds, with
instructions to capture or siuk them whereyer
found.

The Cubans in Havana say that if the United
States will detain the gunboats sixty days, that
every port in Cuba except Havana will be o
thiclr possession, It iz expected that to-day
there will be a simultaneous attack made by the
Cubang om Gibara, Poerto Principe, and Trini-
dod, Tosday is the eighteenth avniversary of
thie barbarous crime committed by Captain-
Generid Jose de 1o Concha, of executing fifty-
one eitizens of the United States, followers of
Narci=o Lopez.  Hiz cerime conglsted in murder-
ing them on that 16th day of Angust, 1851, after
he gave hig word of honor to save their lives if
they wourld surrender themselves.

The Junta has received news by Key West that
thie steamers belonging to the slave traders, Zu-
Tuetn, Duranona, and Ibanez, lind landed 3000
negroes at Coching bay, jurisdietion of Zopata,
district of Clenfuegos. Thesde old slave-traders
are at present colonels commanding regiments
of Spanish volunteers.
