They held a mesting
to consider the question on the 10th of this
month, and resolntions were passed in favor
of calling a convention composed of delegatos
from all the States, to consider the whole
subject, and secure if possible the desired
removel. A committes was appointed with
authority to arrange for the holding of the
convention contemplated in the resolutions,
The mesting onthusinstic, and was ad-
dl‘l sued ]l_\' the maost ]r]'nlniln-l[l cilizensg of St.
