every appointment, Judges, like Presidents
and Coupcilmen, are “‘only human’ after
all, and it is not very surprising that they
have looked after the interests of their next
best friends, or their fuglemen, or the men
most likely to be able to grant favors, or the
most astute wire-pullers of their party.

Government by commission has been grow-
ing in favor in Philadelphia, and it has
hitherto been successful; but there is a vast
diffrence between the applieation of this
systomw to the affuivs of the prison and the
ii.llnhhl}i'.nl_‘ and its extension to the City
Trusts, The right of the Legislature to de
eide how Doards of Prison Inspectors and of
Guardians of the Poor shall be chosen is un-
questionuble, and if the people feel aggrieved
by their action, means of redress can be found
by withholding appropriations or other legis-
lation. But the transfer of the control of |
City Trusts to a board totally irresponsible to
the people is at once a very doubtful and
dangerous exercise of legislative power.

The Celestinl Phenomcnon of Last Evening.

About eeven minutes after ¥ o'clock Inst even-
ing o very unusual celestinl display wans obseryed
here by people who happened at the thme to be
mazing skyward., A large teteor shot from the
northwest towards the north, taking = conrse
slightly downward and then npward, in a sort ol
gerpent form.  Starting ke a ball of briliunt
Helit, it gradually increased os it sped along,
leavine o bright, lusirous tail after it, very
much like thet of o comot, and finally bursting
like o rocket, seattering jers of lght from evory
portion of its ¢ircumference like what the pyro-
techinists call o plunwheel. What was somewhat
remarkuble about this phenomenon was the fact
that long after what appuared to be the body
of the moteor itsell hid disappeared the lustrons
wil remuined, now increasing and now diminish-
ing in brillinnee, for at least ten minutes, whon
it commenced o gradually fade away. The
time oceupied between the commencement ol
the display and e bursung, ns It seemed, of
the meteor must have been at least twelve or
fifteen seconds, and the whole time up o the dis-
appearance ol the tail covers d some ten !‘Ii!'l.'.iil'-.
