The alavm which has attended  the nt
illness of the Emperor snpplios one of the
stropgest arguments wineh this age has far-
nished against what is ealled personal govern-
ment.  There have been few instances in
modern history of the government of a nation
by the will of w single imdividual, 80 suceess-
fal, and on the whole so henaficial, as the
goveruuwent of Prance by Napoleon the Thivd,
during the first twelve yeara of his reign. The
first twelve years of his illustrions unele as
First Consul and Emperor were indeed more
splendid  and  dazzling: but  the material
prosperity of France bas never been moras
rewarkable than under the present Emperor,
But u brief period of prosperity, o be ful.
lowed by an era of confusion and ealamity,
does not realize the ideal of good govem.
ment Prosperity that cannot  propagite
itself, that mukes no provision for its own
perpetuity, seems rather an acoident in the
life of o nation than the legitimate fruit of a
settled system.  But the prosperity that at.
tends personal government is generally of this
trunsient, acoidental charvacter, The two
most splendid reigns in the French annals
that of Charlemagne and that of the first Na-
poleon—were followed by periods of distrac.
tion and humiliation. Great men at the head
of o nation are exceptions in the world's his-
tory; nnd even great men suceeed in govern-
ment only by embodying the spirit of the age
and giving effect to the wishes of the nation
over which they rule. The essence of political
greatness consists in a quick and intuitive
perception of the wants and aspirations of

e e

the people, and in the ability to de.
vise wmeasures for satisfying the na-
tional cravings, A man of great genius
may sometimes govern a people more

wisely than they could have governed them-
solves, becanse he sees with clearness what
they ounly grope after vaguely, snd is able to
reach at onee, by a stroke of ready sagacity,
conclusions which they would have arrived at
ineperfeetly, after much hesitation and de-
bate. But the misfortune i, that a nation
which bhas a yuler to think for it loses by dis-
use the faculty of thinking and plauning for
itself; nud if that ruler has not an equally
able suceessor, the enpacity for good govern-
