ITALY.
— - —
Folltieal Hevelatlons—-What Is Foreshadowed.

The London Daily News says:—

“A little book has just been published In Italy,
wnich contalns some private correspondence not
without intercst, It I8 the Diary of Admiral Persano,
who commanded the Italian fdeet ot Lissa, Per
laps, il we consider the agitated state of Italy at
the present moment, the most interesting portion
of the work I8 that in whioh detulls are given of the
opinion entertained by the Government in 1560 of
Gieneral Garibaldl. For among the Hepublicans it
I8 Mrequently urged that, notwithstanding his many
pervices, the Government wonld have been glad at
any time to get rid of Garibaldl, so greut was thelr
fears of hig extremely lberal views, Some priviate
letters from Connt Cavonr, which Admiral Persano
has made bold o print, undoubtedly show that the
Government bad pnot & Hetle mistrst of Garibaldl ;
tut, on the other hand, they alko snow “hat what-
ever thelr suspiclon, it was not enough to hinder
them trom lending willing ald to hun when he was
serving the interests of his king.

“One of these letters, & rather ambiguous one’'
more especlally exhibite the vactllation of the gov.
vrnment.  First, Count Caveur, writing to the Ad-
miral, says:—‘You have done, and will do well In
maintaining the most friendly relations with Generd
Garibalde.’ But he continues, ‘I advise you, never-
theless, not to trust him lmplicitly, but rather be
.-uuwwiml reserved.”  The reason given {or s
advice |8 pecullar, if not paltry: ‘Remember that
garibaldl has lHved several vours in Amerion, aod
still longer in Bolitude. He has, In conseguoence,
contracted havts of excessive reserve and general
mistrust.’ Huving thus given volea to his doubta
Connt Cavour thinks it pight to relterate his conil-
dence o him: ‘e s sincere In his afoction for the
King;' then, checking himsell, he finishes the sen-
tence—'"but he loves him after a fmshion of his own.’

“As for the political skl and jndgment of Garls
baldl, Count Cavour regarded them with contempt,
He wishes 1o unlte Italy, he savs,  “Phis 18 good,
but ]l fear he ntemds to employ the most perilons
means,  However, if only the tieneral (s reasonable,
the governinent of the King must marmh with him.
The utility of an alllance with Garibaldl was never
dented, and Cavour conclitdes as follows:—*1 would
not for an instant hesitate to oMer my resignation, i
that would facllitate the establishiment of perfect
Harmony between Garibaldi and the Minisiry, on
the condltion, however, that he will not commit any
fallles.”

WHOLESALE MURDER.

Fearful Crlimes In North Cnrolinn—Counfession
of Assnssins.

For a long time past detectives have been engaged
In Jones and  Lenowr counties, N, C,, In ferreting ont
the perpetrators of the many cold-Llooded murders
which have there been committod; and their labors
have not been in vain.  On Tuesday, Augnst i,
elghteen persons were arrested n the vielnlty of
Kinston, and lodged In Newbern Jull. Since that
time eleven others from the same lotality have vol-
unarily come forwanrd and made ailldavits 1o the
most startling disclosures. Pearing lest swift pun-
ishment for their crimes ahoald overtake them they
have chogen to reveal all, hopiog thas to sedure lenl-
ency 1o themselves, In these amdavits they acknow
ledge that they have eaclh been cognizant of, or ens
gaged with one or more of the prisoners referred to
A I tuking the lives of nearly lforty Union men since
the close of the war, They give the partioulars of
the cold-blooded butchery of the prisoners taken
from Kinston jail last spring, and murdered upon
the bridge over the Neuse river, near that town,

They swear to the murder of three UTnited States
solidiers (colored) who were visiting (heir friends at
Kinston. These soliliers are supposed to have re-
turned to their regiment, and are doubtless reported
on the roll of the latter as deserters. There have
probably been more than two hundred horses and
mules stalen in Lenoir and adjoining countics since
the war, and these aMdavits gecount for the greater
proportion of them. These men all profess to be
Democrats and members of the Ku-Klux Klan, now
known us the Counstitutional Unlen Guards (C, U,
Gi,'8), They implicate in their statements many af
the most prominent Democrats of that section. The
O, 1. G, 18 a widespread organization, exteniling
not only throngh North Carolinag but many other
Southern States, No less than four leading Repub-
lieaus of Newbers had been designated to be Kllled
Ly members of this same Lenoir connty band of C.
I, G.'8, betore their arrest, The prisoners are now
awaiting examination by the Clreult Judge,

THE PHILADELPHIA FORGERIES.

