Degpite the disugreenhle sputter of rain last even-
g, o lurge aondience greeted Mrs D, P, Bowers, on
her tirst appearance during the present season, at
the Walnut Street Theatre. The play presentsd
Was A new ope, from the French—Frenchy, 1t len
scnsationnl plece, entitled Reaping the Tompest; or,
Margueritte the Wanderer, Although moulded on
the French lidea, and thoronghly characterized by
the French spirit, the scene 8 lald  in
Germany, lon preference W Parls, donbtless for the
Bake of the effective contrast in colors which the
provincinl German costume afords.  “Margueritte,’
the herolne, 18 married 10 an industrious bincksmith,
“‘Jean Panl Bergen,” to whom and to her chilld she
proves falthless, sowing the wind throughout the
Hrstnet in company with the graceless**Count de Ren-
dorl.” The second act brings retribution, pecording to
the Immemorial custom both on and aff the slnge,
the “Count” casting off the miserable woman to
make room for his lawful wife. In the third act
figures the avenger, *.Jean Paol” having the poor
satisfaction of thrusting a sword through the body
of the “Count,” while “Margueritte” s smitton with
blindoess through the agency of & dash of lghtning,

The New Prenic BuiLoines,—Only seven plans
have been submitted in competition to the Board of
Commissioners for the erection of the public bulldings
on Independence Square., Among these contribu-
tors are four Philadeiphlians, Messrs, John MeAgthar,
Isaae B, Iobbs & Son, Samuel Sloan, and J. II.
Windrim. The perspective designs submitted are
masterpieces of architectural detalls, being generally
five feet in length and of proportionate height. It
wotlld be Invidious, and might be judged imperti-
nent, at this time to comment in detall upon the
separate plans ln advance of a thorough examing-
tion by the Committes on PMlans, One faot, however,
1§ patent to every ohserver on the first g]mu-».-, und
that Is that architects pay as much attention to the
ruling fashions in bullding a8 the ladles do to thelr
millinery toggery, Every plan submitted, with one
single u.\wrtluu. s an outeropping of the French
rool mania in various degrees of horridness, in one
case the artist piling them up on  diferent deries of
bulldings, rising one behind another like s0 many
cheese boxes, until the helght of six storles is
reached, incloding the basement, The committes
will make thelr decision this month on these plang,
paying o preminm of §2000 for the design having the
mOst merit, #1600 for the second best, §1000 1or the
third, and $500 for the fourth.

All the nildings now on the square are 1o be re-
moved, except Indepentence Hall, which will re-
main insulated, and must not be disturbed. The
bulldings are to be freproof thranghout, No wood
I8 to be used In thelr construction, except in the
doors and windows, The stairs to be muarble; the
roof to be composed of ineombustinle materials lald
on fron framing. No hollow partitions to be admit-
ted anywhere throughout the bulldings, Al the ex-
terior walls are o be faced either with marble,
granite, or hard sandstone, &8 moy Lest comport
with the style of architegture that may be adoptod.
The magnitude of the bulldings can be judged
from the fact that the accommoedations for the fol-
lowing departments are required, besides some fif-
teen surplua rooms :—Clly Counclls, 85 rooms, 7400
square feet; Mayor and Police, 14 rooms, 4000 reet,
with cells for 100 prisoners ; Clty Controller, b rooms,
2000 feet; ULy Treasurer, b, 2844 feet; Law Depart-
ment, 6, 2171 feet; Water, 7, 6325 feet; Highways, 4,
1788 feet: Survey, 4, 2019 feet; Markews and Clty Pro-
wrty, 4, 1000 feet; ‘Buihlm I'nspur:mra.

teclive James J. Brooks In the liquor store of John
C. Keenan, on Frant street, near Arch, the partion-
Iars of which occurrence, |n addition to those furs
nighed yestenday, are as follows :—

Deteotive Tryon followed the cab contalning the
would-be nssassing along St, John streot to Button-
wood, thenes (o Sixth street, thence to Spring Gar-
den and to Falrmount Park, where all trace was lost,
Lieutenant Bruretn, of ihe Seyonth Police district,
provured a carriage, nnd aiso tracked the vehicle to
the park.  He drove through the park on both sides
of the Behoylkiil, but fatled to procare any further
information as to the course purgued by the cab,
Later in the Jday Deteotive Frankiin scoured the
park, and on inguiring at the approaches to the vi-
rious bridges, he came 1o the opinfon that those
fleving hnd not gone across the Schayvikiil.

United Stites District Attorney A, 11. Smith and
Maorshal Grogory yesterday afternoon walted upon
Mr. Brooks, and having obtained from him a recital
of the faots, mmediately telegraphod to the authori-
tles at Wakhington, and in a short time received an
order to oifer o reward of $2000 for the arrest and
conviction of the wonld-be assassing, In the
evenmg Mayor FPox also ealled Tipon Mr. Brooks,
and took an ante-mortem  statement, on  which
severn! warranty were issued, and up to this ume
five persons have becn arrested, and are now In ons.
oy at the Centril Station. No pew faets have
heen developed as to whom the assallants were, and
Itis generally believed that ot east two of thom
were strapgers in this city, Of course the hack and
horsos belonged here, but as it 18 held that the asghs -
sipntion I8 the result of long deliberation, it 18 not
likely that the men would hire a team for this ex-
pected assassination, for if shey did so, It wonld be
comparatively ensy to fod out to whom the vell-
cle and antmnls belonged, and who wis the driver.

Mayor Fox late lnst night lssned a proclamation
in which he offered o reward of 81000 for the appre-
honsion of the woold-he murderers,

Mr. Brooks was perfectly sensible during the
night, though he suffered intense pain. He fre-
quently expressed his velief that he would not re-
cover, but was unable o give any clue as to who
the parties were, This morning he seemed worse,
and the chances are that he will not survice mnch
