The Hghtaqong the camps of the foemen, at mid-
night, Nckered over busy fngers fguring loddes,
mle faces computing balanees, and crippled men
nnding up thelr brulsed accounts with balsam of
hope and expediency, The to-morrow was looked
for with anxlety by thousands, with plessure by
seore; for on that to-morrow hinges the mighty
issues of finance, If compacts made regulnrly are
fultilled, the swollen current will run 1u-u-.--_-rui[‘;-; if
not, breaking over banks amd ali opposition, 1t will
Carry havoo and confusion.

How the Market Opened.

The Gold market opened tremulously. Anxlety
and fear were upon every face, aud the operators
were llke chan in the wind, Every breath blow
them from side to side, and each eddying gust
caughe them np and tossed then futo the whiripool
that drew down 1nto (s dark depths all who stepped
within ita Influence, The morket opened at 150 pro-
bBably, and roge hurriedly to 60, and to 64, and (o ten
minutes fell 20 cents, Wre Wias 4 constant click
of Instruments, and even the poor
wires became exhansted at noon and
stopped for a moment's rest.  There was a vigorous
dash made early in the morning by the *“‘gold cllque,"
who came up every time solldly and squarely, buy-
ing millions more of gold sthan there was In the
market, and takiog all that they could reach,. Con-
sterpation pnd despalr selzed the bears, and in the
midst of the furions din, above the roar and turmuolt
w8 heard the voloe of Aibert Speyer, a prominent
broker, ‘I want one million of gold at 160." ‘The

rice was then 155, Again up rose the bullion; yet
oW dared to take Mr. Speyor at his word, A feeling
of «distrust deterred spectuiation, and many tarocd
sway from offers that would have made them for-
funes If the contracts had been honestly kept. New
Btreet was thronged, a tumultious sea of excited
men surged through it, shouting and carrying
on excited conversation. ‘The merchant sutfering
keenly from the confusion fn the Exchange marker,
watched the futtering indicator in despair, Dasi-
ness of nearly all Kinds became 8addenly stagnant,
and all classes and professions mingled (n the throng
in Gold Room and on sidewalk, An itinerant ped-
dler, with u toy bull that tossed its horns and bel-
lowed grufily in one hand, nud & growling bear in
the other, found {l|("l’ll}' of customers in thoe rival
forces who stroggled for the mastery in the market,
and many placed the miniatore beasts o prominent
positions in their oMoes, to prove that they had not
{leserted their ravorites n this trying hour.

The Thunderbolt in the (iold Room,

In the Gold Room, Just before the rumor of the
despatch from Washington which caused the bulls
lo lower horns and quit the contested deld, no pen
can do the subject justice, In the various oflfices
flanking the streey exelting scencs were tuking place,
Margins that had digappeared g the tempest were
buttled for by those who contended that the brokers
wiere decelving them, and brokers in valn endeav-
ored to compel customers to make good thelr losses,
Hursh words passed between men usoally ealm, and
excitement and  anxilety kKept pace with the
pulse of the gold barometer, The fury was
it its highest point, The bulls seemed more firmly
upited than ever. Spever's advance too far into
the enemy's lineg broke oonfidence in his leadership.
There was & waver, & futter along the lines, and
then the romor came that the dovernment had
ordered Messrs, Duncan, Sherman & Co. to sell
thirteen millions of gold, It fell lke n thunderbolt
into the ranks of the “clique.” Men bowed before
the storm HKe reeds In a gale: right and left the
wounded fell, and down to 180 went the market. Al
through this excltement, from the very sk, many
have belleved that anited with the Erle ring were
the pet lambs of the Tammany organization, and
seatterod here and there along the street were men
of prominence in the Democratic party; aldermen
and councilmen bespattered the umrlal’:: noor with
tobaceo julee; deputy-sherints without number
leaned in convenlent doorways; Congressmen and
Assemblymen were In earnest conclave: and the
redonttable James FIsk, Jr., and John Morrigsey ex-
changed cordial greetings on the curnstone,

The Panic.

The thunderbolt fell. The Government, with a
ktrong arm, thrust itgelf between the contending
forees, and in an instant struck a blow that para-
Iyged them.  Foran hour there came s calm—the
blow staggered all; but the rest was merely to re-
cover, aud then the excitement began agaln, but in
another shape. Directly olppuam- the Stock Ex-
change I8 the ofMce of Smith, Gould & Martin, who
woere suld o be the leaders of the gold clique,
Ttomor also had it that the firm of Williwm Hesth &
Lo, were employed by Messrs, Smith, Gould & Co.
to dstribute the orders for the purchase of
the goll, At 2 o'clock, us If by muatual
understunding, both oMees were be-
Blegad hy men clamoring to be pald
the differences on thelr sales, At noon, James Fisk,
Jr., and Willlam Belden, who were aald to have been
the chiel movers in this panic, lelt the street to-

ether in a carringe, and this trivisd clronmstance in
tself wos magnitied into an Importaut event,
directly besring on the events of the hour. At
Smith, Gould & Martin's office Mr, Smith appearod
and stated to the exclted throng that owing to the
immense busineds of the day, and -the consequent
delays In the Gold Exchange Bank, they were
obliged to refuse to (ransact bosiness for the day,
but would pay all thelr labllities in the morning.
The clamorous crowd of brokers wore not to be put
off, and two deputy-sheritls appearcd at the door andd
guarded It on the lnside,

Brokers’ Clerks Slnsh Each Other.

AL that mement 4 clerk of Smith, Gould & Martin,
by the pume of Benjamin ¥, Arnstroug, who wad
kKeeplng back the crowd from withoul, was struck i
the face by Herman A, Crugoer, a clerk for another
firm, who wis attempting to get In at the door,
Armstrong retalluted, giving Cruger a powerful blow
in the fuce, and ont poured the first blood of the
Broad atreet war, The crowd now swalled to thou-
sundi, and the belligerents were collared by pollce-
men, ‘who horrled them away., Threats of ven-
geanoe aguinst Flsk aod  Golld  were  freely
uttered, and matters looked serious, when
Hufus Hatch, of No. 19 Broad street, leap-
jug upon @& roiling, sald, *“1 will bet one
thousund dollars to one that this hoose will pay
every dollar,” This was received with a slight
cheer, and the crowd, a8 If half aghamed, dréw back,
and the pressure ab the door incrensed,  Both of the
parties who were enguged in the tght at the door
were taken to the Second Precinet Station-House by
OMeer Gilbert. Fortunately for them the Sergoeant
was disposed to be lenient with them, and an elderly
gentlemnn who went into the statlon-lonse with the
culprite, guietly pleaded thelr cause by stating that
the dav had been one of intense excitement in the
streel: no one searcely knew whit he was about,