A t of one_of ¢ Heged Clty Wn nt
nurrz in New '\’oﬁ-- ﬂuw he wns Dis-
covered.

From the New York World of thia wmorning,

During last spring and summer s large number of
Philndolphila merchants and brokers were victimizod
iy an Ingenlous forger of city warranta, which sud.
denly made thelr appearance in the market from
some unknown source, The Warrants woere
exact fac.simtles of the genolne warranta, being
printed in fartlt-nlur Imitation of the genulne docu-
ments, and the dling in was done in & very skilfal
and bosinessiike muanner. So ngenlons wad the
fraud, and so well executed were the forgeries, that
before the natureof the paper conlid be macertainnd
between $15,000 and §20.000 of the frandulent lasue
wna In circulation. The wurrants were all drawo
on the bounty land of Philladeiphla, and the forge-
ries were for sums renging from $60 to 8100 each,
No trace of the snccessinl forgers conid oo ob-
tuined, and the Pllladelphin suthorities bocaom:
minrmed us the forged warrants came pouriog o
to the treasurer of that ity Duaring the month
of July last 4 young man named Crthptaity,
who had been spending sonle months gt Cape
Muy, stopping nv one of the Mshlonable hotels,
wnd apparently with unlimited  means,  wWad
drowned while bathing, The remains of the
unfortunate young man were sfoon afrer wished
ashiore, and the coroner ook cliarge of thel
well s the effects of deceased, On s trunk
opened the tirst ¢lye ta the Phlladelphia forg.r
was obtalned, for there were found several ol the
blunk warrants ready for ulling up ol signing.
The coroner telegraptied to the Polladelphis anthogt=
tien, and several of the victimized Pollplvlphiuns
woent to Cape Moy und ut once dontiiiedd Bl decsgsiid
o the min from whom they sl purehnssid D
forged warranta, The hody of Gussen wias taken to
Phtpdelphlin and burded by his frlends,  Bathe trunk
of the deceased forger was found @ photograph of a
young man who wias kipown s Murtin Gray, a
companivn of decopsed,  Om Seeing this photo-
graph, It was precognlced us that ol e person
from whom a nomber of the forged warrants
had been purchased,  As Gray halled Troom th '
Chilel Kelso, of the detective Tored, was notil
and the photograph was sent on to that oMol The
case was given in charge of Detectives Farley
EBustuce, who learned that CGray had left the ity aomd
was “sporting” about at the wptering places, and
wis heurd Of ut Saratoga and other pliwes of publie
régort. A few days ngo e returned to this clty sl
vesterday afternoon wus arvested by Moessrs, Farley
and Eustuce, in Broadway, near Fourteenth street,
He was taken to the Central Ofice and locked up,
Chief Kelso at one telegraphed to the authorities of
the QGuaker City, who replled by telegraph, requesting
the Chiefl to hold on to the accused, aml stating that
un oMeer wonld be despatched at once with a Fequl-
sition from Governor Geary for his rendition,  Gray

This wellknown prisonar was hroaght up to-day in
order to be present ot the miking of an application for
s discharge undor the two term role of the act of WK,
dth section,  His counsel, Mr. Brooke, stated that on the
Inst day of the April sessions, 1848, the prisoner surron
til‘l’l“i"li‘lilll-l!“ into custody o be teled upon certain bills
of indiotment then pending agaimst him; since which
time he hug lain in prison without trie]l onder these
charges, though he has made no reqoest for a conting.
ance, but on the contmry, has repuatedly asked that b
might be tried. Those tacts no desmod amply satficient,
vhader the existing laws, to entitle hin to his release.

r. Baeppard tuplied th ¢ 1ho records of this Court
showed that the Utmmonwen'th had made strenuous
efforts to seoure the atondanve ol ber witnesios, wihioh
eiforteiniled, and in copsequence thorsof a motion for
continuanoe was made :ra grunted, thas relluviog the
Commonwenlth of all mospi.jon of lavkes and taging from
the prisener the beaciit of e two term rule.
